Right of way is given to the
player who has last hit the ball er

A player shall not cross the
player having right of way except
at an unquestionably safe distance,
nor shall he pull up in front of the
latter unléss he is far enough
ahead to give the latter enou%h
time to pull up also: nor shall
pull up across the latter under any
consideration whatsoever.

Whenever two players are rid-
ing in opposite directions for the
ball, each shall leave the ball on his
off side.

A player shall not crook his ad-
versary’'s mallet unless he is on the
same side of the adversary's pony
as the ball, or in direct line be-
hind, and his maliet is neither over
nor under the adversary’s pony.
The inallet may not be crooked
unless his adversary is in the act
of striking at the ball.

MOSS GASE GOES
BACK T0 GRAHAM

Customer of Bncketslmp Ordi-
nance Violator Wants Proof
That He Won't Leave City

—

H. A. Moss, recently found guilty of
violating the bucketshop ordinance,
yvesterday faced an action brought in
behalf of one qf his alleged victims,

who has taken recoursa to the civil
courts in an effort to obtain a settle-
ment. Accompanied by his attorney,
E. H. Willlams, Moss appeared at extra
sessions No. 3 of the superior court
before Judge W. M. Conley to answer
an order of examination issued Satur-
day by Judge Thomas F. Graham.

The action that brought Moss into
court was the result of a judgment re-
turned in a suit brought by Attorney
J. W. Henderson in behalf of Mrs, H
E. Churchill of, 2236 J street, Sacra-
mento, who says she was induced to
invest $324 in wheat options by one
of Moss’ agents and that later she was
told the money had been lost. When
the case was laid before him xesterday,
Judge Conley ruled that inasmuch as
he had not issued the order he could
not properly hear the case. He re-
ferred the attorneys to Judge Graham.

The order requires Moss to furnishs

proof that he does not jntend to leave
town, as Mrs, Churchlll’ ttorney fears
he will,
. An attempt was made by ‘Moss’ -at-
torney to have the order vacated on
the ground that it was issued without
proper authority.

“The affidavit that the defendant was
about to leave the city was made on
hearsay evidence,” said Williams. He
then cited a case to prove that an affi-
davit so maJde was not legal

“Case or no case,” replied Judge Con-
ley, “I do not believe that an affidavit
of this nature can be made except on
information and belief.”

Henderson argued that the afidavit
was made only for the information of
the court, and if it satisfied Judge Gra-
ham to the extent that he issued an
order placing the defendant under ar-
rest and summoning him to appear for
examination the affidavit was sufficient.

As the case did not appear on Judge
Conley’s calendar, and as he had not
made the order he closed the argu-
ment by referring Moss to Judge Gra-
ham.

Moss was arrested Saturday on a
warrant issued by Judge Graham and
was released by Judge Troutt after he
had deposited $350 and given bond not
to transfer any of his property nor
leave the jurisdiction of the court until
his financial affairs were arranged.

The transaction that ‘threw Moss into
the hands of the sheriff Saturday began
at Sacramento several months ago,
when, it is alleged, J. H. Gardner, pu-
tative agent of Moss & Co. in the capi-
tal, induced Mrs. Churchill to gamble
in wheat by telling her that the ven-
ture was similar to other investments.
She was persuaded to advance more
money and later was told that a turn
of the market had wiped out her
balance.

Following

the appearance before
Judge Conley, the matter was taken
promptly to Judge Graham, who set
the hearing for 10 o'clock this morning.
