25 Per Cent

birth rate. ' From this fwe learn that
the number of births in 1910 was 1,982,-
--006, against 2,038,000 in 1909 and 2,07*,-
--000 in 1908.' It is

1871 that the birth rate has diminished
for two years in succession and the \
first time since 1897 that it has fallen
below 2,000,000. Taking a period.-ofi
49 years, the' consul shows that there |
hits been a fall 0f.25 per cent in the;
birth rate per 1,000. From 1871 to 1880 ]
the birth-rate was 40.7 perf 1,000 in-
habitants; in 1909 it had fallen to 31.9, |
a>nd in 1910 to 30.7. !
