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LEADERS KNEW OF
DYNAMITING PLOTS

Government Charges Resolution
Brought Matter Before Iron
Workers’ Convention

McManigal Says McNamara
Planned “Lot of Jobs to Make
" Delegates Feel Good”

INDIANAPOQLIS, Ind., Feb. 19.—That
the dynamiting plots were brought to
| the attention of certain committees at
| the International Association of Bridge
|and Structural Iron Workers' conven-
{ tion in Rochester, N. Y., in 1910, came
| to light today as one of the govern-

| ment's’ charges against the 54 Indicted
| men.

| It is charged by federal authorities
{ that a resolution demanding *that no
| more bombs or explosives of any kind
| be exploded while this convention is
| in session,” was written out in regular
| form by a delegate at the convention,
was secretly referred to a committee
and, without the action on it becom-
{ing known, was later found by the
| government among the papers taken
| from the iron workers®’ headquarters in
Indianapolis. The government contends
it has the original resolution.

The charge is that a delegate at the
convention, known to the government,
demanded that -the explosions tem-
porarily be stopped at a time when
! many steel and iron works under erec-
tion by “open shop" contracters were
being blown up and that in that way
many officials, including President
Frank M. Ryvan, Vice President Herbert
S. Hockin and members of the execu-
tive board had the subject brought to
their attention.

MOTIVE NOT DIVULGED

What was the real motive of the del-
egate in offering the resolution was
not divulged, but it is pointed out that
J. B. McNamara, the convicted dyna-
miter, and Ortie E. McManigal were
on their way from Indianapolis to
Rochester when, according to Mc¢Man-
igal's confession, McNamara decided to
leave off at Cleveland a suitcase con-
talning 20 quarts of nitroglycerine.
McManigal asserted that McNamara
had mapped out a series of explosions,
“which were to be presents to the con-
| vention.” ’
|  Information from delegates who had
| arrived in advance at Rochester is held
by the government as having induced
McNamara to change his plans. That
information, the indictment charges,
| was that the international officials, in-
cluding President Ryan and business
agents, were fully aware of the dyna-
mite plots and that some of the men
{ now indicted objected to any unusual
number of explosions while the con-
{ vention was in session.

TO “MAKE DELEGATES FEEL GOOD”

In this connection McManigal's con-
fession is quoted as stating that “Mec-
Namara said he wanted a lot of ‘open
shop’ jobs blown up at one time to
make the delegates feel good. Just be-
fore meetings of the executive board,
McNamara also wanted many Jjobs
pulled off so it would please the mem-
bers and show them business was good.
The 20 quarts of nitroglycerine with
which we started out from Indianapo-
lis we left with Pete Smith in Cleve-
land.”

The year the convention was held 25
bridges, viaducts and buildings were
reported blown up in various parts of
the country. Advices were received by
the government today that at least
half a dozen defendants are preparing
to tell what they know.

Maple, Indicted, Goes Free

1.OS ANGELES, Feb. 19.—The indict-
ment charging A. B. Maple, a union
iron worker, with conspiracy to destroy
the county hall of records with dyna-
mite was dismissed today, on motion
of Deputy District Attorney G. Ray
| Horton.

The dismissal followed a long con-
ference between Horton and District
Attorney John D. Fredericks, who re-
turned yesterday from a visit of nearly
two months in the east.

“Although I am personally convinced
of the guilt of the defendant,” said
Horton, in asking for the dismissal, “T
think the motion should be granted,
because I regard the evidence I have in
hand as insufficient to warrant me in’
asking the jury to convict Maple. 1
have discovered the untrustworthiness
of several witnesses upon whom I relied
for identification.

Judge George Cabaniss of San Fran-
cisco, who heard the trial of Maple as
far as it went, granted the motion, but
said that, so far as the court and the
jury were concerned, they must regard
Maple as innocent, as he had not been
proved guilty, despite the personal be-
lief of Horton to the contrary.

Horton announced that he might
move for the dismissal of the case
against F. Ira Bender, accused of hav-
ing been Maple's coconspirater, but
asked that the matter go over to to-
morrow for further action.

Horton further announced his inten-
tion to proceed with the second trial of
Bert H. Conners, now set for April 16.
A jury recently disagreed about the
alleged guilt of Conners.

Bank Superintendent Williams
Denies Obtaining Interview
Under False Pretenses

[Special Dispatch to The Call}
BAKERSFIELD, Feb. 19.—State Bank
Superintendent Williams, testifying in
the Sunset road suit tpday, flatly con-
tradicted the statement in W. S. Tevis’s
