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BERKELEY WANTS

ONE TELEPHONE
Mayor Wilson Sees Peril to

Municipal Ownership Plan,
but Lacks Majority

"IfPrivate Enterprise Can Not
Make Home Pay, How Can

City Do It?" Is Question

BERKELEY, March s.—By a vote of
H to 2 the Berkeley city council passed
to print this morning an ordinance le-
galizing the absorption of the Berkeley
plant of the Bay Cities Home Telephone
company by the Pacific Telephone and
Telegraph company. Mayor J. Stltt
Wilson, originator of the scheme for
the bay cities to; unite and to acquire
the Homo company as a nucleus for a
municipally owned system, voted
against the merger ordinance, being
supported in his last stand by Council-
man John A. "Wilson.

Councilman E. Q. Turner voted with
':. B. Norton and Christian Hoff to per-
mit the merger.

This is the first time since his in-
augiiration that Mayor Wilson has not
had a majority when he desired it. John
A. Wilson was elected with him on a.--...., \u0084"...

socialist ticket and consistently voted
with him since taking office. E. Q. Tur-
ner was an independent and spoke from
Wilson's platform. Until today he voted
with the mayor.

The mayor said after the meeting
that he was surprised that the ordi-
nance was taken up today. The first
intimation of action, he said, came from
the order of business laid before him
by the clerk/containing a notic- that
107 business men of Berkeley presented
a petition asking for the merger or' the
telephone companies.

The ordinance was brought up for
consideration when the petition was
read. Turner moved its passage to
print and Morton seconded. Hoff ex-
plained that he would vote against.the

ordinance if its rejection would mean
public ownership.

"Ifa private company can't make the
Home company pay, how can a city

make it pay?" asked Hoff. "San Fran-,
cisco doesn't seem favorable to munici-
pal ownership, and Oakland is less fa-
vorable. As even the mayor has said,
we could not do anything by ourselves
toward buying the company, and in my
talks with citizens I find there isn't
even a ghost of a show of carrying
bonds for such a purpose. I am op-
posed to two private systems, so I shall
vote for the ordinance."

Councilman John A. Wilson objected
to the merger, and then the mayor
asked for a delay until the state public
utilities act becomes effective in 18
days.
