TRACKMEN PRAY

Athletes Fear Field WillBe Too
Wet for Stanford-Olympic

Meet Saturday

If Jupiter Pluvius sees fit, the dual

track and field meet between the Olym-
pic club and Stanford university on
Saturday at Stanford oval will for-
mally usher in the outdoor season. If.
however, the God of Rain continues to
hold sway It is quite possible that the
meet will haye to be postponed.

The track at Stanford has a happy
knack of draining Itself to good ad-
vantage and drying up in quick order,
due to the fine system of drainage in-
stalled when the cinder path was built
a couple of years ago. If the rain lets
up tonight, or at the latest early to-
morrow morning, it will be possible to
hold the meet with the track in first
class condition.

Commissioner Pete Gerhardt of the
Olympic club left last night for Stan-
ford to complete the final details for
the meet with Graduate Manager Bur-
bank. Gerhardt intends to take a
strong team to the "farm" and hopes
to see the winged "O" representatives
come out triumphant.

The team to represent the Olympic
club has not been definitely settled on
by the commissioner, but will be an-
nounced today. It will not, however,
be as strong as originally expected.
McAuley, the crack quarter miler, noti-
fied Gerhardt yesterday that he will be
unable to make the trip to Stanford on
Saturday. McAuley is the mainstay of
the Olympic team in the 440 yard dash
and his absence will weaken the
chances of the club considerably in an-
nexing this distance. It is probable
that Mervin Joy and John O. Miller will
both be requisitioned to start in thisrace.

Another disappointment was the in-ability of Elliot Craig, the crack miler,
to get away for the meet. While the
club has two or three good men at the
mile, including Bill Garvin and Johnnie
Burke, the loss of Craig will weaken
the team in the eight furlong Job.Craig is fast rounding into good shape,
and the hopes of the clubmen werepinned on him to annex five points inthe mile.

While the Olympic club will be minussome of their stars, it Is possible that
Stanford will also be lacking one or
two top notchers. It is very doubtful
whether Captain Tom Coleman will beable to represent his university in thesprints. Some time ago the muscles in
his leg "bunched" and this kept him out
of the dual meet with the University of
Southern California last Saturday at
Los Angeles. Trainer Dad Moulton is
not anxious to take any chances with
the great sprinter, and there !s a barepossibility that he might be given a
further rest for a week or two. Whilethe trouble is not serious at present, it
might lead to something worse if not
taken proper care of.

For an early season meet the re-
sults attained by the Stanford men last
Saturday against the University ofSouthern California must be consideredas satisfactory, though there is plenty
of room for improvement all roundThe sprints showed to fair advantage
though In the 220 Throop of U. S Cwon. In this, however, the fact thatColeman did not start must be taken
into consideration. The time made by
Murray in the half mile was only me-
dium. He, however, showed himself a
good man for this distance as well as
one of the best milers at Stanford,
though his 4 minutes 37 seconds, like
the half mile time, can stand consider-
able reduction. •

It was the hurdles, the 440 yard dash
snd the two mile run that showed weakspots in the makeup of the team
There is plenty of time for improve-
ment, and no doubt all these weak-nesses will be corrected by the end of
the present month.

The high and broad .lumpers showedup better in comparison than any ofthe other men, though the hammer and
weight men were pretty nearly up tostandard. Alderman, however, is bet-
ter for a good many more feet than he
threw the implement down south.
