Loop Company Orders ngh
Pressure OQil System for
Lumber Vessel

The Loop Lumber company yvesterday
awarded to the Union Iron works the
contract for a large stee! steamer for
the coast lumber trade. The keel will
be laid at once and the ship is to be
completed in six months. This makes
15 new vessels under construction for
the coast trade. The Loop steamer is
the largest steel vessel to be built on
this coast for the coastwise trade for
a number of years.

The new steamer will be 235 feet
long, 42.6 beam and 18.6 deep. Its
draft loaded will be 18 feet and when
light 13 feet 9 inches. It will be pro-

pelled by engines of 1,000 indicated
horsepower and will have a fuel oil,
capacity of 200 tons. It will be

equipped with the Union Iron works’
mechanical high pressure oil burning
system. The contract calls for a speed

of 10 knots and the steamer will carry, 5

1,600,000 feet of lumber.

The ordering of this steamer was the
direct result of the change in the Pan-
ama canal lumber specifications
brought about through the efforts of
the Home Industry league. These
specifications originally called exclu-
sively for the product of the eastern
forests. = The Home Industiry league
had the specifications changed to in-
clude Oregon pine. This Insured an
increased demand for the coast product
and justified the Loop Lumber company
in adding a big steamer to its fleet.

The Loop Lumber company, as a fur-
ther boost for home industry, placed
the order for the ship in San Fran-
eisco. The new steamer will cost
$250,000.

Union Steamship Company’s
Engineer Arrives Here on
Inspection Trip

W. Smart, superintending ‘engineer
for the Union Steamship company of
New Zealand, arrived here yesterday
on the liner Wilhelmina, to which he
took a transfer at Honolulu from the
Makura of his own line. He is on his
way 1o England to inspeci the new
steamers being built for the Union line
and has come this way to investigate
the fuel- oil situation.

he new ships are to be oil burners,
and in addition to getting data to be
used in their construction Smart will
take up the matter of converting the
present ships of the line so that they,
too, can use the modern fuel.

Smart said yesterday that he is par-

ticularly interested in the new mechan-
ical oil burning system that has been
installed by the Union Iron works on a
number of steamers,
The San Francisco and Portland
Steamship company has given a con-
tract for its installation on the steam-
ers Bear, Beaver and Rose City. The
Rear, the first one to be changed, {s
now at the Union Iron works and will
be inspected there today by Smart,,
who is going to the shipyard to see
the system in operation.

It is understood. that prior to con-
verting the older ships, the TUnion
Steamship company will establish an
oiling station at Tahiti. The Union
ships at present burn Australian coal.
The fuel for the homeward voyage is
brought over as freight and here trans-
ferred from hold to bunkers. This is
an expensive operation and a dirty one,
and it is believed that the change from
coal to oil, despite the cheapmess of
coal in Australia, will affect a materfal
saving in addition to adding "to the
efficiency of the.ships.

Btda_ xor the g.la of 800,000,000 feet
of -ugar and yellow p(ne in the Slerra
national forest,’ the largest single 1ot
ever offered by the Bovernment, have
been asked for by the United States
forest service. This timber, which will
be cut at the rate of 40,000,000 feet a
vear for 20 yékars, will yield the gov-
ernment approximately $100,000 a year
in stumpage.

It is located on the north fork of
the San Joaquin river and wiil be
reached by 70 miles of railroad, which
will“be built from Madera or Frianto
into "Chiquito, in.
