“It is the opinion of all Americans
whom I met, and the higher class of
Mexicans that I came in econtact with,

icans and other foreigners to get out
of the country. If this is not done,
every American in the country will be
| killed 4n 24 hours.” Continuing, Koch
said:

President « Taft's warning more
than a week ago is being taken ad-
vantage of by all foreigners in the

country. All Americans have sent
i their families out of the troubled
{ republic and are either making
! their way out themselves or are
! prepared to do so at a moment's
notice. Only those who need time
to close their business affairs are
remaining in the country.
Bandits and robber bands, unor-

ganized and with no known leader,
are raiding the smaller towns and
are making their way to the larger

ones on the coast. The upper class
of Mexicans are as much panic
stricken as the foreigners, angd -all
are fleeing to the sea coast to take
steamers for other countries.

Business is completely stagnated.
All merchants in the large cities,
as well as the smaller ones, have
closed their doors, and it is utterly
impossible to purchase supplies.
Iarmers have ‘quit their ranches
and the lower classes are forced to
join the ranks of the bandits or
face starvation.

The conductor on the train on
which my wife and I were en-
deavoring to reach the coast in-
formed us that a German citizen
had been killed in a train holdup a
day bhefore. Other outrages are
happening u!l. over the republic
every day.

It was the day before we arrived

at Acapulco that more than 400
foreigners left the country on
steamers for other Central and
South American republics, It is
impossible to obtain money from
the States in Mexico, as no tele-
graph or express company will
nandle it.

The American people here in the
States can not imagine .the con-

dition  of affalrs in Mexico. All
news is censored and vou receive
only the information the Mexican
officials wish you to receive. Not
one newspaper printed in the
States is allowed to be carried

through the mails, and all outgoing

mail is watched.

I understand that the Washing-
ton officlals have made arrange-
ments with the American-Hawaiian
Steamship company and another
iine to be ready to rush all their
steamers they have on the west
coast to Mexican ports when they
notify them. , This will probably
be done when this country deems it
advisable to intervene. The steam-
ers will be used to take the foreign
refugees from Mexico,

The other members of the party who
arrived on the City of Sydney all tell
similar stories, and express the belief
that it will be necessary for this coune
try to intervene.

UNGLE SAM AFTER
ANOTHER MILLION

His Home Grown Bulbs Ofiered
to Public Better Than Hol-
land’s Choicest

WASHINGTON, March 17.—A promis-
ing field for the investment of Amer-
ican capital and the establishment of
a new and profitable industry on the
Pacific coast is.offered in the growing
for the American market of hyacinth,
¢rocus, tullp ‘and narcissus bulbs. In
making this announdement the depart-
ment of agriculture says this industry
will keep in the Uniteq States the large
amount of money now being sent abroad
annually for these bulbs. This expend-
fture amounts to $1,000,000, and the
demand is constantly increasing, with

a prospect of doubling within a few
years.

For several yvears the department has
conducted at Bellingham, Wash, some
interesting experiments in the growing
of fiower bulbs. These have been dé-
cidedly successful, and the officials an-
nounce they have demonstrated tliat it
is possible to grow bulbs there equal
if not superior, to those grown in Hol-
land.

One serious draWwback to the produc-
tion of bulbs on the Pacific coast is theé
heavy expense of freight shipments
across the continent. With the opening
of the Panama canal, however, ship-
mgnts by water will make it possible to
deliver Pacific coast bulbs in New York
almost as cheaply as they can be
brought from Europe.

To offset the difference between the
high price -of American labor and the
c¢heap labor of Europe, eppliances are
being invented to lessen the hand labor
required in bulb production. The sub-
stitution of horse power for many of
the operations performed entirely by
hand in Europe has reduced the cost of
produétion considerably.

Expeériments on the department’'s trial
grounds here in the city of Washington
with the Bellingham grown and Hol-
land bulbs planted side by side demon-
strated the superiority of the American
product, the Bellingham bulbs blogsom-
ing seven to ten days earller, with
larger flowers, better color and remark-
able freedom from disease, as compared
with the Holland product.

