WAVES EAT WAY INTO
DOMAIN OF ENGLAND

Over 4,000 Acres Washed Away
in Last Sixty Years

A good sized piece of England disap-
peared a short time ago. Several hun-
dred thousand tons of the white cliffs
near Folkstone slid into the sea, form-
ing a breakwater running a quarter of
a mile out into the English channel.
England has repelled many foreign in-
vasions, but the sea is too strong for
man to resist. In the last 60 years
more than 4,000 acres have been
washed away.

In some parts of England, especially
on the east coast, whole villages have
been destroyved by the waves. Some-
times a solitary church on the top of a
crumbling cliff is all that remains of a
town that once stood two miles from
the water, says the Boston Globe.

Leaving out the Jland of Lyonesse,
which fable says had 100 churches be-
fore it sank into the waves, it is a fact
for which geology vouches that once
England was a peninsula jutting out
from France and rolling down stretched
all the way from Calais to Dover, where
now the uneasy channel tosses unhappy
travelers,
