HOSPITAL HEADS

Insanity Commission Members
Assert That Proper Records
Are Not Kept

The members of the insanity commis-
sion and employes of the detention hos-
pital are up in arms at the treatment
accorded them by the police depart-
ment in the handling of patiedts, and
it is probable that the matter soon will
be taken before the police commission-
ers for adjustment.

The complaints are based upon the
laxity of policemen who take pris-
oners to the hospital for commitment
to the various state institutions. In
the process of commitment it is neces-
sary that the warrant and commitmegnt
papers be signed by either the arrest-
ing officer or the escort of the patient.
In private cases a friend, guardian or
attorney must authorize the presence of
the patient in the hospital.

PATIENTS HELD FOR DAYS

It is the complaint of the commis-
sioners and others connected with the
detention service that in a large ma-
jority of cases the policemen who bring
patients to the hospital carelessly-re-
turn to their stations without leaving
reports or signing warrants.

One of the insanity officials said yes-
terday.

“Things have come to such a pass in
the hospital on account of the care-
lessness of the police that we are often
forced to hold patients here for two or
thiree days when they should be dis-
posed of in a few hours. Especially is
this true on Saturdays and holidays,
when those who have not been reported
on must be held until the arresting
officer can be located, the warrant is-
sued and the case of the patient delayed
until the court officers. and insanity
commission meet.

MANY ARE ONLY DRUNK °

“When a patient is brought into the
hospita]l] a history of his case, name,
address and identity of relatives should
be given whenever possible. If the pa-
tient is taken into custody when acting
queerly on the street or disturbing the
peace, the fact should be stated on the
report sheet. Everything of interest
in his case should be recorded, and then
it is possible to place the patient be-
fore the Insanity commission with a
tangible record.

“As it is now, the police come in here,
set a patient down on the bench, and,
if an attendant is not at their heels
to make them sign, they go back to
their statlons without so much as leav-
ing the name of their prisoner. In
many instances the cases are only alco-
holle, and we are forced to fill up our
beds with drunks when the unfortunate
insane are entitled to them. This is
not true of all the police, but the prac-
tice has become common enough to be
general.”

UNION OIL OFFICIALS

Sunset Company’s Production
Costs 60 Cents a Barrel

BAKERSFIELD, March 20—F. F,
Hill, fleld superintendent for the Union
Oil company, testified in the Sunset Ofl
foreclosure case today that it cost 60
cents per barrel to produce oil ‘on the
Sunset company's property on which
the Union holds its lease.
