The eight hour woman's employment
law which went into effect last year
will not hinder women serving 12
hours as precinct officers, in the opinion
of Llection Commissioner Thomas V.
Cator. Doubt was raised as to  the
legal status of women precinct officers
by newspaper dispatches from Whittier,
which stated that members of the
Whittier city council found themselves

{in a quandery following their appoint-

ment of six women to serve on election

boards for the municipal election March
&, as the polls must be open 12 hours.

The state law, however, does not ap-
ply to women precinct officers, says
Cator.

Cator examined the legislative act
yesterday and found that it specified
the occupations in which a woman must
not be employed more than eight hours.

It includes factories, teMphone and
telegraph offices, mercantile establish-
ments, express companies and many

other forms of employment, but says
nothing about election duties.
