At I la afternoon argu-

ment -waxed hot over the case of Bac-

cus. and his name was only permitted
to remain on the recall petition after
8 protest from a large number of the

:tes. He was slated for the re-
call at the mening in Rice institute
last Sunday, at which time it was de-
cided to eliminate the names of An-
derson and Forrest. His supporters at
Hamilton auditorium failed to have his

name stricken from the list and he is
named with four charges.

BKYICK CHARGES AGAINST MOTT
Seven charges have been brought

against Mayor Mott, among them the
unlawful use of the police department;
the use of the department for the con-
tinuation of the detinue system and
the unsanitary condition of the city
jail and others as follows:

"For violating the letter and spirit of
the new city charter in dismembering:
the commissioner of public works and
denying the commissioner of public
works the right to make appointments
in his department.

"For practically giving away a mile
and a quarter of the East Oakland
water front a few days before the new
charter went into effect, thus nullifying:
the referendum provision of the charter.

"For renewal of the Southern Pacific's
Seventh street franchise for a period of
35 years a year before the old franchise
had expired, and after the new charter
had been adopted, thus nullifying ref-
erendum provisions of the new charter.

"For franchising: away for a mere
pittance the city's most valuable asset,
the Oakland water front."
CHARGES AGAIXST TIR.\ER

\u25a0 -The charges against Turner are as
follows:. First— unlawful use of the

police department in the invasion
of Hamilton hall to prevent the
constitutional right to peaceably
assemble.

Second —For using the police
force to commit acts of lawlessness
and violence against peaceable cit-
izens in the streets of the city.

Third— using the police force
for the suppression of free speech
and the continuation of the deti-
nue system and the barbarities of
the third degree.

Fourth —For violating the letter
and spirit of the new city charter
in dismembering the board of pub-

lic works and denying the right of
tho commissioner of public works
the right to make appointments in
his department.

Fifth— violating the old city :

charter in accepting large fees as
an official of the city, when the
.barter provided that compensation

61 city officials could not be in-
creased during their term of office.
The union?, as represented by the

Central Labor council and the Building
Trades council, took no part in the pro-
ceedings. It is not known what action
they will take. l>ut it is believed that
they will not agree to the socialist pro-
gram. If they do not the recall forces

will be very much weakened.

OAKLAND, March 24.—After having

tried to end his own life" last : night

Ditton appeared at 10 o'clock, saying

that he.wished to give his wife, Carrie
Ditton, some bananas and a package
of tobacco. Ahem told him that he
would be permitted to gives her the
fruit, but that tobacco is not allowed
women prisoners.

Upon examination one of the bananas
was found to contain a hypodermic
syringe. The sack of tobacco contained
a quantity of morphine.

Ahem confiscated -both -and -Ditton
was locked, up on a charge of . having
narcotics In his possession. a portion
of the bottle of chloroform with .which
Ditton had tried to end his .life was

RECALL ELECTION
TO SETTLE POLICY

Prof. William Carey Jones De-
fines Purpose in Framing

Berkeley Charter

BERKELEY, March 2i.—Professor
William Carey Jones, chairman of the

department of jurisprudence in the
University of California and one of the
framers of Berkeley"? charter, issued a
statement today declaring that the pro-
posed recall of the. majority of the
Berkeley s<hool board was in accord-

ance with the, purpose of the charter.

The statement of Professor Jones fol-
lows:

"Several questions have been asked
me, which I shall try to answer in a

few words. These Questions relate to

the purpose of the recall petition in the
Berkeley charter, the nature of the

proceedings subsequent to the filing

of the petition, and the relation, under
the charter, between the board of edu-
cation and the city superintendent.

"In accordance with traditional cus-
tom in the United States, officials in
Berkeley are elected for terms of four
year.*. But in response to a sentiment-
pervading: the whole country, the
Berkeley charter provides that the peo-
ple shail not have to await the lapse

of four years to give effective ex-
pression of their approval or disap-
proval of the policies of public officials,

but may, if they choose, at any time
replace any incumbent of an office with
another person. The underlying prin-
ciple is that a public office Is not a
personal or vested right, but is wholly

a public trust, and that the people may
change, whenever it seems to them
wise, their trustees. This is a condi-
tion under which every officer accepts

his election.
RECALL AIMED AT POLICIES

"The purpose of the Berkeley char-
ter, as of many other municipal char-
ters, is to make so called recall pro-
ceedings as impersonal as possible.

Such proceedings are aimed at the poli-
cies, as initiated or carried out by the

officers of the city, and not. as a rule,

at their capacity or character. The

real question must then be are the of-
ficials, whose acts are drawn in ques-
tion, conducting their public trust in
accordance with the public sentiment?
Hence, our charter provides that a
petition may be filed asking, not that
any one shall be 'recalled,' but that the
council open up the way for the people

to decide who shall fill certain offices
in the city council or in the board of
education, as the case may be.

Pen-
dleton, on a trip to Chicago, made ef-
forts to have them come to Oakland,
and later Requa urged the two men t'>
come, and it. is because of these efforts
that the experts have made the trip.

Lower was formerly president of the
Chicago civil service commission, and
it is due to him that the efficiency ser-
vice of Chicago has attained the pres-
ent high standard. There are 1."..000
employes of the municipal departments
of the city, and the annual payroll is
$37,000,000.

Lower at one time was offered $10.moo
by President W. 11. Taft to reorganize
the civil service department of the.
United States, but declined because of
his work at Chicago. He is recognize.!
as one of the leading efficiency experts
in the country.

During- the stay of Lower and Milea
in Oakland daily consultations will be
held and the various city departments
will be taken up in turn.
