ARIZONA SENATE
DEFEATS SUFFRAGE

PHOENIX, Ariz., April 9.—The sub-
stitute house biil proposing the sub-
mission to the people of the equal suf-
frage amendment to the constitution
virtually was killed today by a “joker”
motion carried by the Arizona senate
by a vote of 15 to 4,

By the action, the lower house's bill
was made the specfal order of business
in the upper house for April '23, but
the senate rules specify that aily meas-
ure must not remain with the commit-
tee on constitution and amendments
more than 10 days.

It was understood the action of the
senate was to give the upper house an
opportunity to act upon its-own meas-
ure on suffrage so as to avert the
amendment hecomipg a republican
measure, as the proposed bhill was fath-
ered in the house by a republican and
in the 'senate by a democrat,
