United States Association Issues
National Rating List of
Players

By H. McDONALD SPENCER

The United States Golf association
has issued its first handicap, or rather

rating Iist, of all players reported to
it by clubs affiliated with the associa-
tion, that, in the opinton of the execu-
tive committee, deserve an allowance
of six strokes or less. This list is
subject to revislon, and the committee
request the co-operation of ‘every club
to Keep it as nearly accurate as pos-
sible. Six strokes was decided to be
the Iimit of rating, as on account of
the large number of players it would
be' impracticable to include those of
lower standard. It is an evidence, how~
ever, of the great numbers who follow
the game throughout the United-States
that several hundred names appear on
the list, though slx strokes or better
men probablv do not constitute 2 per
cent of the golf dplayers in the various
clubs represente In confirmation of
this estimate there are but nine players
listed from California, although tﬁere
are several thousand playing. There
are but six men on the scratch list—
Charles Evans Jr., Frederick Herres-
hoff, Oswald « Kirby. Albert Seckel,
Jerome Travers and W. J. Travis; four
from the east and two from the west.
There are six men with an allow-
ance of one, and five with two. The
lowest Californians appeay with an al-
lowance of three, which would put them
eighteenth on the list; these are Nor-
man Macbeth, Los Angelea. and Dr. D.
P. Fredericks of Claremont. The next
in order are Willlam Frederickson, Los
Angeles, four strokes, and F. C. New-
ton, Claremont, four. Those with five
include Campbeil Whyte of San Fran-
cisco, and Jack Neville of Claremont,
while the six men are F. A. Kales,
Claremont; J. A. Jevne, Los Angelea.
and E. S. Armstrong, Annandale.
There are three players from the
north omitted, however, if not four.
who, in my opinlon, would be entitied
to a rating within the limits set by
the c¢ommittee, These are Douglas
Grant and Robert Hayne of Burlin-
gva.me, Chapin Tubbs of Menlo, Vincent
hitney of San Francisco, In the case
of the three former, it is possible that
the secretaries of the clubs did not
supply information required b the
United States association, altfnouzh
with Whitney it is probable that
was considered, as a_clubmate of his
appears on the list. With the possible
exception of <Campbell Whyte the
rating otherwise would appear to agree
with the generally accepted opinion of
the relative mertts of the players
named from the coast.

{RAILROAD DENIES
~ DISCRIMINATION

bR

Southern Padﬁc Replies to the

Complaint of San Mateo
Development Body

The Southern Paclfic ¢company filed
yvesterday with the state railroad com.
mission its reply to the complaint of
the San Mateo Development association,
which had entered a protest against the
prevailing fares. The San Mateo asso-
ciation had set forth that the single
trip and ¢commutation charges to points
in San Mateo county from San Fran-
cisco were excessive and discrimina-
tory. The Southern Pacific, in its for-
mal answer denies that the rates are

unjust, unfair, or discriminatory. The
company’s reply in part follows:

“It is true that in some instances the
rates applying from San Francisco to
points in Alameda county are lower
than the rates for the same or similar
distance from San Francisco to points
in San Mateo <county and between
points in said San Mateo county, and
in this behalf defendant alleges that in
each fnstance the @difference in said
rates applying from San Francisco to
Alameda county and to San Mateo
county and between points in said Ala-
meda county and between points in said
San Mateo county is caused by a dis-
similarity of c¢ircumstances ang condi-
tions, and that in all cases the differ-
ence in gaid rates i® justified by reason
of the superiority of service rendered
by defendant in transporting passen-
gers between San Francisco and points
In San Mateo county and between
points in San Mateo county as com-
pared with the sérvice rendered by de-
fendant in transporting pagsengers be-
tween San [Francigseo and Alameda
county and between points in Alameda
county, particularly in the shorter
time in which passengers are trans-
ported from;San Francisco to points in
San Mateo county and between points
in 8an Mateo county as compared with
the time required to transport passen-
gers from San Francisco to points in
Alameda county.”

In denying that it is gullty of dia-
crimination, the Southern Pacific com-
pany asserts that its rates are “just
and reasonable and are lower than the
rates and fares published and charged
by rallroads for a like service rendered
in transporting suburban or commuta-
tion passengers from and to other
cities of the United States, particular
reference being made to the cities of
New York, Chicago, Philadelphia, St.
Louis and Boston, and that all of said
fares are unusually low for the service
rendered.”
