OFFICE HINGES ON
MEANING OF WORD

City Charter Is Called
Into Question

—

OAKLAND, April 19.—Whether sal-
aries for special offices to be created
by the city council can .be ‘‘fixed’ as
provided in the charter on a commis-
sion basis was the question raised to-
day in the fight over the position of
city 'supervising architect in the hear-
ing of injunction proceedings before
‘Superior Judge Murphey.

After an extended argument by At-
torney Charles K. Snook, who repre-
sented the interests back of the in-
junction proceedings ﬂq;l yvesterday,

Judge Murphey announced that this
was the only question which he con-
sidered to be before the ¢ourt. 1t will
be heard further to W morning.

Shook read from the charter and ar-
gued that in.agreeing to pay Super-
vising Architect J. J. Donovan 6 per
cent of the cost of schools to be con-
structed under the Tecent bond issue,
for plans to he approved by Dénovan,
the charter .had been wviolated. This
was the condition under which the
office was created and Snook declared
that the charter direeted that salaries
be “fixed” and that a salary ‘to be de-
termined in the futuré.could not be
considered “fixed.” He argued that
Donovan, being the supervising archi-
tect, had no right to obtain plans from
other architects for schools and then
turn over fees to be paid him by the
city for the plans, 'to the architects
who drew them.

Judge Murphey held that no question
could be ralsed as to where Donéovan
should obtain plans or what he might
do with his fees and that architects
employed by him under these conditions
had no standing in law and could not
be considered.

The city was represented by City
Attorney Waoaolner, Assistant City At-
torney Charles Beardsley, Attorney 'A.
L. Frick and Attorney Sam Bell McKee.
Snook was assisted by Attorney C. G.
White and Attorney L. 8. Church.

PERRY GIVES LAST
OF EARL LECTURES

“Individualism and Fellowship”|

Subject of Address at
Hearst Hall

"It is clear .enough nowadays that
Whitman underrated the value of dis-
cipline.

exceedingly difficult to train the in-
dividual without social co-operation.
A Paul or a Mohammed may discipline
his own soul in the desert of Arabla;
he may there learn the lessons that
may later make him a leader of men.
But for the average man, and, indeed,
for most of the exceptional men, the
path to effectiveness lies through so-
cial and professional discipline.

TRAINING NECESSARY

“A certain degree of physical order-
liness was, indeed, imposed upon our
ancestors by the conditions of ploneer
life. The natural prodigality and
recklessness of frontier exi{stence was
here and there sharply checked. Or-
der is essential in a camp and the thin
line of colonles were all camping. A
certain instinct for order underlay that
resourcefulness which impresses every
reader of our history. Did the colonist
need a tool? He learned to make it
himself. Isolation from fthe mother
country was a stimulus to the invent-
imagination. Before long’ they
were maintaining public order in the
same ingenious fashion in which they
kept house. Appeals to London took
tco much time.

“We sent a complaint this year,” ran
the saying, ‘“the next year they send
to inquire, the third year the ministry
is changed.

“No Wwonder that resourcefulness
bred independent action stimulated the
Puritan taste for individualism, and
led the way to self-government.

TOLSTOI LIGHTS WAY

“If the obstacle to effective individ-
ualism is lack of discipline, the ob-
stacles to effective fellowship are
vagueness, crankiness, inefficiency and
the relics of primal selfishness. No-
body in our ‘day has preached the tid-
ings of universal fellowship more fer-
vidly and powerfully than Tolstoi. Yet
when one asks the great Russian:
“What am I to do as a member of this
fellowship?” Tolstoi gives but a con-
fused and impractical answer. He ap-
plies to the complex and contradictory
facts of our contemporary civilization
the highest test and standard known
to him; namely, the principles of the
New Testament. But if you ask him
precisely how these principles are to
be made the working program of to-
morrow, the Russian mysticism and
fanaticism settles over him like a fog.
We pass Tolstolans on the streets of
our American cities every day; they
have the eyes of dreamers, of those who
would build, if they could, a new
heaven and a new earth. But they
do not know exactly how to go about
it. Our practical western minds seize
upon some actual plan for constructive
labor. Miss Jane Addams organizes
her settlements in the slums; Booker
Washington gives his race models of
industrial education. President Eliot
has a theory of university reform, and
then struggles successfully for 40 years
to put that theory into practice. A Com-
pared with the concrete performance
of such social workers as these, the
gospel according to Whitman and Tol-
stoi is bound to seem vague in its out-
lines, and ineffective in its concrete
results. That such a gospel attracts
cranks and eccentrics of all sorts is not
to be wondered at. They come and go,
but the deeper conceptions of fraternal-
fsm remain. :

NATIONS LEARN WORK

“A nation passes out of the adoles-
cent preoccupation with plans and with
materials. It learns to do its work,
precisely as Goethe bade the artist do
his task, without talking about it. We
shall also outgrow in time our ques-
tioning, our self-analyses,
comparison of ourselves with other na-
tions, our self-conscious study of our
own ngtional character.
forget the distinction between ‘each’
and ‘all,” but ‘all’ will increasingly be
placed at the service of ‘each.”’
