SON DESCRIBES
* RESCUE SGENES

J. B. Thayer, Whose Father
Was Lost With Titanic,
Was Saved From Sea

Youth Leaped From Stricken
Liner Just as It Went to
Its Grave

PHILADELPHIA, April 20.—John B.
Thayer, whose father, second vice pres-
tdent of the Pennsylvania Rallroad
company, went down with the Titanic,
while his mother was saved, today dic.
tated an account of his thrilling expe-

riences in the great sea tragedy.
Thayer, who is 17 years old, said in
part:

“Father was In bed; mother and my-

self were about to get into bed. There
was no great shock. I put on an over-
coat and rushed upon ‘A’ deck on the
port side, but saw nothing there. I
then went down to our room and my
father and mother came on deck with
me. ' The ship had then a fair list to
port,

TOLD MOTHER GOODBY

“We then went down to our rooms,
all dressing quickly. We all put on
life preservers, and over these we put
our overcoats. Then we hurried up on
deck and walked around until the
women were all ordered to collect on
the port side. Father and I said good-
by to mother at the top of the stairs on
‘A’ deck.

“As at this time we had no idea
the boat would sink, we walked
around. We met the chief steward of
the main dining saloon and he told
us that mother had not yet taken a
boat and he took us to her.

LOST SIGHT OF FATHER

“Father and mother went ahead and
I followed. A crowd got in front of me
and I was not able to catch them and
lost sight of them. That i{s the last
time I saw my father. This was about
half an hour before the ship sank. I
then went to the starboard side with
Milton C. Long of New York.

“Om the starboard side the boats
were getting away quickly. We thought
of getting into one of the boats, but
there seemed to be such a crowd around
I thought it unwise to make any at-
tempt.

“About this time people began jump-
ing from the stern. I though of jump-
ing, myself, but was afraid of being
stunned on hitting the water. As it
started to sink we stood by the rail
Long and myself sald goodby to each
other and jumped up on the rail. He
did not jump clear, but slid down the
side of the ship. I never saw him
again.

JUMPED OFF LINER

“I jumped out feet first, went down,
and, as I came up, I was pushed away
from the ship by some force.

“I was sucked down again, and as 1
came up I was pushed out again and
twisted around by a large wave, com-
ing up in the midst of a great deal of
small wreckage. My hand touched the
cork fender of an overturned lifeboat.
I looked up and saw some men on the
top. One of them helped me up. In
a short time the bottom was covered
with about 25.or 30 men.

“The assistant wireless operator was
right next to me, holding on to me and
kneeling in the water. We all sang a
hymn and sald the “Lord's Prayer”
and then waited for dawn to come,

HOPES AROUSED

“The wireless man raised our hopes
by telling us that the Carpathia would
be up In about three hours. About
3:30 or 4 o'clock some men on our boat
on the bow sighted her mast lights.

“Two boats came up. The first took
half and the other took the balance,
including myself. In about half or
three-quarters of an hour later we
were picked up by the Carpathia.

“I have noticed Second Officer Lightol-
ler’'s statement that J. B. Thayer was
on our overturned boat, which would
give the impression that it was father,
when he really meant it was 1. He only
learned my name in a subsequent con-
versation on the Carpathia and did not
know 1 was ‘Junior.’”™

SUPERVISORS TO TAKE
UP BOULEVARD PLAN

120 Mile Ocean Highway to Be
Discussed

Plans for the construction of a 120
mile boulevard along the ocean shore
from San Francisco to Monterey will
be discussed Tuesday_afternoon by the
supervisors of the plﬂmclty and inter-
urban relations committee and a dele-
gation of representative citizens from
Santa Cruz.

F. A. Hihn, the Santa Cruz capitalist,
will head the delegation from the
southern county. BSupervisor Hayden
has called the conference at the request
of Hihn, who has also asked officials of
Monterey and San Mateo to enter into
the plan.

It has been estimated that the boule-
vard would cost $7,600 a mile. Hihn
suggested that half of this amount may
be obtained from the state highway
fund and that the counties should pay
their share. The total cost is estimated
at $900,000,

“Old Boys” of 1866 to 1885

Hold Reunion and Swap
Boyhood Memories

The “old boys,” comprising the
classes from 1866 to 1885 of St. Mathews
Military academy at Burlingame, a
school having only two principals, a
father and later his son, in the 47 years
of its existence, gathered last evening
at a downtown restaurant in San Fran-
cisco to renew the friendships of days

gone by and to recall memories of
school days.

St. Matthews, perhaps better known
to its alumni as “Brewer’s school,” was
founded in 1866 by the late Rev. Alfred
Lee Brewer, who was succeeded at his
death in 1891 by his son, the present
rector, Rev. William A. Brewer. High
tribute to the character of the founder
as a scholar, an Instructor and as a
father to many boys far from home
was paid by several of the speakers.
MANY NOTED ALUMNI

The alumni of the institution include
Lincoln Steffens; Caspar Whitney, for-
mer editor of Outing Magazine and a
noted authority on outdoor sports; Sid-
ney E. Mezes, president of the Univer-
sity of Texas; J. Downey Harvey, Wil-

liam Babcock, Ogden Mills, P. E.
Bowles, Percy Selby, Dr. Grant Self-
ridge, Dr. Tracy Russell, W. C. Ral-

ston and others.

Reminiscences, some humorous, of
excursions to neighboring fruit or-
chards, certain of which were then pre.
sided over by John McLaren, now su-
perintendent of Golden Gate park. of
disastrous breaches of military orders,
and of hazing of unsophisticated en-
trants, and others of a more serious
nature were the themes of the talks
of most of the speakers.

TRIBUTE TO DEAD

As a result of reminiscences of
schoolmates passed away the name of
Toga Sweenie, killed In the Philip-
pines in 1898 while leading a charge
against the Insurgents, was brought
forward and a resolution was adopted
to create a committee to devise ways
and means for erecting a suitable
memorial to him on the school grounds.

Along a different line was the re-
membrance of Harry S. Brooks, later
a student at Yale, and the holder for
a time of the world's 220 yard dash
championship. Baseball days were re-
called by A. L. Smith of Oakland,
pitcher for the school’'s nine at a time
when a school at University Mound
was the only opponent in the vicinity.

Introductory remarks by W. C. Sharp-
stein, president of the alumni associa-
tion, were greeted with an attentive-
ness due in some degree to the mili-
tary call of ‘“Ten-'shun,” familiar to
all present with which he opened the
remarks for the evening.

OLD TO MEET YOUNG

Sharpstein referred to the observance
of St. Matthews day on September 21,
when in previous days the “old grads”
were wont to return to give the young-
er generation inspiration and expressed
a hope that in future the alumni would
gather in larger numbers than ever be-
fore on this date.

Earl H Webb, the toastmaster of the
evening, told of the early days at the
school and spoke of its influence for
good in the formation of friendships at
a time when friendships were best
formed.

GIRLS TO GUARDHOUSE

Henry J. Crocker successfully Adis-
claimed any knowledge of his tople,
“Legendary Tales of Laurel Hall,” then
the only girls’ school in the vicinity,
and shifted the scene to the guard-
house of St. Matthews, a place which
most of the 50 odd alumni members
present admitted having intimate ac-
quaintance with at some time or other.

A. H. Cohen, the first boarding pupil
at the school entering soon after its
foundation in 1866; Major J. C. Heb-
bard, a former commandant at the acad-
emy; John I. Housman, a former in-
structor; J. A. Code, and Rev. William
A. Brewer were among the other speak-
ers.

As a culmination of the series of
reminiscences of the evening, stereop-
ticon slides of views of the school in
its early days and of the students were
