BY SACRIFICE

Blue and Gold Men Step Out
So That Shattuck Could

Beat Mark

Sacrifices by varsity athletes In either

track. football, baseball or other
branches of sport are often made with
a view of taking a chance to win when
their alma mater is hard pressed. It is
often that a man In football, for argu-
ment, will give way to another man if
lie thinks the other fellow will better
rill the bill on the particular day of the
game. We had an instance of this last
tootball season when Louis Cass of
Stanford stayed out of the big game
rather than interfere with the chances
of his team, with the possibility of his
weak knee going back on him.

Such instances as this can be found
at almost every college in the country,
but it is doubtful if there ever has been

I another such sacrifice as happened at
!the big track and field meet at Stan-
ford Saturday when three California
men stepped down and out and gave
way to one of their number to go into
the finals of the hammer throw. . Harry
Oabbert, Lester A. Ready and George
F. MoN'ear are the three blue and gold
men who threw away their chances of
getting the honor of a place in the
hammer throw so that Qarl Shattuck
could crowd into the final puts.

The story of the great sacrifice of
these three blue and gold men did not
leak out until yesterday and now the
Berkeley campus Is talking of noth-
ing else.

Carl Shattuck in the preliminaries
had not been able to get wound up and
fouled one of his shots and the best
he did with the others was only 144
feet on his last trial. Rice of Cali-
fornia, Woolev and Alderman of Stan-
ford, all had better puts than this in
the trials. \

Up to this year the A. A. V. rules
on trials for field events only allowed
the three highest men to go into the
finals of any particular field event. At
the last meeting of the board of gov-
ernors of the A. A- IT. held in New
York, the rule was altered to read the
be.-r four of the preliminaries should
go into the finals. This rule is what
won the hammer for Shattuck on
Saturday, together with the sacrifice
made by his three team mates.

Rice of California and Alderman and
Woolev of Stanford had all qualified
for the finals, these being the three
highest men, while Shattuck got In
his throw of 144 feet. Gabbert, Ready
and McNear were still in the compe-
tition and had their last put to make
in the preliminaries, with a great pos-
sibility of either one or all of them
Dentins: Shattuck's best put of 144
feet. The trio have all along been do-
ing better than 145 feet in practice
and it only needed the necessary speed
and turn in the ring to get the wire
handled implement out far enough to
qua lifv.

Gabbert saw the situation at a glance
and realized that Shattuck had not got

Iproperly warmed up or used to the
!ring. He called the other two Cali-
fornia men aside and suggested that
the three of them forfeit their last
preliminary puts, so that Shattuck's
last put of 144 feet would send him
into the finals as the fourth man. The
others agreed, and that their
sacrifice was not in vain was self-
evident from the wonderful put Shat-
tuck made when he put the hammer
j 161 feet 2 inches, establishing a new.record for the meet.

* * *As soon as the California team got
bach to the city on Saturday night they
all congregated at the University of
California club in Geary street, where
they were the guests of the club at
dinner. When the banquet was out of
the way the usual rounds of speeches
were made, and then nomination were
called for captain of the team for next
season.

Harry Wood was the unanimous
choice of the squad and he will lead
his men in the meet next year against
the cardinal. Wood is the crack miler
of the blue and gold squad. He is one
of the most popular athletes at Cali-
fornia. He broke the California-Stan-
ford record last year, and two weeks
later set new figures for the Pacific
coast conference mile run, which stands
today. He is a junior at California and
is a member of the Winged Helmet
honor society.

The Stanford track team has not
named the captain for the next year's

iteam. The three men generally be-
H»-ved to have the best chance for land-
ing the big honor are George Horine,
Gene Korn or Ed Campbell.
