World Records are a hard thinsr for

athletes to make nowadays, but the
recognition of them by the Amateur
Athletic union of America is a much
harder proposition. Last week the
local branch of the Amateur Athletic
union received a communication from
the governing body to the effect that
the documents hearing on George
Horine's wonderful high jump were not
complete in that they failed to show
one or two items, which though small*
to the average person, have great bear-ing on the jump.

Horine was communicated with and
the machinery set working tostraighten the matter out, but yester-
day the extra document covering the
"wind, length of pins and jump the
record was rnado on." had to be refusedby the Pacific Athletic association for
the reason that the men who signed
the original document had not allsigned the new sheet.

Of the nine men who signed theoriginal record sheet only seven signed
the extra slip, and two extra names
were put in to fill up for the other
two men. The documents were for-
warded to the Stanford authoritiesyesterday with a request that the
original signatures be secured at once.
As one of the original signers was
Dean B. Cromwell of the University
of Southern California track team, thepaper will have to be forwarded to LosAngeles for his signature.

That the record will be accepted
there is not the least doubt, but It
must be placed before the Amateur
Athletic union in proper form before
that body will act on the matter.
Signatures of officials at the meet are
an important fartor with the eastern
authorities particularly when a world's
figure is at stake.
