HILLMAN FOUND TO
BE OLD OFFENDER

Multimillionaire Promoter Was
Arrested in San Francisco
in 1893

SEATTLE, April 25.—Clarence Day-
ton Hillman, the multimillionaire town-
site promoter, who has just begun to
serve a 30 months’ term in McNeil's
island penitentiary for using the
United States mails to defraud, was
identified today by federal officials as
No. 11715 of the San Francisco rogues’
gallery.

When Hillman was indicted nearly
two years ago special agents of the
d®partment of justice received much
mformation concerning Hillman's rec-
California and the east, but
were unable to verify it. Before Hill-
man entered prison he shaved off his
mustache, and the warden of the peni-
tentiary recognized him at once as No.
11715 of the San Francisco gallery.
Hillman made no denial of his identity
when shown the San Francisco photo-
graph.

A special agent of the department of
justice declares that he has obtained
identification of Hillman's new mus-
tacheless photograph as that of a man
who swindled Baker City, Ore., farmers
in 1893 by buying from them produce
to bhe shipped to him in San Francisco
and paid for after delivery. It was
thig’ that brought about his arrest, the
special agents assert.

The great fire in San Francisco de-
stroved nearly all the criminal records,
only the picture gallery being saved.
There is no record ofrwhat became of
Hillman after his arrest, and the spe-
cial agents have no trace of him until
he arrived in Setaﬂe in 1908 without
money, and began (?mass his vast
fortune by buying an platting wild
lard and selling it as town lots. 2

Resolutions Approved “at Ban-
quet Attended by San Mateo

1~ County Citizens _\

SAN MATEO, April 25.—The projeet
for the creation and construction of an
inland harbor, together with general
terminal facilities in San Mateo county
in the district lying between Belmont
and Redwood City, received unanimous
indorsement by the board of super-
visors and also by the leading citizens
pf the county today. The supervisors
passed resolutions indorsing the proj-

ect and asking congress to appropriate
funds to dredge tite Redwood slough.
Unanimous approval of the plan was
given at a banquet at the Peninsgla
hotel tonight, which was attended by

of the cpunty.

The supervisors state that it-is their
understanding that plans are about
complete for the creation and construc-
tion of an inland harbor with terminal
facilitles for seagoing and other ves-
sels, railroads, factories and sea and
land commerce. .

That this harbor will enhance the
prosperity and business activity of the
county, and also of the whole state as
well, and that its construction {s neces-
sary to the increasing commercial
growth of the peninsula, is also the
opinion of the board as declared in
their resolutions. A

PROJECT 1S LARGE ONE

The plan calls for the establishment
of a connection by a deep water chan-

the deepening and widenig of the pres-
ent channel connecting the meuth of
Redwood creek with the deep water
channel of the bay.

The resolutions will be transmitted
to Congressman EM\ A. Hdyes for sub-
mission to the national congress. They
urge him to secure the necessary pre-
liminary investigation by the United
States engineer for the district to as-
certain the feasibility and practicabii-
ity of the project. Following that an
appropriation will be asked for.
PLANS EXPLAINE DAT BANQUET

The plans were explained in detail
at the banquet at the Peninsula hotel
and rescolutions were passed in favor
of the project. Among the speakers
were Distriet Attorney Franklin Swart,
S. D. Mef?k of Burlingame, D. R -Staf-
ford of Redwood City, C. M. Morse of
San Mateo, J. H. Woosley of San Car-
los, Fritz King of \al} Francisco and
L. A. StoKes of New York.

', R. King delivered the principal
speech of the evening, taking up the
feasibility of the project and its ef-
fect on the development of the county
and the state.

King declared that no other portion
of the western side of the bay between
San Francisco and the end of the
peninsula was ‘lecated with any de-
gree of nearness to the deap waters
of the bay channel, ana that the utili-
zation of the harbor project would
glve at least 13 miles of water front-
age suitable for dockage, warehouse
and factory purposes,

“It seems to be nature’s own ter-
minal site for the handling bf freight
from all the area of which San Fran-
cisco is the central point and the pen-
fnsula the natural outlet,”” he said.
“These lands are adjacent to the Dun-
barton cutoff and form the entering|—
wedge into San Francisco for any and
all competing railway lines.
