S. P. AND S. F. WILL
ACCEPT RATE DECISION

Will Cut Into Revenues $750,-
000 a Year

It became clear yesterday ‘that the
Southern Pacific and the Santa Fe have
determined to accept without appeal
the recent decision of the state railroad
commission in the San Joaquin valley
rate case. This decision has cut into
their revenues to the oxtent of $750,000

a year.
The determination of the carriers
was manifested yesterday, when they

appeared before the commission and
asked for a month’'s additional time in
which to establish the new tariffs. The
original date was April 27, and the twe
roads asked to be allowed until May 27,

The only reason upon which the re-
quest for delay was bagsed was the
difficulty of formulating and printing
the new rate schedules in the given
time. The commission agreed to give
the roads until May 27.

NEWARK, N, J., April 26.—President
Taft here.tonight renewed his attack
on'Coblonel Theodere Roosevelt. Carry-
ing his “Aghting” campsaign into New
Jersey,- the president spoke to several
thousand persons here, declaring that
it was with the utmost reluctance that
he had decidéd to answer Roosevelt's
criticisms, He did ot reply to Roose-
velt™ charges in- detail, ®ut tried to

make it plajn that in hi# opinion Roose-
velt knew most of the charges to b%®
groundless.

“In ordinary circumstances it is not
dignified for . president of the United
States to enter Into a personal contro.
versy, but I am forced against the
wall, with my back to it, and T am
bound. it i | uvo any manhood, to
fight.”

pounded the ratl in front of him, and

as he warmed up to his subject grew

red in the face with anger.

“The thing that sinks deepest in my
heart,” said the president, “is the
ghl.!‘x. that I am an oligarch and don’t

elieve in the ability of the people of
the United States to govern them-
selves, If there is anything I have
pride in it is that T am an American
the government
that has shown {tself the finest and
best and most beneficial in the world.”

Taking up the charge that he was
not a progressive, Taft sajd he did not
think a progressive could ke judged
by his looks or by his appreciation of
poetry.

“I think that progressiveness is de-
termined: by what is done and not by
what is said!” cried the president.

In reply to Roosevelt’s accusation
that the president had gone into the
White House -a “progressive,” but be-
came a reactionary by association with
former Speaker Cannon, former Senator
Aldrich and eothers, Taft explained it
was at Roosevelt's suggestion that he
consulted these men. -

“Of all the men in the world who ad-
vocate practical work in politics, Theo-
dore Roosevelt is a notable example.
Read his works and see how he defends
himself for his association with ‘hosses,’
because, he said, they were the men
who do things.”

In closing, the president called a%ten-
tion to what he called “the danger” of
a third term. x

“Are the conditions so peculiar,”
asked the president, “that he is needed
to do the jeb, as he calls it? Then why
not a fourth term and a fifth?"

“Nor do I intend today to deviate
from this standard, although the presi-
dent’'s speech makes it necessary for
me to speak more plainly on certain
subjects than I have yet wpoken.”
EXPLANATION TRIFLING

Colonel Roosevelt referred to Presi-
dent Taft's explanation of his state-
ment that “ours {s a government of all
the people by a representative part of
the people.”

“Por him teo try,” said Colonel Roos-
evelt, “to eseape the consequences of
his statements by saying that he al-
luded only to women and children is
trafling with the Intelligence of the
people. To speak of such action on his
part as a ‘square deal’ is {tself the
crookedest kind of a deal. He {s trying
to dodge the consequences of his state-
ment by deliberate misrepresentation
of that statement.”

Colonel Roosevelt defled the politi-
ical boss “as the man responsible for
the alliance between crooked politics
and crooked business, which has been
responsible for nine-tenths of the cor-
ruption of American political life.

“If there is any sueh man among my
supporters,” he continued, “I do not
know him. Mr. Taft says that Mr.
¥Flynn of Pittsburg is a very bad boss,
There is an element of grim comedy
in Mr., Taft weeping over the thought
of Pennsylvania being put under the
rule of a boss through Mr. Penrose
being ousted from control of the party
organization.”

The bosses, Colonel Roosevelt de-
clared, were on the president’'s side.
PEOPLE ARE OPPOSED

“Mr. Taft says,” he continued, “that
in my various ctampaigns I accepted
the assistance of these bosses. So I
did when they chose to ge my way and
to support the cause of the people.
The trouble with Mr. Taft is that he
got their assistance at the price of
going their way and opposing the
cause of the people.

