TURNINGWRATH

ON ROOSEVELT
Wisconsin Candidate Calls One

of Colonel's Utterances
"Treasonable"

Charges That Former President
Is Hand in Glove With

Railroad Men

[Special Dispatch to The Call]
LONG BEACH, April 27.?Robert M.

La Follette, whose earlier campaign

criticisms of Roosevelt's progressive
policies have been scarcely more than

academic comparisons with his own
principles, turned loose the force of his
wrath upon the former president In a
series of speeches la southern Califor-
nia today.

The Massachusetts address of the
colonel formed the basis of the attack,
and La Follette did not mince his
"words. Pausing in the midst of his
discussion of the direct primary and
Colonel Roosevelt's recent devout es-
pousal of the principle. La Follette
stepped to the front of the platform
and Cried:

'Theodore Roosevelt defends the di-
rect primary law and in the same
breath he lias the effrontery to declare
that he made William H. Taft president
of the United States. He said it yes-]
terday in Massachusetts, adding that it
does* not lie in the mouth of William
H. Taft to bite the hand that fed him.
'Made him president!' What a treason-
able utterance in a nation where the
people are supposed to choose their
leaders.
"THE COARSEST THING"

"Oh, the shame of it! No man with
the faintest conception of the princi-
ples of democracy couTd have put forth
such a blatant statement. It was the j
coarsest thing ever said in the L'nited
States by a candidate for the presi-
dency.

"No man ever did a more reprehensi-

ble thing in the history of the country
than did Theodore Roosevelt when he
took away the power of the people to
select their own president That is de-
stroying our government. It is Mexi-
canizlng our institutions.

"I know what it means. It was put
up to me that If I would stand now and
support Roosevelt, I could be the party
candidate in 1916. But, by the gods
that made me. T would not have the
presidency in such a way. I won't
accept the nomination except upon a
platform that is thoroughgoing, pro-
gressive. I am not here In California
cringing or begging for support. I am
here to tell you who I am and what I
stand for.

"Colonel Roosevelt is much in favor
of the direct primary just now, but
that's because there is a steam roller
and he is afraid of it. Just let me tell
that If President Taft had not been
Instructed by Roosevelt fours years
ago In the management of just such a
roller, he would not know what end of
the throUie to take hold of.
?OPPOSED DIRECT PRIMARIES

"When we were fighting in Wiscon-
sin for the direct, primary- law that
?would enable us to drive out the politi-
cal bosses and rid the state of cor-
ruption Theodore Roosevelt, as presi-
dent, opposed us along with the rail-
roads and the money power of the
\u25a0whole country. Even the postofflce de-
partment was turned against us, for
?when we would send out circulars and
printed information on the subject to
the voters two and three weeks before
a. local election in some part of the
state they would not be delivered un-
til after the election was over. That
\u25a0wasvthe way Theodore Roosevelt's ad-
ministration treated this progressive
principle, upon which, he now declares,
rests his only hope for the nomina-
tion."

Again in his address before a
cheering crowd of 4,500 men andwomen in Long Beach Auditorium to-
night, La Follette cnarged Colonel
Roosevelt with enjoying the favor of
the railroad combinations and the
trusts, and warned his hearers against
giving their votes in support of a man
who has shown already his unwilling-
ness or inability to guard the inter-
ests of the people. He said in part:

"When Roosevelt sent' for me and
told me he had decided I was right
In my views upon the Hepburn rail-
road bill, and that he was wrong in
believing it an effective measure, I was
delighted. He told me he had looked
Into the question of the physical valu-
ation of railroad properties, and thathe believed in our Wisconsin plan.

"At his request I provided him with
a written synopsis of my views on
progressive railroad legislation, whichhe promised me he would embody Inan open letter to the interstate com-
merce commission and also in a special
message to congress.

QUIET OX THE RAILROADS
"But that was the last of it. There

?was never another word from Presi-
dent Roosevelt about the physical val-
uation of railroads as a basis for earn-
ings until nearly two years later when
he declared in a speech in Indianapolis
May SO, 1908. that the big railroads of
the United States are not overcapital-
ized-

"He is wrong. You can rebuild all
the railroads in the United States for
one-half the sum at which they now
are capitalized.

"The high cost of living in this
country today comes from the demand
for dividend on this watered stock on
railroads and industrial combinations.
And let me tell you that Wall street
and Morgan and Perkins are waiting
today for a man to take the presl-
tential chair who will legitimize this
form of high finance and thus saddle
upon the country forever the power
of the money kings.

"Colonel Roosevelt calls himself a
progressive, but the time is too critical
to take on good faith a man whose
record is wrong."

