Prevents Real Knockout
Finish

After the opening round which was
slightly in favor of Pal Moore, the Phil-
adelphia light weight, there never was
& time thereafter that the Philadelphian

had a chance last night with Jack Brit-
tofy; in their battle at Dreamland, which
went 20 rounds. It was only Britton's
lack -of - punishing. power that saved
Moore from going out, ag the Philadels
‘phian was pounded about. the ring Tike
a sand bag on a rope. It was a pleas-
ant task- for Referee. lddie Hanlon to

a Jeeision as there was not a man

‘the house who did not agree with
hlm when he awarded the battle to
Britton on peoints.

It was practically no contest as the
tide of battle kept flowing one way
throughout the 20 rounds and the long-
er-it went Britton's lead grew accord-
ingly. Moore is one of those tough
youngsters whose stock in trade s to
wade in and swap wallops.

He was a distinct disappointment to the
fans; who took him seriously as be had
made a favorable record around the
east, boxing in bouts of short duration,
but his showing last mﬁht helped to
impress the fans more than ever that
the class of fighters of today are below
gar compared with those of some years

Britton is a mighty shifty boxer, who

has a wonderfully fast left hand, which
he uses with a great deal of precision
and it seems to. be his stock in trade.
He jabs are cutting but they fail to
produce sleep. His right, which he car-
Ties low he uses-effectively to the body
‘and head but the hundreds of times he
hit Moore last night, not one of these
blows. carried enough of steam behind
it to éven topple him off his pins or
even send him staggering back.
. Britton is’a remarkably clever fight-
er and would hold his own in a boxingk
contest with the best boys at his weight
but like most of the clever men he
seems unable to ~dellver a knockout
blow. He is not what might be termed
a popular boxer owing to his style, but
he is a winning one and there are but
few at his weight who can take his
number in a limited engagement.

The contest last night was not inter-
esting from a spectator’s standpoint be-
cause there were not the thrills in,it
which the fans like. There was no
time that Moore looked to have a
chance and there were but few tjmes
that he showed a flash of form. He
started off well because RBritton laid
back to get a line on the Philadelphian.

Orfe round seemed enough for Brit-
ton to size up the easterrier as he went
after him in the second round as if he
was absolutely certain that he had
Moore’'s number and the fight did -not
g0 mgny rounds before everybody in
the house could see the finish.

Moore is a- boyish looking chap with a
Rleusupt face, ‘and outside of a few

umps” In his features as the regult of
former contests he has none of the ear-
marks of a fighter. He looked small
alongside Britton, but both men weighed
123 pounds when they stepped on the
scales vesterday afternoon.

The Philade®phian is a game lad and

ossesses a lot of endurance, as he fin-
shed the twenty rounds without show-
ing any great signs of distress. He was
Brotty badly beaten about the head, as
ritton’s left kept popping into the
Philadelphian’s face for twenty rounds,
and his eyves were puffed and his lips
were twice their natural size. Rights
to the y produced a crimson hue
about Moore s midsection.

In the opening round the fans had
visions of a good fight, but they went
glimmering before five rounds of the
contest had elapsed. Britton was under
cover in the ‘initial session and Moore
was tryving his best. He poked a few
lefts into Britton's stomach which did
not cause any damage.

Britton settled down to business in|
the second round and started a fusillade
of lefts to Pal's face which bewildered
him. When Moore would return the fire
Britton would either send him back
with poppy lefts to the face or turn half
around and Moere’s blows would miss
their mark. Britton's boxing was bril-
Hant throughout, as he made Moore
look like a mere novice who was taking
a boxing lesson

The P lladelphla.n s attempts to lana
were ludicrous. A few times he landed
lefts to Britton’s stomach and the crowd
gave him 3 good hand for it, but they
were mighty few. He used a backhand
blow with which he had better success
than with many of his other blows, but
these punches were ineffective.

The contest was a clean one and Ref-
eree Hanlon had but little to do. They
broke at his command and most of the
fighting was done at long range. Brit-
ton tied Moore in a knot when they
came together and appeared to be the
stronger when they mixed fit,

After the fight had progressed about
ten rounds it lnoked as if Moore would
not be able to stand the steady punish-
ment that Britton was Inflicting, but
Moore was never in distress and he was
never very tired, while Britton's blows

appeared to lose their steam as he kept
h tting Moore when and where he
pleased. Moore, however, kept his jaw
fairly well covered and managed to
keep away from many blows which were
well meant.

Moore made a flash in the nineteenth
round and the fans yelled for him to
mix it, but it was only a short spurt,
Britton came right back in the twen-
tieth round and gave the Philadelphian
