The Dolphin Rowing club yesterday

1combined opening day with ladies' day.
The big club house at the foot of Van
Ness avenue was crowded with the

present at the opening of the club's
rowing activities. The day was ideal
for the particular branch of water
sports that were to be pulled off. andevery race on the program was keenly
contested.

It was regular open house and every
rowing club around the bay was repre-
sented by a large delegation. Ths Dol-
phin's neighboring clubs?South Ends
and Ariels?and the Alameda Rowing
club were all strongly represented and
took a hand themselves in helping the
Dolphins entertain.

' after which there was dancing.
The races consisted of barge andcanoe events, and each race showed thecrews to be in first class condition for

such an early stage of the game. Theraces all started and finished in front
of the club house, mo that the big crowdgot plenty of excitement at ail times.
The crews were in sight of the club
house all the time, the events being
rowed up to Meiggs wharf and back.

The four oared barge races were con-
tested with crews made.up of members
of Irish, Scotch, Italian, German, Swiss
and French descent. The best race of
the day was between the Irish and Ital-
ian crews. The Irish came out on top,
but their victory was hard earned.

Both crews got away to a great start,
Hugh McKevitt, stroke of the Irish
watermen, settling down to a stroke of
about 38, while Stroke Figone took the
Italians along at 40 to the minute.
Both crews raced neck and neck to the
stake boat, the strokes of each crew
being 36 at this point. The Irishmen
got slightly the better of the turn andcame away for the finish with a lead
of half a length. Half way down the
stretch Figone picked up his stroke to
40 and drew up on the men frolh the
Emerald isle, gaining a quarter of a
length. Three hundred yards from the
finish McKevitt got his men going at a
sprinting stroke of 42 to the minute
and slowly but surely pulled away.
Figone again increased his stroke, but
could not hold the flying Irishmen, who
crossed the line three-quarters of alength to the good.

The fastest race of the program was
made by the barge manned by the
Scotch crew. Stroke Oscar Mohr had
a set of huskies behind him and from
the start he made a redhot pace which
promised fast time ifheld. The French-men who opposed Mohr found the menfrom the land of the kilts too fast and
had to acknowledge defeat by more
than four lengths in 4 minutes 28 sec-
onds.

Besides the barge races there were
several races In Alaskan canoes and
double canoes. A race between the two
oared gig manned by Figone and Har-
ris and the four oared barge Dolphin
was a close affair and was won right
on the finishing line by the barge, ow-
ing to the pair oared craft fouling a
launch.

After the rowing events several ofthe club members gave exhibitions of
fancy diving, and the walking of thegreasy pole terminated a series of wellmanaged sports.

NEW WHITE HOPE
IS IRISH-INDIAN

Lather McCarthy, Conqueror of
Carl Morris, May Visit San

Francisco Soon

The latest sensation in the "white

hope" ranks is Luther McCarthy, the
Nebraska heavy weight, who knocked
out Carl Morris, the Oklahoma heavy
weight, in five rounds the other night
at Springfield, Mo. While McCarthy is
practically Unknown in the big cities,
he has engaged in a number of con-
tests in the bushes around the middle
west, and the most notable victory he
scored, until he put Morris to sleep,
was a win over Joe Grimm, the Phila-
delphia "iron man," whom he knocked
out in five rounds at Calgary, Can., a
couple of years age.

According io reports of McCarthy's
contest with Morris, he showed con-
siderable pluck and beat the Oklahoma
giant decisively.

Douglas Hertz, an Englishman who is
now living in this city, handled Mc-
Carthy in his early fights snd may
bring . big fellow to this city. He
thinks that McCarthy is one of ths
most likely heavy weights in'the field
today and there are many sporting men
in the middle west. Hertz says, who
would be willing to back McCarthy
against any heavy weight in the field,
with ths exceptidn of Johnson. Mc-
Carthy is said to be a powerful fellow,
who is a natural fighter.

McCarthy was born In Nebraska and
has not yet reached his twentieth birth-
day. His father is a full blooded In-
dian, while his mother is Irish. Mc-
Carthy senior is a patent medicine ven-
der who plies his trade in St, Louis
and other cities along the Mississippi.

There is nothing lacking in themakeup of the latest "white hope"
sensation, as he stands 6 feet 4 inches
and weighs in the neighborhood of 240
pounds. He has a chest measurement
of 44 inches and 16Va inch biceps.

McCarthy was married when he was
16 years old and has a wife and two
children.

"I handled McCarthy when he first
started to fight, and I believe that he
is the coming heavy weight. I first
met him in Fargo, N. D., about three
years ago. He was a rather shiftless
sort of a fellow, but he could fight.
One night at Calgary, Canada. Joe
Grimm was scheduled to fight, but his
opponent failed to show. McCarthy.
wha was in the audience, jumped into
the ring as a volunteer opponent for
Grimm, and they went to,it. In the
fifth round McCarthy knocked Grimm
out.

"I will send for McCsrthy and have
him come out here. The people in
this city can detect a fighter quicker
than any other place In the world.
There are several big fellows out here
who would prove suitable trial horses
for the big Nebraskan." ,
