CATTLEMEN WANT
MORE FIRE FIGHTERS
Protective Association of Four

Counties Asks Three to
Furnish Aid

LIVERMORE, May B. -The annual
meeting of the Stockmen's Protective
association, composed of cattle and
sheep men of Alameda, Ran Joaquin,

Stanislaus and Santa Clara counties,
was held today. John McGlinchey was
re-elected president of the organiza-

tion and J. J. Callahan secretary. The
new officers are: Treasurer, Peter Con-
nelly; executive committee, George
Devaney, J. C. Kelly. John Mulqueeney,
Patrick Connelly and John E. Kiely.

The question of better fire protec-
tion on the ranges was taken up and
it was decided to ask the counties,
excepting Alameda, to give additional
aid. Alameda county has voted money
for two fire patrols and San Joaquin
for one. but the other counties for
none. Many bad fires have started In
the hills, and the stockmen agreed that
something should be done to cope with
them.

OAKLAND, May s.?Preparations have
been completed for the big Native Sons'

carnival and street fair, which opens
in Fruitvale tomorrow evening and lasts

six days. The carnival will close Sat-
urday evening with a parade of mask-
ers and Mardi Gras carnival.

,The streets of Fruitvale have been

decorated for the big week of fun, and
elaborate preparations have been made
by the Fruitvale parlor of the lodge,
under whose auspices the carnival is
held. The fair is to raise funds for the
representation of annexed district at the
Panama-Pacific- international exposi-
tion. Merchants and the Board of Trade
of Fruitvale have joined to make the
affair a great success.

The carnival will be formally opened
with a parade of civic and fraternal
societies, which will escort Queen
Genevieve Schnarr to her throne at

of activity in the festivities. The pa-
rade will form in Fast Tenth street, at
Fruitvale station, at 8 o'clock, led by-
Miss Beatrice, the popular local eques-
trienne, with :50 of her pupils.

Tells Socialists That Matter of
Recall Is Not Really So

John A. Wilson, socialist i
commissioner of finance and revenue
and ex-oflicio school director of Berke-
ley, declared his belief that there are
more important tbings to engage a citi-
zen than the recall.

The speaker referred to the failure
of the attack upon tne board members.
He said:

"The movement was mainly an effort
to discredit the municipal administra-
tion and retard progress. By their votes
the people showed that it was their
desire to support the constituted au-
thority.

"A matter which is of far greater 'importance than the recall is the low J
wage which is paid women and girls 'in stores, offices and shops?a wage
which leads many to sell themselves."

REPORT IS SUBMITTED

Pastor Tells of Men and Reli=
gion Movement

OAKLAND. May 5.?A representative
gathering of laymen and pastors as-
sembled in . the First Congregational
church auditorium this afternoon to
hear a report of the Christian Conser-
vation congress of the Men and Re-
ligion Forward Movement in New York,
held from April l'J to 24. inclusive.

The meeting was addressed by Rev.
Albert W. Palmer, pastor of the
Plymouth Congregational church, who
was Oakland's representative at the
congress. Rev. Mr. Palmer presented
"The Unsolved Problems of Christian-
ity." which was the theme of the con-
gress. The prevalent strain in the re-
port of the work of the congress, as
presented by the speaker, was the ne-
cessity for a perfect unity among the
members of the Protestant faith.

"The sentiment of the congress." said
Ftev. Mr. Palmer, "decried the division
of the church of God into warring de-
nominations, and laid stress upon the
great possibility of a close co-opera-
tion between the churches of the
Protestant denomination, so that all
might work together as the regiments

Petersen Tells Members of the
Brooklyn Presbyterian Church

Whence Cometh the Tares

OAKLAND. May 6.?An interpreta-

tion of the duty of tiie modern (hutch

toward mankind was given by Acting

Chief of Police Walter .1. Petersen in an
address on "Citizenship" from the pul-
pit of Brooklyn Presbyterian church
tonight at the regular service hour.

Pstensen took as his text the biblical
story of Levi, the despised publican and
tax gatherer, who was chosen by Cnrtst
as a disciple In the face of Cue people's
hostility toward the official. Petersen
declared that the modern church must
effect erring man's salvation by meet-
ing him on a basis of understanding
and aiding him in a concrete way,
rather than by inveighing against his
traits and manner of life.

"The church, to become more effect-
ive, should get into the heart of human
affairs," said Petersen. "Simply to
condemn existing evils, without ex-
pressing grief over or sympathy with
those who sin, will not get the church
anywhere. The Church can not afford
to hold aloof, gather its skirts about it
and assert, 'I am boiler than thou.' It
must acquire mankind's point of view.
It should sympathize, for instance, with
labor. It should learn what labor's de-
mands are. It should get in touch with
the viewpoint of capital and seek to
harmonize the relations between labor
and capital. Blame should not be cast
without the offer of a solution for
evils. There are many other problems
which should be given attention by th«
modern church. In short, the religious
institution should acquaint itself with
the proper objects and aims of mankind
in general.

"<"an you preach the sanctity of the
ballot to a grafting politician when his
only desire is to enrich himself and to
bring about the election ef tiiose who,
after they are elected, will pay hir.t
back for his vicious services in the coin
his mercenary soul desires?

"Can you preach morality to one who
by heredity or vicious environment or
debased tastes is made unconscious of
the requirements of a moral life.

"(.'an you preach temperance to the
man who has been taught and who be-
lieves that he has a right to conduct
himself in a manner that, his appetite
dictates, and who does not recogniz*
the rights of others and the example
he sets to a growing generation?

"Can you preach virtue to the woman
who has to work hard and long for the
pittance she receives from a gra.splng
employer and who gets only enough to
keep body and soul together, and who
has a natural desire for some pleasures
in life and a few of the small fineries
her more fortunate sisters are permit-
ted to 'enjoy?

"Can you preach religion to one
whose needs are at the lowest ebb and
whose very nature is smarting under
real or fancied injury Lorn man's in-
humanity to man?

"Can you make a man see the error
jof his ways when hla deeds are caused
!by hereditary taints or disease?"
