AUDIENCE IS CHARMED

These were some of the comments I
heard as the crowd filed out after Schu-
mann's “Two Grenadiers” had been
given an overpowering interpretation.
And they did me good, for even a critic
enjoys the indorsements of his senti-
ments, and the public response to the
offerings of Alexander Heinemann at

his first concert was not as strong, nu- |

merically, as the reputation of the
artist and his art might have been ex-
pected to enjoy. Last night's audience,
however, was larger, and Sunday's
promises to be more even with the
great opportunity which Heinemann’s
presence in the city affords.

SINGER IS INSPIRED

It is not always a happy thought to
urge the advisability of students of
music going to hear this or that artist;
that is, it isn't always advantageous to
thée musician, who may be thought to
be academic, scholastic, pedagogic and
other awful things like that. But I'll
risk the recommendation with Heine-
mann because, though he is a scholar
in song, he does not oppress with the
fact, and though he is a teacher, in the
highest sense of that unfortunate word,
he is never a pedant. He sings inspira-
tionally by means of a perfected technic
and he teaches by example and precept.
It is delightful te listen to his singing
and to think about it. He hits the emo-
tions, he aims at the heart, but he sings
with the gkill that thorough training
and perfect control of vocal resources
alone can command.

His interpretation of the oft dam-
aged Heine verses, “Die Beiden Grena-
diere,”” made one think he was giving
it its first real presentation. The fact
was that Heinemann in the Schumann
setting the song transcended both
poet 1 composer.

Interstate Commissioner Lane
Puts Finishing Touches on
Trust’s Death Blow

WASHINGTON, May 9. — Franklin K.
Lane, one of the interstate commerce
commissioners, is making an analysls of
all the testimony in the express investi-
gation. He will submit this to the com-
mission within a short time and it will
devolve on that body to make a report
and to impose new regulations on the
express companies. 4

The report of the commission is ex-
pected to show, aside from such evils
as overcapitalization and exorbitant
earnings, that the express companies
have saddled on the country & system of
rates that is at once extortionate, un-
fair and unsystematic. - Investigations
made by some of the state railroad com-
missions have shown such conditions.

In congress it is declared that express

companies are going to be put out of
business. This is one reason why the
Goeke bill to have the government take
over the express companies is having
hard sledding.

JUAREZ, Mex., May 9.—Rebel leaders
‘here tonight admitted that the van-
.guard of their forces had attacked
Bermejillo on the way to Torreon and
had met stubborn resistance' all day.
Reports of 12 hours of skirmishing
have reached here, 3

According to Colonel Pascual Orozco

Sr., father of the liberal military chief,
therg are 8,000 insurrectos entrenched
near Bermejillo and about 3,000 fed-
erals. A dispatch from Escalon stated
that a courier from the front brought
the news that the federals, from behind
strongly fortified positions, were wards.
ing off the invading r8bels with a heavy
artillery fire. General Huerta, com-
mander of the government troops, -is
sald to be well toward the front of his
army directing operations.

FEDERALS HEAD FOR MONCLOVA

Officials Jere made public further de-
tails of the recent fight near Cuatro
Cienegas. It now appears that General
Salazar was heading for Monclova, an
important railroad center north . of
Torreon, with the idea of flanking- the
rebels from the south. He met unex-
pected resistance in a desperate fight
with General Trucy Aubert, who was
then not known to be in that region.
Salazar was driven back westward
along the railroad to Cuatro Cienegas,
which town he still holds. He was
reported today to be making another
assault on Monclova. Losses on both
sides are said to have been great. In-
terest centers. tonight on Salazar's
ability to circumvent Monclova with
the idea of attacking the rear columns
of the federals.

While rebel officers here concede that
General Salazar was beaten, they re-
gard it as a temporary repulse.

POLITICAL SITUATION UNCHANGED

The political situation here tonight
was unchanged. Emillo Vasquez Gomez'
denied that he was a prisoner. Some
of the rebel leaders declare the hours
of Gomez as provisional president are
numbered. Others declare Gonzales
Enrile at Chihuahua is the real power
behind the throne and will influence
Orozco not to accept Gomez. The en-
mity of Enrifle and Gomez is well
known, but there are conflicting re-
ports as to Enrique’s return with Gen-
eral Orozco. The latter is sald to be
too_busy with military affairs at pres-
ent to give attention to the establish-
ment of any civil government.

Federal Troops Mutiny

EAGLE PASS, Tex., May 9.—Four
hundred federal volunteers mutinied
near Monclova, Coahuila this morning,
according to adyices received here to-
night, refused to go into battle and
were fired upon by other: volunteers.
Later the mutineers were surrounded
by loyal .tfe¢ sodisarmed and held as |
prisoners, a ng orders from Mexico
City as to thetr.disposition. Monclova,
100 miles utheast of Torreon, is the.
federal base of operation against a
large band of rebels who were driven
from the nearby village of Cuatro Cle-
negas several days ago, and are now
in retreat to the mountains with gov-
ernment troops in pursuit. :

Rebels Are Repulsed

MEXICO CITY, May 9.—In an en-
gagement today at Saragosa, near the
Tlahualilo, 40 miles north of Torreon,
between the advance columns of the
rebels and the federals under General
Rabago, a severe reverse was Inflicted
to the rebels, according to a dispatch
from General Huerta at Bermejillo to
President Madero tonight.

Twenty-two rebel dead are reported,
with double that number wounded. The
rebels were seen carryilng wounded
from the field. These were believed to
be officers. The federal losses were
not reported.

SMALL ADVERTISEMENT
SECURES JAIL RELEASE

Charles Knigh_r-l;roves His In-
nocence of Jewelry Theft

CHICAGO, May 9.—Charles Knight,
after serving two months in jail await-
ing trial for the supposed theft of a
diamond breoch, succeeded in proving
his innocenc® by a small advertisement
which he had inserted in a newspaper,
and last night left the county lockup a
free man. '

Knight found the brooch in a north
slde restaurant. He was sick and
needed money, so he pawned it. With
part of the money he inserted the ad-
vertisement announcing the finding of
the brooch. In the meantime the pawn-
broker had been notified that the prop-
erty had heen stolen from a Mrs, Art-
mueller. Knight obtained a ysum of
money from his brother and went to
redeem the brooch. He was arrested.
