FLOOD CONDITIONS
IN SOUTH IMPROVE

Sunshine Comes and Engineers
Believe Leevees Will Hold

NEW ORLEANS, May 11.—A day of

sunshine followed by a ecloudless sky
tonight gives hope of the levees hold-
ing.

TAFT CRUSHES TR
 ATDIXOYS HOME

Missoula, Mont., Primary Kills
Chances of Colonel’s Man-
ager for Seat

HELENA, Mont., May 11.—The defeat
of Roosevelt today in the primaries at
Missoula, the home county of Senator
Joseph M. Dixon, precludes all possi-

bility of Colonel Roosevelt's campaign
manager having a seat in the Chicago
convention, according to the state lead-
ers of the Taft campaign.

The victory of the Taft forces today
is said to give the Taft men more than
enough delegates to control the state
convention to be held at Livingston
May 16, with nine counties yet to be
heard from.

DENT BEATS
AND TIES COLONEL

County Split

SEATTLE, May 11.—The Pierce and
Skagit county republican conventions
were held today, and the remaining
convention, that of Lewis county, will
be held Monday. The Plerce county con-
vention at Tacoma split into Roosevelt

and Taft factions, and contesting dele-
gations will go to the state convention.
The Skagit county convention at Sedro-
Woolley was carried by the Taft forces,
131 to 109, but the 19 delegates, al-
though all Taft men, were not in-
structed. It is conceded that the Lewis
county delegates will be instructed for
Taft. It is now possible to give figures
for the whole state. Of the uncon-
tested delegates 235 have been in-
structed or have expressed a prefer-
ence for Roosevelt, ‘and 190 have been
instructed or have expressed a prefer-
ence for Taft. La Follette has one un-
contested delegate. Two hundred and
forty-two seats in the state convention
are contested.

The state central committee,. which
will meet at Aberdeen on Tuesday, the
day before the state convention, to
make up the temporary roll of dele-
gates, is friendly to Taft, and is ex-
pected to favor him in every reason-
able way, but it is not likely that it will
give credentials to the socalled “hand
picked” delegation of 121 from KXing
county, headed by former Secretary of
the Interior Richard A. Ballinger, for-
mer United States Senator John L.
Wilson and former United States Sena-
tor Samuel H. Piles, for that would
cause an {irreparable breach in the
party in the predominating county of
the state. Leaders of both Roosevelt
and Taft factions declare they will
make no concessions and that two con-
ventions will be held.

It is known, however, that peace ne-
gotiations have been pending for
several days and that the Taft leaders
have offered to take half the delegates
and give the other seven to Roosevelt,
or to divide the delegation six for Taft,
six for Roosevelt, two for La Follette.
The peace negotiations are urged by
men prominent in state politics and
whose interests would be jeopardized by
a split in the republican party of Wash-
ington.

PRINGETON GHEERS
PRESIDENT HIBBEN

President Taft Receives Degree
of Doctor of Law With
Chief Justice White

—

PRINCETON, N. J., May 11.—Under
the tall elm trees on -the historic
campus, John Grier Hibben today wus
inaugurated the fourteenth president

of Princeton university. President
Taft and Chief Justice White were in
attendance, while more than 6,000 per-
sons gave the new president of the
university a cordial reception.

The oath of office was administered
by Associate Justice Mahlon Pitney of
the supreme court of the United States.

SUPPORTER OF JUDICIARY

A part of the ceremony was the con-
ferring of the honorary degree of doc-
tor of law upon President Taft and
Chief Justice White. Andrew F. West,
dean of the graduate school, in con-
ferring the degree, spoke of President
Taft as maintaining the independence
of the judiciary and advancing the
cause of .international peace.

President Hibben, in his i{naugural
address, spoke on the essentials of a
liberal education.

Nearly 2,000 Princeton alumni and
171 representatives of other universi-
ties and educational institutions as-
sembled in the gymnasium for the
alumni luncheon. Taylor Pyne '70 of
the board of trustees presided, and pre-
sented President Taft as the first
speaker.

SPEECH BY TAFT

President Taft said in part:

FANILY DISRUPTED

Governor Johnson Is Denounced
by His Father in Taft
Rally Address

SACRAMENTO, May 11.—While Grove
L: Johnson, father of Governor Hiram
Johnson, was denouncing Roosevelt and
the colonel’'s backers, at the Clunie the-
ater tonight, for the mud slinging cam-
paign they were waging against Presi-
dent Taft, Albert Johnson, nephew of
the governor and grandson of Grove L.
Johnson, was urging the cause of Sen-
ator La Follette in another hall two
blocks away.

Grove L. Johnson devoted his address
to the remarks made by Francis J.
‘Heney in Sacramento last night and
pointed out what he characterized as
14 distinct lies which Heney had
uttered.

Referring to the abusive tactics used
by Roosevelt's supporfers, he sald:

“I care not whether one of them is
the leader of the Roosevelt forces in
California and occupies the governor's
chair, they are all guilty of an un-
pardonable party sin in abusing every-
body and every one in their attempt to
put this demagogue in office.

“Theodore Roosevelt is not a repub-
lican. The Call on May 3 asked him
by wire if he would support the repub-
lican ticket if he did not receive the
nomination-and he has not yet replied.”

WASHINGTON, May 11.—John Henry
Jones of Scranton, Pa., a promoter,
denied today before the house judiclary
committee, investigating charges of
misconduct against Judge Robert w.
Archbald of the commerce '_court, the
testimony of Edward J. Williams that

the jurist had given Jones a note for
$500 for a share in an option on Vene-
zuelan timber lands.

Jones testified that the $500 note was
indorsed by Judge Archbald “out of the
fullness of his heart” to help him .to
promote the deal, that the jurist never
had an Interest in the operation and
that he made the judge a present of
$250 later out of a $500 commission he
made in the sale of a culm bank.

Jones sald he gave Judge Archbald
half of his commission because the
latter had favored him in indorsing the
note which figures in the testimony as
the note which W. P. Boland and his
brother, who brought the charges
against the judge, refused to discount.

Much other conflicting testimony was
given, Edward J. Willlams contradict-
ing himself frequently and getting the
records so confused that he is to be
recalled next week. The committee
will resume the hearing next Monday,
when W. P. Boland will take the stand.
Boland expressed confidence that he
would be able to straighten out the
tangle in the testimony thus far taken.

The committee called upon W. A.
May, superintendent of the Erie rail-
road coal properties, to produce all cor-
respondence in his possession bearing
on the negotiations made by Williams
and Judge Archbald for the Katydid
culm banks or any other property, be-
Heving that other transactions not yet
revealed may be discovered.
