OPIUM SMUGQLER TELLS
HOW IT ALL HAPPENED

Twelve Tins of Drug Disappear
Somewhere Along Line

Raymond C. Mayer, formerly a mate’s
quartermaster on the steamer Siberia,
who was arrested last Sunday night by
Customs Inspector E. E. Enlow while
attempting to smuggle 12 tins of opium
ashore from the Siberia, was held to
answer yesterday by United States
Commissioner Francis Krull.

Mayer stated that the oplum was con-
cealed along a stringer on the wharf,
and one of the Chinese members of the
crew of the Siberia offered him $5 a tin
if he would carry it into Chinatown for
him.

When arrested Mayer said that he
had already made a trip from the vessel
with 12 tins, and if the customs in-
spector would accompany him to his
room he would turn over the drus.
When Mayer's room was reached only
the empty paper that he had the opium
wrapped in could be found. Somebody
had robbed his room of the opium while
he had returned to the Siberia for the
second lot.

SUGAR TRUST IS
UNDER SHARP FIRE

Dissolution Proceedmgs Con-
tinue Merrily as Combines
Explain Methods

NEW YORK, May 16.—How and why
the so-called “sugar trust” was formed
was: told -today before the special ex-
aminer in the government's dissolution
suit by Julius A. Stursburg, formerly
secretary of the Broklyn Refining

company. Strong competition was the
reason assigned by Stursburg.

Stursburg said that after the first
agreement had been entered inte in
1885, all refineries were closed down
for ten days to reduce the over-
production of sugar.

“Did negotiations to form the Sugar
Refineries company follow that shut-
down?” asked the district attorney.

“No, sir,” answered the thness “Red
hot war followed."!

“And after the ‘red hot
prompted the disirict attorney.

“Bad businesa.”

Stursburg said that under the “trust”
agreement it was contemplated that
the refiners should be directed by
eleven trustees. The original trustees,
he said, were Henry O. Havemeyer, F.
O. Martheiessen, John E. Searles, Theo-
dore Havemeyer, Joseph B. Donnar,
Hector Havemeyer, Charles Senff, John
E. Parsons, John E. Searles Jr., Willlam
F. Havemeyer and Julius A. Stursburg.

Stock to the par value of $50,000,000,
he said, was issued by the trustees,
and $35,000,000 worth was distributed
to the stockholders and owners of the
refineries that entered into the com-
bination. The remaining $15,000,000 of
stock, he said, was . put into the
treasury for “further need.”
