POLICE CAPTURE
WOMAN BURGLAR

Several weeks' search by the police,
during which the woman burglar con-
tinued her depredations, led .to her
capture at an early hour this morn-
ing. When taken into custedy the
woman had wearing apparel and other
articles of 875 value, which she con-
fesses to having stolen from Mrs. W.
H. Thaxter's home at 2955 Regent
street.

The woman usually cut wire screen-
ings out of rear doors and pried the
locks. In a few cases she entered
homes by windows. The evening of
May 5 she broke into the Thaxter home,
entering a side window. A few night_s
previously she said she entered L. E.
Sperry's home, 2301 Ward street, where
she obtained 815 worth of clothing.
May 12 she entered H. T. Adams’ home
at 2122 Carlton street,
worth of articles. In all these cases
the police have a confession.

Mrs. Turner said she came from Los
Angeles in April. Chlef of Police Voll-
mer has records showing that she
served two years for burglary com-
mitted at Kansas City, Mo.

TAXATION QUESTION
SETTLED BY BOARD

General Rule Is Set Down Re-
garding Operative and Non-
operative Properties

SACRAMENTO, May 16.—The state

board of equalization in settling the
controversy between the big Los An-
geles corporations and the city assessor
over the taxation of properties set a
general rile today in determining what

properties are operative and what are
nonoperative.

The board held that topls, supplies
and equipment when used in the ex-

tension of lines or systems were non-
operative and are assessable by local
assessors. When such tools, supplies,
etc., are actually used in the operation
of the lines or systems they are to be
regarded as operative property assess-
able by the state.

This decision was given after a hear-
ing was given the corporations and
city assessor before the board yes-
terday. The corporations are the
Southern Pacific, Santa Fe, Pacific Gas
and Electric, Salt Lake railroad, the
Pacific Electric railroad and the Los
Angeles railroad.
