AT SHELL WOUND

Shot Putter Smashes World's

Records at Red Branch
Knights’ Games

Ralph Rose, champion of the world!
No athlete in any part of the world
has ever substantiated his title in the

same manner that Rose has. No alh;1

lete has ever shown the same wonder-
ful consistency in his particular event
as Rose has. Not once, but dozens of
times, for years past, Rose has worth-
ily upheld his title, and yesterdgy he
again made good by establishing one
new world's record with the shot and
equaling another held by himself.

Yesterday afternoon at Shell Mound
park, competing in the games of the
Knights of the Red Branch, Rose
equaled his own world's figure in the
shot put with 51 feet, and broke his
own world's figures with two hand
puts of 89 feet 63% inches, setting a
new figure of 91 feet 1015 inches.

This was not the only remarkable
part of the great shot putter’s per-
formance Four times in the after-
noon he got the shot out more than 50
feet, the exact figure being 50 feet 6
inches (twice), 50 feet 10 inches and

51 feet In the two events he had
good competition from Caughey, the
Ukiah high school boy, and Wheaton
