All
of which means that they took another
plunge on the Oakland diamond yes-
terday afternoon, with the score read-
ing S to 1 in favor of the Angels
at the finish.

The story is one as sad as ever was
related at the clore of a diamond bat-
tie in any league, large or small. It
floes much to Fhow how treacherous
the g-ame of baseball is and what is
liable to happen when one least expects

A homer over the right field fence
from the bet of Howard in the eighth
inning, with two men out and as many-
out of the way, briefly tells the story
of the fall of the Seals.

They had the game
1 to 0, and it looked to be good enough
to put right in the can with, the lid
on. Red Delhi was giving- an ex-
hibition of pitching such as we seldom

around these parts, and the others
worked in like order.

Metzger was the first Angel to face
the big redhead in the eighth round.
Incidentally, he got the first pass that
the same redhead issued; then Delhi
came back and struck Lober out.
Moore poked one down to Mohler, who
retired the runner at first. With a
little more speed and less juggling
the Kid might have make it a double
play, but this is neither here nor there.

Brooks, who etarted "Wednesday's
rally, was next with a single to center,
leaving two men on. Along came
Howard, always a dangerous hitter.
l>elhl probably figured on fooling the
batsman by putting a fast one right
over. He did, all right, and Howard
put it over the right field fence. The
ball went on a drive and took the
boards by 10 feet; therefore there was
DO chance for a cry of fluke.

It's a shame that the game should
have gone aguinst the boys in such a
way after the form which they all
showed. Nobody has a license to cen-
sure them for the loss. It was legUi-
.r.ate, ewn though the hard luck sig-
nal was flashed with that timely homer.
Luck always figures in baseball and
there is no chance to get away from it.
There must be a victim every time a
game is played.

Delhi made his first appearance in a
San Praneisco suit in this vicinity. His
work was a revelation up to the time
that Howard delivered the crusher. H\u03b2
had perfect control of the ball and
enougn stuff to baffle the best stickers
on the opposing side. That one run
looked very fat; in fact, the fans felt
absolutely confident that it was just ac
good as 99 more.

The Seals got theirs Jn the th!rd and
it was a really, truly earned run".
Schmidt opened up by driving the pill
OvA second base. Delhi bunted him
down to the middle sack and Mundorff
was retired. Howard to Dill< n. advanc-
ing the little catcher to third. Cap
Mohler made the tally certain by slam-
ming the ball into the right garden.
Then the rally stopped, but things still
looked bright enough.

The work of the pitchers* -was about
even from that time on. One inning
was a repetition of the other till the
seventh. Then the Seals had a chance,
but the old hit was missing. Had they
been able to inaugurate a batting rally
in that so called lucky spasm Howard's
homer might not even have counted.

<"orhan, the first man up, worked
Chech for the first base on balls of the
game. He started like a flash and got
away with a steal of second. Jackson
had only a week foul to Dillon, mak-
ing the first out. Gedeon tried hard,
but faded on three strikes. It was all
up to Schmidt, but the beat he had was
a long fly to Lober. so a grand oppor-
tunity was tossed away.

That settled it for keeps. The next
round brought Howard and his horn*
run bat to the front, and then all the
ginger was spilled.

OAK'S VENGEANCE
FELT BY BEAVERS

Wednesday's Coat of Whitewash
Stings Invaders Into

Swift Action

PORTLAND, June 13.?Oakland took

the third game of the series from Port-
land today, 8 to 8. Portland hit the
ball often and hard, but the errors of
the Portland team were responsible In
great measure for Oakland"s scoring.
Iligglnbotham, however, had almost
nothing: on the ball and was hit at crit-
ical moments. Fans jeered at hie work,
and also took occasion to censure Cap.
tain Rodigers and Lindsay, whose er-
rors were more glaring than the
others'. Parkin did not pitch a good

Professionals

General surprise will be felt through-
out the amateur ranks of the coast at
the announcement that Paul Weeter-
lund, up to yesterday a member of the
Olympic club, and Pete George, a for-
mer member of the Irish-American
Athletic club of this city, have both
turned professional athletes.

The announcement was received yes-
terday by Secretary Herbert Hauser of
the Pacific Athletic association in a
letter from the two athletes. The men,
in notifying Haueer of their action,
have done something that not more than
two athletes in a hundred woold do. It
is almost an unheard of thing of men
going into the professional ranks that
they notify the governing body of ama-
teur athletics in their particular sec-
tion. Westerlund and George were al-
ways considered sauare athletes as ama-
teurs on the track, and their action in
notifying the P. A. A. only goes to con-
firm their square dealing in everything
pertaining to athletics.

Both men returned Hausor their P.
A. A. registration cards yesterday, and
on their own application were immedl-*
ately rated ac professionals by the local
registration committee.

Both athletes have been well known
distance men for some years past.
George won the Mount Wilson climb
at Los Angeles last year, while Wester-
lund won the same event tfiis year.
Weeterluml also came second in the IS
mile Marathon race held In Log Angeles
a couple of months ago.

The two men have entered the Mount
Baker climb in Washington, which is a
professional event. On July 4, at Glr-
c!*»r, Wash., the men have a match race
scheduled for a purse of $300. They are
also going to Salt Lake City, where a
series of races has been arranged be-
tween them.
