Alameda County Deer
Season Lengthened

OAKLAND, June 17.?The Alameda
county deer season, which was cut to
two weeks by action of the bdard of
supervisors, has been restored to one
month, the same as the state game law
provisions, by action of the board of
supervisors today. Last year the board
ruled that deer shooting might continue
only from July 15 to August 1, instead
of opening July 1. Protests against
this action have been so general that
the regulation was rescinded and tlie
season now runs throughout July.

The United States department of ag-
riculture has informed County Clerk
Cook that a supply of cards containing
the open and closed seasons for game,
according to California laws on one side
and rules for prevention of forest fires
on the other, may be had for the ask-
ing. The office now has 6,000 blank
hunting licenses ready for issuance and
the cards will be given with each
license.

As many hunters in the past have
been charged with starting forest fires
through carelessness, the importance of
the contents of the card will be im-
pressed on them when they take out
licenses to hunt.
