On returning to this
city the detective got information that
the man had gone to Bakersfield Thurs-
day night, and, through the miscarry-
his trunks, a Burns detective
was enabled to get to the oil city In
time to take Parker into custody.

AUTHORIZED 10
EXTEND LINES

;State Commission Will Permit
Competition Wharever Serv-
ice Has Been Poor

Electric Power in Sonoma,
Napa and Solano

Permission was given the Great
Western Power company by the state
railroad commission yesterday to ex-
tend its lines and sell electric power to
the inhabitants of Sonoma, Napa and
Solano counties, over the protest of the
Pacific Gas and [Electric company,
which sought, to keep its rival out of
that territory on the ground that it Is
already being adequately served,

The decision is a declded, though not
an entire, victory for the Great West-
ern Power company and is notable as
establishing the policy of the commis-

or less fully by another company. The
keynote of the decision is that a com-

pany which has not ‘“‘voluntarily™ aec-
corded its consumers their due in am-
ple service and reasonable rates must
expect competition to be permitted,
while a company that has fully served
its territory at low rates may expect
to be protected.

MARIN COUNTY DENIED

Marin county, one of the four that
the Great Western seeks to invade, is
denied that company, on the ground
that in the hearings before the com-
mission the company brought forward
no evidence to show that public con-
vanience and necessity would be gerved
by permitting it to operate there. Per-
mission to serve Solano county, out-
side of incorporated cities and towns,
is granted. Vacaville is denied and
Vallejo also, except that it. may. supply
the local company there with power
and bid on municipal contracts. It is
the opinion of the commission that the
local Vallejo company gives reasonable
rates to {ts private consumers, but
charges too high on municipal con-
tracts. Permission to invade Dixon,
Fairfield and Sulsun i{s granted,

The invasion of Sonoma county by
the Great Western is allowed also out-
side of incorporated cities and towns,
except in territory served by the Clo-
verdale Light and Power company and
the California Telephone and Light
company. Shellvillé and vicinity, how-
ever, though in the territory served
by the last named company, is thrown

open to the Great Western on the
ground that it is not adequately
served. Permission to enter Santa
Rosa, Petaluma and Sebastopol s
granted. 2
NAPA CITY OPENED

Napa county is opened to the Great
Western outside of incorporated cities
and towns except in territory served
y the Napa Valley Electric company.
The invasion of Napa city is permit-
ted.

In other places permission to oper-
ate is granted where no other publMe
utility exists and denied where there
is an existing public utility.

In the decision the commission takes
up the problem fully and explains by
what process of reasoning the judg-
ment was reached. There are many
warnings given both corporations and
all power companies in general. The
practice of making consumers pay for
pole line extensions from a main power
line to the consumer’s property is de-
clared to be “vicious,” especially
where the consumer is allowed to pay
for the extension in commodity. Thus,
the decision says, the company in-
creases its capital out of its earnings.
A company might, it is stated, be mak-
ing much money in a territory, yet
this might be going into extensions
and improvements, and on the face of
things the company would seem to be
making ne profit, and thus might apply
for permission to charge higher rates.
It is laid down as a rule of conduct
that extensions should be paid for by
the company.

ROOM FOR DEVELOPMENT

‘“As regards the major portion.of the
territory involved in this application,”
the decision recites, ‘“the testimony
convinces us that there. is room for a
large development in the sale of elec-
tric energy for light and power. As re-
gards the country districts, and some
of the citles, this is true with the pres-
ent popylation.”

In cases where the existing company
has not, up to the time the competitor
knocks for admission, .adequately
served the territory, the commission
declares it can do nothing except allow
the competitor to operate there.

“If we should say,” the decision
says, “‘although when you had mat-
ters your own way you lost sight of
your duty to the public, yet we will
preserve for you this territory in con-
sideration of your future good be-
havior,” then no competitor would ever
be gllowed-to enter a territory, and the
only result of his efforts to do so
would be to strengthen the existing
company im-its position.”

Mortimer ‘Fleishhacker, president of
the Great Western Power company,
who personally took charge of the fight
against the Pacific Gas and Electric
company, and who conceived the idea
of invading the older company's terri-
tory in the northern counties, regards
the decision as a victory for Califor-
nia’s development.