GED, W, MELVILLE,
REAR ADMIRAL, DEAD

Noted as Authority on Arctic
Exploration and Naval

PHILADELPHIA, March 17.—Rear
Admiral George Walker Melville, U. 8.
A. retired, died at his home today of
paralysis. He was national command-

er of the Loyal Legion at the time of
his death and was a noted authority on
Arctic exploration, as well as engineer-
ing and naval affairs.

Rear Admiral - Melville, who 'was
placed on the retired list january 10,
1903, was 72 years old. For sixteen
years he was chief of the bureau of
steam engineering in the navy depart-
ment. He was appointed an assistant
engineer in the navy in 1861 and was a
member of both the Jeannette and the
Greeley relief expeditions to the Arctic.

Among the colleges that conferred
honorary degrees on him in recogni-
tion of his scientific work were the
University of Pennsylvania, Harvard,
Columbia, Georgetown and Stevens in
stitute. »

He_was a past president of both the
American Academy of Mechanical En-
gineers and the American Society of
Naval Enginéers. At the time of his
dgath he was the president of the
Friendly Sons of St. Patrick. Inter-
ment will be made in Laurel Hill ceme-
tery, this city, Wednesday.

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ROJAS IS READY TO0
MOVE ON 0JINAGA

Hopes to Capture Federal Arms
and Ammunition Now on
Way There

Reports From Guerrero lndicate
That State Again Is in
g Turmoil

EL PASO, Tex. March 17.—Colonel
Pascual Orozco Sr., father of the in-
surrecto comnfander in chief, with 300
men as a permanent garrison, arrived
at Juarez today to relieve General An-
tonio Rojas, who will take his force to
Falomir tomorrow.

Rojas’ purpose is said to be to cap-
ture the federal gafrison at Ojinaga.

The lattér is said to number only 30
men, and Rojas hopes to seiza arms
and ammunition being sent there te
arm government volunteers.

A censor, who will pass on all tele-
graph matter, will be installed at Ciu-
dad Juarez tomorrow.

It developed today that the story that
General Rancho Villa had been cap-
tured and ordered shot was a canard
carefully planneq and executed by the
insurrectos. The story came in a tele-
gram signed “Pascual Orozco” and ad-
dressed to Colonel Ponce, jefe de armas
at Juarez.

The latter gave the alleged original
to a newspaper man at Chihuahua with
| the assurance that it was authentic.
General Orozco disclaimed knowledge
of the telegram today, and Mexicans
who left Chihuahua at 10 o'clock last
night, arriving here today, asserted
that there was no foundation for the
story. It was the most elaborately
planned of many false reports which
have been put out with the view of
giving an impression of rebel successes,

De la Barra Sails

PARIS, March 17.—Francifco de la
Barra, the ex-provisional president of
Mexico, who has been in Europe for the
last few weeks on a special mission,
sailed from here today for Mexico.

Guerrero in Uproar

MEXICO CITY, March 17.—Reports
from the south arriving today in the
capital indicate that the comparative
peace established by the government's
army in the state of Guerrero has given
piace to a state of affairs about as un-
satisfactory as ever.

Reports of the extensive damage done
at Ometepec and nearby towns by raid-
ers is well authenticated, and it is be-
lieved that the rebels aim at the capture
of Chilpancingo, the capital of the
state. Save for a few small garrisons,
the government has withdrawn its sol-
diers for service in the north.

Delgado, still operating despite offi-
cial reports of his capture and death,
now is said to be taking advantage of
the withdrawal of soldiers to reorganize
his own forces scattered by General
Figueroa, whose army in turn is said
to have been weakened badly by de-
sertions.

A patriotic manifestation at Teluca
today was turned into a demonstration
for the army. Orators eulogized the
lifée of General Porfirio Diaz and de-
nounced the action of the members of
the progressive nationalist party in
warning ex-Provisional Preésident de la
Barra not to return to Mexico.