“Mr. Taft sajid yesterday that never
in thought eor deed had he been dis-
loyal in his friendship for me. It is
hard for me to answer such a state-
ment save by calling it the grossest
and most astounding hypoerisy.

“When Mr. Taft made that state-
ment he had just sent to the Upited
States senate on half an hour's netice,
obviously In ecollusion with the Lori-
mer democratie senator who made the
request, papers which were intended te
convey the impression that I had im-.
groperly favored the harvester trust by
eclining to prosecute it in 1901.

COLLUSION CH:\R(.’ED

~ “When Mr. Taft, ebviously to influ-
ence the Massachusetts primary and
kobviously in cellusion with one of Mr.
Lorimer’'s senatorial supporters of the
opposite political party, takes the ac-
tion he did, he has not merely in
thought, word and deed been disloyal
to our past friendship, but' has been
disloyal to every canon of ordinary
decenecy and falr dealing such as should
obtain in dealing with a man’s bitterest
opponents. Such conduet represents the
very craokedest kind of a crooked deal.

“This is not an exceptional instance
of how he has behaved to me. The
same course was followed last summer
in connection with the Tennesseg Coal
and Iron company. The assaults upon
me by Mr. Taft's ecampaign managers
made in Washington, under Mr. Taft's
very eyes, have been foul to the verge
of indecency. But remembr, I am not
complaining of these things; I care
nothing for Mr. Taft's personal atti-
tude toward me; I allude to it only in
passing and merely because Mr, Taft
lays much emphasis on the matter.”

The speaker turned to reciproeity,
saying:

Incidentally, one of the
unpardonable sins on the part of any
man calling himself a gentleman is teo
publish confidentlal correspondence
without permission. As to this I care
nothing, but I warn Mr. Taft in dis-
cussing negotiations with a foreign
power it is well not to publish guch ex-
pressions as that in his letter about
making Canada only an adjunct of the
United States,

would suppert his reciprocity position.
I did loyally support it in several dif-
ferent speeches. - At first I took the
agreement on the faith of Mr, Taft's
representation. Later when I came to
look up the matter, however, I he-
ecame_convinced that the reeciprocity
.agreement as passed by Mr. Taft was
unwise and undesirable, because it im-
properly sacrificed the Interests of our
farmers and fishermen and because it
carried indefensible action on paper.

where the politicians split off from the
people, then to stand with the people
and not with the politicians; and it is
precisely this that he failed to do.

“Tt {s & most curious thing that Mr,
Taft should actually criticise me for
im_ about the
Payne tariff law. As a matter of fact
I have eagerly endeavored to praise
Mr. Taft wherever I possibly could and
I have merely kept silent where I dis-
agreed. As. he now iInsists that T
should break silence about the tariff
law, I will say that I hold him culpably
responsible for having led the people to
believe that he favored a substantial
downward revision and that he would
work actively for it, and for then hav-
ing sat supinely by and allowed his
new friends, under the leadership of
Messrs. Aldrich and Cannon to produce
a bill which made him convict himself
of insincerity when he signed it.”

Turning to President Taft's statement
in regard to a third term, Colonel
Roosevelt declared that the danger lay
only in more than two consecutive
terms, which might afford opportunity
for the executive to intrench himself
in power,

QUOTES TAFT'S LETTER

“Mr. Taft, without my permission,”
he continued, “has quoted entire letters
from me, written in answer to letters
of his which were marked ‘confiden-
tial.! T shall so far avail myself of his
example as to quote four lines of a
letter from him to me which was not
marked ‘confidential.’ It was written
shortly after he became president., It
runs:

“‘I can never forget that the power
I now exercise was voluntarily trans-
ferred, from you to me, and that T am
under obligations to you to see to it
that your judgment in selecting me as
yvour successor, and bringing about the
succession shall be vindicated, accord-
ing to the standards which you and
I, in conversation, have always for-
mulated.”