La Follette paused occasionally to
take a fling at the progressivism of the
California state administration, espe-
cially with reference to the direct pri-
mary law.

"Some of your politicians out here,"
La Follette told his audience at Comp-
ton, "are sneering and saying they have
done in California in two years what It
took us 14 years in Wisconsin to ac-
complish.

"Well, in California they have only
begun. Your presidential primary, for
example, is an abomination; a bungling
piece of business. Why men and women
are already registered as republicans
or democrats, and the campaign in the
etate is just beginning. They had to
declare themselves before the candi-
dates had a chance to be heard. What
is the campaign for? We don't do
that way in Wisconsin."

In the morning La Follette addressed
a large gathering of students at the
University of Southern California law
school in Los Angeles. The keynote
of his speech was expressed by his
own creed, "Be everlastingly uncom-
promising; fix upon your life course,
and follow it out through all your life."

La Follette will spend Sunday rest-
ing in preparation for his trip into
northern California next week-

LESSON OF THE TITANIC WRECK
Responsibility and Remedy Rests With the Public
Review o- Marine Disasters of Last Decadq!

Shows Immediate Need of Law Forcing
Vessels to Carry Competent

Seamen in Crews

The most instructive thing that has]
appeared in print In connection with j
the wreck of the Titanic is the state-

ment issued by a committee of the sur-

vivors. The most important feature of

that statement is as follows:
"We feel it our duty to call the at-

tention of the public to what we con- j
sider the inadequate supply of life
saving appliances provided for on mod-

ern passenger steamships and recom-

mend that Immediate steps be taken to

compel passenger steamers to carry

sufficient boats to accommodate the
maximum number of people carried on

board. The following facts were ob-

served and should be considered In this
connection:

'The insufficiency of lifeboats, rafts,
etc.; lack of trained seamen to man
same?stokers, stewards, etc., are not

efficient boat handlers; not enough offi-
cers to carry* out emergency orders on
the bride to superintend the launching

and control of lifeboats; absence of
searchlights."

RE*iPO>SIBII.ITY OF PUBLIC
What are we going to do about it?

By "we" I mean, not congress, not the
gress. not the shipowners, but "we. the
people." In the last analysis the peo-
ple will be responsible for the outcome
In this case, just as they must be held
responsible for "What has already hap-
pened.

Unless the people shall act, and that
promptly and vigorously, the lesson of
the Titanic will be lost in a maze of
investigation. 'Congressional commit-
tees will ruminate and report, refer
and re-refer, and the total result will
be?nothing. Probably something will
be done in the matter of wireless and
other details. But unless a public de- |
mand be made for action in respect to ;
the essential requirements of the case
nothing will come of all the present \u25a0
agitation and investigation

The Titanic disaster will take its
place in the long list of similar af-
fairs, to be recalled only when another
gi»eat shipwreck shall occur to stir the
public pulse.

FREQUENCY OF SHIPWRECKS
This prediction is made upon the

strength of long experience and close

observation. The Titanic wreck differs
from others of frequent occurrence
chiefly in the number of lives lost and
the great publicity given it. In every
other respect that calamity is but one
of the incidents that constitute the

jstaple of maritime history.
Lloyd's figures for 1909-10 (the lat-

est available) show that 557 vessels

SJR-ere lost by accident during the year.

iOf these SS were American craft, not
| including the shipping employed on the
Great Lakes. The figures of wrecks
in the latter waters would greatly in-
crease the total. I

No official record is kept o{ the lives
lost to shipwrecks, the Lloyds and
other insurance companies being in-
terested only in the property involved.
It is obvious, however, that the loss of

life must be great in the aggregate.

But it is only when the number of vic-

tims in any particular instance runs
into the hundreds that any attention

is aroused.
PUBLICITY NO CURE ALONE

And yet the degree of responsibility
for the loss of life may be greater in

the case of the wreck of a compara-
tively small vessel than in that of an
ocean liner. Certainly the life of a

passenger, or even a seaman, on a small
coasting craft is just as valuable to the
victim, and his death may involve just

as much pain and hardship upon his j
relatives and dependents as in the case j
of the millionaire whose name may be j
"familiar as a household word."

To repeat, the wreck of the Titanic j
is by no means exceptional. As to the i
amount of publicity which has attended
it, it does not follow that the results
of that publicity will differ from those
achieved in other cases which have

aroused great public interest and in-
dignation.