“MEANS GREATER PROSPERITY”

“It means,” he said yesterday, “that
the development which electric power
makes possible s now certain for the
northern and central part of the state,
A power line in these days means as
much in the progress and upbuilding
of a territory as a railroad, for with
power come pumps to bring water from
beneath the ground to the place where
it 'means population and dollars, and
with power come lights, heat, electric
lines and a thousand other advantages.
And power is hardly an asset unless it
is cheap power. We offer low rates,
but rates that are not so low but that
the business is profitable. We will go
alead with extensive work in the

MENLO PARK, June 19 -—Sephocles
Greek tragedy, “Oedipus Tyrannus,” is
to be produced next Monday morning in
the spacious gymnasium of St. Patrick's
seminary as the annual commencement
play of the students of the institution.
For more than two months the difficult
lines from the version of John K. Payne
of Harvard university have been re-
hearsed daily under the direction of
Father Sullivan and the music and
choral work have been under the direc-
tion of Father F. M. Harvey. The pres-
entation will be in the original Greek.
HISTORICAL COSTUMES

The costuming of the play has been
arranged to make the setting of the
classic tragedy as historically accurate
as possible, and the original lines and
plan of the presentation will be fol-
lowed as closely as modern demands
and necessary limitations permit. The
chorus, always an important element in
a Greek play, has been made a particu-
larly ‘' conspicuous feature cf the pro-
duction. Father Harvey has arranged
to thrust it into the foreground as
much as possible by adapting the ar-
rangement after Reinhardt's suppliants
for the mob effect. In this way the
chorus will take an integral part in the
acting.

SHAKING MARK
WATER HEARING

Attorney Daniel 0'Connell Gets
Excited When Vogelsang
Leaves Meeting

— .

Supervisor Murphy Contradicts
Spring Valley Manager
About Fire Fighting

“We want water!”

This was the battle cry that went up
from angry citizens before the super<
visors’ public utilities committes yes«
terday at an exciting session in which
Attorney Daniel O’Connell shook his
fist at Chairman Vogelsang and Super-«
visor Koshland's quiet but pointed re-
marks aroused the ire of E. J. Me-
Cutchen, attorney and defender of the
Spring Valley Water company.

After a score of citizens had told of
their sufférings from lack of water
O'Connell asked the supervisors tao
authorize mandamus proceadings
against the water company. Vogelsang
listened attentively, but had announced
that there was an important meeting
of the advisory water committee wait-
ing him at Mayvor Rolpi's office
" BEdward Rainey, Rolph's secretary,
arrived in the midst of O'Connell's ad-
{dress. and, supported by Chief Clerk
Dunnigan, urged that Vogelsahg re-
spond to the call of the mayor. Vogel-
sang arose with apologies to the dele-
gation, asking Supervisor Murphy to
take the chair and continue the hear-
ing.

But O'Connell, Supervisor Andrew J.
Glalagher and others protested. O'Con-
nell stamped his foot, shook his fist
and shouted.

“You have no right to leave,” he
cried. ““This is for the people. When
the Spring Valley wants anything, it
gets it quick. But we are only the
people-—we have to wait.”

“Nonsense, sit down,” answered Vo«
gelsang. “You have no business to
talk that way. This meeting with the
mayor is also for the people and is of
the utmost moment and importance. It
has heen arranged a long time.”

General Manager Eastman of the
Spring Valley company was called
upon to explain many conditions 'in-
volved in the complaints. A fire at
Thirty+ninth avenue and Geary street,
in which a building was burned to the
ground and women and children res-
cued, was the subject of much discua-
sion. Fire Chief Murphy and others
gaid that at first there was not a drop
of water in the hvdrants, and that when
water was turned on it was “too late
to save anything but the lot.”

Complaint Against Cattle :

The complaint of the residents of the
Bay View district against cattle that
cause damage to their gardens and
threaten the lives of women and chil-
dren may result in the establishment
of union stock yards. Wholesale butch-
ers appeared before the supervisors’
health cpmmittee yesterday and con-
tended that under present transporta-
tion conditions it is diffieult to keep
cattle within bounds while driving
them to slaughter houges. Health Of-
ficer Brodrick and Supervisor Kosh-
land were appointed to take the matter
up with the railroad company.

State to Do Work

Park Superintendent John MecLaren,
in reply to a request from the super-
visors for his opinion as to the neces-
sity of the city creating a horticultural
commission, stated in a communication
vesterday that there are so few “stock
grounds” in the city that the state hor-
ticultural commissioner at the ferry
building could attend to the work.

Mayor Counts City Cash

Mayvor Rolph yvesterday began an of-
ficial ecount of the city's money in the
treasury and succeeded in counting all
but $3.000,000 of the $7,197,879.73 -on
hand before he was called away on
other pressing business. According to
Treasurer McDougald, Rolph is the first
mavor since Phelan who actually
"co.umed" the municipal funds. Others
in making the annual count emploved
the checking system, says the treas-
urer.

Change for Birth Records

On request of the board af health the
supervisors’ health committee yester-
day recommended that the ordinance
relating to birth certificates be re-
pealed, as it conflicts with the state
law. The city ordinance provides that
certificates of birth must be filed before
the fifth day of each month. This per-
mits of a delay of many weeks in the
filing of birth records, inagmuch as a
birth on the sixth of the month need
not be recorded until the fourth of the
next month, according to the ordinance.
The state law provides that certificates
must be filed within five days aftef
birth.