MARROW BONES ARE GOOD,
EPICURES SAY “YUM-YUM”

“Souffle Decrivisses a la Miseri-
corde” Deemed Much Inferior

Does any one eat marrow bones in
San Francisco? Frank Schloessner,
who writes entertaining articles about
cookery, has recently considered the
marrow bone. He commends this old
fashioned sort of a dinner: Scotch
broth, grilled sole, steak and oysters,
marrow bone, pan cakes.

Schloessner thinks it is a pity “that
this straightforward, downright, up to
name sort of good cookery should be
neglected in favor of ‘souffle decrives-
ses a la misericorde” and such like
hopeless misrepresentations of the cul-
inary art.”

He prefers the marrow bone in the
“silverside” of the round of beef, and
in cold weather the marrow from the
“stock shin.” And this is the way he
would cook it:

“Make a paste plug of flour and water
about half an inch in thickness and
therewith plug up each end of the bone.
Tie the bone in a pudding cloth and put
it into absolutely boiling water for one-
half to three-quarters of an hour, ac-
cording to the size of the bone: then
remove the plugs and serve on a very
hot dish with pieces of well done toast.”

He quotes from Doctor Venner's “Via
Recta”: *“Marrow is much more laud-
able than the brain, for it is sweeter
and pleasanter, of a firmer substance,
and of an hot and moist temperature;
it maketh much good and pure nurish-
ment and excellently sustaineth and
restoreth the vital moisture.”

Schloessner might have quoted from
the time of Chaucer to the present; how
Morton in 1632 praised the bass of the
New England Canaan by saying that
“fol@ daintiness of diet they excel the
marybones of bheef,” and from Tucker,
who declared that “there is no reason
why the sight of a human skull and
bones in a charnel house should shock
us more than the sight of a ecalve's
head or a pair of marrow bones in a
dish.”

Marrow and marrow boneés have
passed into slang. The latter is used
as meaning fists as weapons, also pugil-
ists. Marrow bones meaning knees has
been in common usage for nearly four
centuries.,

WRITER GIVES NEW ANGLE

Suggests That Napoleon Resent-

North Dakota Seat of War

GRAND FORKS, N. D, March 17.—
Managers for Colonel Roosevelt and
United States “Senator Robert M. La
Follette in the North Dakota presiden-
tial preference primary campaign to-
night began final efforts to assure a
big vote Tuesday.

Telephones, telegrams and special
mail delivery were used to get the final
appeals to the voters before tomorrow
night,

Senator La Follette departed tonight
from Grand Forks for Minot and Devils
Lake, where he will wind up his speech
making tour tomorrow. After his
speech to a big crowd in the Audi-
torium here late last night the senator
rested in seclusion at a hotel today.
He declined to see any one until just
before his departure on a westhound
train. Then he said he felt in excellent
condition and that he was eager to con-
tinue his tour of the state.

Although La Follette followers de-
clared the senator’'s flying trip through
the state had assured him victory, the
Roosevelt men apparently had lost none
of the confidence expressed earlier in
the campalgn.

A total vote of 60,000 was predicted
despite snowstormis Saturday, which
will make rural travel difficult.

Nixon Still Insistent

WASHINGTON, March 17.—Senator
Joseph M. Dixon, chairman of the
Roosevelt executive committee, tonight
addressed a letter to Representative
William B. McKinley, director of the
national Taft bureau, pressing for a
reply to the “‘challenge” to presidential
preference primaries. Senator Dixon
calls attention to the allegations of
use of federal patronage in President
Taft's behalf as additional reasons to
those which he originally gave for his
challenge to Director McKinley.

Hudson a Peacemaker

SEATTLE, Wash.,, March 17.—R. F.
Hudson, representing the Roosevelt
national committee, arrived here from

 Chicago today to organize the forces

in Washington that are seeking to
capture this state's delegation to the
republican natiénal convention for
Colonel Roosevelt.

Hudson conferred with several local
leaders . today. He was cautious In
referring to the friction that has de-
veloped between some of the leaders
and that resulted in the dissolution of
the Roosevelt state committee last
week.

“We have heard that there was some
friction here,” said Hudson, “but I be.