MAYOR GOES INTO
LICENSE QUESTION

At a conferenee between Mayor Rolph
and City Attorney Perey Long, held at
the home of Judge Curtis H. Lindley,
2000 Pacific avenue, last night, the for-
mer asked for-an opinion from the city
attorney regarding the legality of the
action of the police commissioners
Thursday in granting a liquor license
to Frank J. Corr to operate a saloon at
the corner of Market and Fifth streets.
City Attormey Long will deliver his
opinion to the mayor today.

In a statement made a week ago the
mayor placed himself on record as be-
ing against the granting of this license,
while expressing himself asg not desir-
ing te take the matter out of the hands
of the police commissioners. His action
in asking the city attorney to determine
the legal standing of the question indi-
eates that the mayor is going into the
case to the bottom.—This may result in
the summoning of the police commis-
sioners before their chief to explain,
and should they not be ahle to estab-
lish a favorable excuse for their action
they are liable to face charges for vio-
lating the city ordinaneces,

Further indicating the mayor’s inter-
est in the matter, he has had the city
‘engineer make a survey from the loca-
tion - of the proposed saloon .at the
southeast corner of Market and Fifth
Streets to the San Frantisco business
college in the Douglas building at
Powell and Market sireets. The en-

neers have reported the distance un-

er 150 feet, which, it is said, would be
contrary to the city ordinance that
provides that ne saloon shall be con-
ducted within 160 feet of a church or a
school.

The city attorney has been asked to
pettle the system of measurement, as
well as determine whether the business
college can be designated a school un-
der the wording of the ordinance.

‘When the license wag granted Com-

missioners Alexander O'Grady and
Spiro, holdovers from the McCarthy
administration, voted in favor of
Corr's request, and Commissioner

James Wood against it.

ROOSEVELT MEN
SWING MISSOURI

ST. LOUIS, April 26.—Twelve Mis«
gouri republican delegates at large will
present credentials to the national re-
publiecan convention ,when that body
meets in Chicago for the examination of
cradentials,

Eight of them with half a vote each
will present credentials of the repub-
lican state convention, which instructed
them for Theodore Roosevelt. The other
four will protest against the seating of
the Roosevelt delegation on the ground
that they were elected through the
breaking of a “gentleman’s agreement.”

The four Taft delegates were ap-
pointed by Taft leaders this morning
aftér the adjournment of the state con-
vention, and will be aceompanied to
Chicago by attorneys, who will argue
their case before the committee.

FOR HARMONY’S SAKE

Eight Roosevelt delegates were
chosen at an all night session, that
number being agreed upon insgtead of
the customary four, in an effort to ob-
tain harmony in the cenvention. The
effort was successful in so far as {t re-
sulted in the Taft delegates voting for
six Roosevelt delegates and two T:gj.t
delegates, who later resigned when they
were instructed to cast their vote for
the former president.

Fovernor Herbert S. Hadley and his
friends early today swung the Missouri
state republican convention for Roose-
velt after a 24 hour deadlock. The
platform adopted indorsed many poli-
cies of the so called progressive ele-
ment of the republican party.

Mayor Frederick H. Kreismann cf
St. Louis and Charles D. Morris of St.
Jogeph, the latter chairman of the
state  committee, were the Taft lead-
erg elected and who resigned as dele-
gates at large to the national cenven-
tion when the state convention voted
to instruct the delegation for Roose-
velt.

VIOLATING AGREEMENT

In making their resignation they
charged violation of a “gentlemen’s
agreement” by which they declared
the Reosevelt managers had assured
them that the delegates at large would
be uninstructed.

Governor Hadley replied to the dec-
laration of Mayer Kreismann and
Chairman Morris in this connection by
asserting that he had not been a party
to any so called “gentlemen’s agree-
ment.”

The eight delegates at large to the
national convention, each with half a
vote, finally elected by the state con-
vention follows:

Governor Herbert S. Hadley, Jesse
Tolerton of Bronson, Walter S. Dickey
of Kansas City, Fred Essen of Clay-
ton, John D. MeNeily of St. Joseph,
Hugh McIndoe of Joplin, John W. Tip-
pin of Springfield and Alfred H. Spear
of Chamois.

As national committeeman from
Missouri to succeed Charles Nagel, sec-
retary of commerece and labor, the state
convention elected Thomas K. Nied-
ringhaus of St. Loulsa.

The Roosevelt forces only achieyved
final sweeping success in the conven-
tidn after four distinet fights with the
Taft leaders, who resisted each step
stubbornly.