Unless public Interest shall be sus-
tained long enough to determine the j
real responsibility for the great loss of
life, and unless the public judgment

shall be rendered upon the most mate-
rial feature of the case, the really val-
uable lesson of the Titaoic wreck will
be lost to the world.
SEAMEN NEEDED TO MAN BOATS

All the lifeboats but one carried by

the Titanic were launched and subse-
quently picked up. All the persons
placed In the lifeboats were saved,
with the exception of a few who died
from exposure. From this it is gener-
ally assumed that, had the Titanic Car-
ried a sufficient number of lifeboats to
accommodate all on board, few, If any,
lives would have been lost. It is mor-
ally certain that steps will be taken to
correct this defect in the equipment of
passenger ships. Already we read that
orders have been given by certain
steamship companies to put more life-
boats on their vessels.

In this connection the statement of
the Titanic survivors is of the highest
importance as touching the fundament-
al defect involved in the insuffi-
ciency of life-boats, namely, the "lack
of trained seamen to man same." This
feature, "Lack of trained seamen,"
goes to the root of the whole matter.
TRAINED ROWER ESSENTIAL

Lifeboats are comparatively useless
unless manned by trained seamen who
may be depended upon to keep them
afloat.

It appears that several of the Ti-
tanlc's lifeboats had only one or two
seamen in them.

What would have happened to these
boats' had the sea been rough?

The reader may answer this ques-
tion with the aid of his imagination,
but the seaman knows from experience
that in such event the boats would
have been swamped and few, if any,
survivors would have been left to tell
the tale.
AMERICAN AND BRITISH LAWS

Much has been said about the super-
iority of American over British law in
respect to the requirement of lifeboats,
rafts, etc. It Is significant that little
or nothing has been said on the sub-
ject of the number or qualification of.
the seamen carried on American ships.
The fact is that in the latter respect
the British law is far ahead of our
own.

Briefly, the British law provides that
no man shall be engaged as able sea-
man unless he "has served at sea for
three years before the mast," and un-
less he "possesses a sufficient knowl-
edge of the English language to un-
derstand the necessary orders that may
be given to him in the course of theperformance of his duties." These, of
course, are very limited requirements,
but, as already stated, they are far
ahead of the requirements of American
law on the same subject.
,It should be understood that the

navigation laws of the United States

make absolutely no provision in the
matter of the qualifications of ships'

<At AXTITY, XOT QUALITY
The whole subject is disposed of 1

the following terms:
"Any vessel of the United State

* ? * shall not be navigated unless 1
shall have in Its service and on boar
s,uVh complement of licensed officer
and crew as maty; in the Judgment o
the local inspectors who inspect th
ve-sel, be necessary for its safe nay
igation."

Thus the law deals only with th
number of men to be carried and leave
that to the "judgment of the local in
spectors." Upon the more importan
question of the qualifications' of the
men the law is absolutely silent.
BtRMXCi OK GEXERAL SLOCUM

It is notdrius that in many instance
that is, where trie seamen's organiza
tions are unabe to make their influ
ence felt. American ships are manned
by men who have had no previous ex
perlence at sea. Numerous instance
are on record of loss of life due directl
to this fact. Take, for exampe, the cas
of the steamer General Slocum.

The Slocum, an excursion steamer
was burned in New York harbor o
June 15, 1904, and 9">5 persons, mostl
women and children, were burned t
death or drowned. A federal invest!
gation was held. Among the finding
of the commission appears the follow

"The mate, in distinct violation of
the law and contrary to the require-
ments of the vessel's certificate, was
not a licensed officer. The services
rendered by the mate and deckhands
in flsliting the fire were not what they
should have been, and in controlling

and aiding the passengers the mate
and crew gave little assistance. This
was chiefly due to the personnel of the
crew, which, from evidence adduced

Krom
the example of the crew that

red before the commission, was
lsly of a low grade as to effl-
.-.??? The deckhands are

apparently picked up with very little
consideration as to the knowledge of
their duties, have very little discipline,
change from year to year (only one
of the Slocum's deckhands having been
on the vessel before this year) and are
unfitted to meet any such emergency
as was presented by the disaster to the

Kal
Slocum, or to properly take

of such peculiarly dangerous

as that on excursion boats.
[??ICIENCY CAUSED DISASTER

?The inefficiency and poor quality

of the deck crew of this vessel, doubt-
less typical of the majority of the

crews of excursion steamers, is one of
the essential facts that caused the loss
of so many lives."

Following the Slocum holocaust
measures were enacted for tiie im-
provement of the life saving appli-
ances on board snip, but as regards
the qualifications of the men upon

whom must devolve the duty of using

the vessel's equipment to the best pos-
sible advantage, nothing was done.

Nothing has yet been done in this
respect. In event of another accident
similar to that which befell the Gen-
eral Slocum only good fortune can
prevent a great loss ot life.
WRECK OF RIO DE JANEIRO

Reverting to the assertion that the

number of lifeboats required to be

carried on American ships is greater

than in the case of British ships, it
has been demonstrated upon many oc-

casions that lifeboats are worthless un-
less men be available for handling

them. A case in point is that of the
steamer City of Rio de Janeiro, which

sank off Fort point, San Francisco, on
February 22, 1901. The Rio carried 11
lifeboats, but of these only three were
launched, owing to the fact that the
Chinese constituting its crew became
panic ssricken. The Rio carried more
thars» 100 passengers, only three o
whom were taken into a boat. In this
instance the number of lifeboats was
more than sufficient, but the crew, al
though sufficient in number, were
lacking in efficiency. Hence the los

of life.
The United States court of appeals

in a decision against the Pacific Mail
company (afterward confirmed by the
United States supreme court), found as
follows:

"It carried 211 persons and 11 life-
boats, three of which were swung by

davits from the sides of the ship, and
eight of which were on skids on the
roofs of the deckhouses. Their equip-

ment and the apparatus for launching

them were good. The evidence is thai

under such conditions five minutes was
ample time for the lowering of the
boats. It further shows that there was
no panic among the passengers or
crew; that the passengers behaved
well, and that the captain, immediately
upon the ship striking the rocks,
sounded the alarm and called the crew
to the boats. Each of the boats was
commanded by a white officer and
manned by & part of the Chinese crew.
Yet but three of the eleven boats were
lowered into the water, one of which
(the aft quarter boat, No. 10) was
lowered by Officer Coghlan and the
ship's carpenter, and but three of the
hundred and odd passengers that the
ship carried were taken into any boat.
ORDERS NOT UNDERSTOOD

"The case shows that the City of Rio
de Janeiro left the port of Honolulu on
the voyage under consideration with a
crew of 84 Chinese, officered by white
men. The officers could not speak the
language of the Chinese, and but two of
the latter ?the boatswain and chief fire-
man?could understand that of the offi-
cers. Consequently the orders of the
officers had to be communicated either
through the boatswain or chief fireman
or by signs and signals. So far as
appears, that seems to have worked
well enough on the voyage In question
until the ship came to grief and there
arose the necessity for quick and ener-
getic action In the darkness. In that
emergency the crew was wholly in-
efficient and Incompetent, as the sad
results proved. * ? ?

"We have no hesitation In holding
that the ship was Insufficiently manned,
for the reason that the sailors were
unable to understand and execute the
orders made imperative by the exigency
that unhappily arose and resulted so
disastrously to life, as well as to prop-
erty."

Yet a high official of the Pacific Mail
cosipany now tells the public that pas-
sengers carried by his vessels are im-
mune from danger such as that which
befell 'the unfortunate victims of the
Titanic wreck*
BILL NOW IN CONGRESS

The only assurance that lifeboats and
other life saving appllancea shall be
available in times of emergency Ilea in
the passage of legislation requiring
that ships' crews shall be composed, in
at least certain proportion, of experi-
enced seamen. *

A bill to this effect has been before

congress for many years. The failure
of congress to act upon this measure is

: due In large part to the opposition of
ship owners, who declare that "experi-
enced seamen are no longer needed"!
In effect, the opponents of the seamen's
bills says that ships are "unslnkable"!

While the seamen and ship" owners
have been arguing with the committee
of congress the press and public have
been for the most part silent, precisely
as though the subject had no Interest
for them. The seamen have been left
to make the battle alone against the
most powerful financial interests.
ALL CAN AID PASSAGE

Whether or not any legislation on the
subject of manning shall be passed by

the present congress will depend en-
tirely upon the attitude of the press and
public, upon whom rests the real re-
sponsibility for the backward condition
of our maritime law.

Those who wish to help may do so by
dropping a line to their congressman
and senator, urging the passage of
"house bill 11372," requiring that 75 per
cent of the deck crews of steamers shall
be men who have had three years' ex-
perience at sea and who can understand
the language of the ship's officers.

The whole number of registered

electors in this city is 136,490, accord-
ing to the official figures given out by
Registrar Zemansky yesterday. The
male electors outnumber the women a
little more than four to one.

There are 109,920 men and 26,570

women enrolled. Zemansky also tabu-
lated the voters according to their po-

litical affiliations, finding 66,362 more
republicans than democrats. The total
number of democrats registered is 20,-
--291.

The remaining 29.546 who registered
represent union labor, prohibitionists,
socialists and those who declined to
state their affiliations, the latter being
In the large majority.
