Bryan, whose friends on the committee
submitted the names of four other can-
didates.

Eight of the 16 votes of the commit-
tee went to Parker, while Representa-
tive Henry of Texas received three
votes, Senator elect Ollie James of
Kentucky three votes, Senator Kern of
Indiana one vote and Senator O'Gorman
of New York one vote,

As the campaign managers of those
seeking the presidential nomination
were playing for position with respect

not have deserted: him on August 1,
1898, .

Sne denies that she ever deserted
him and adds that at the time he says
their marriage occurred she was 11
years old.”

Mrs, Farrall declares her husband
choked her in November 1903, and that
he deserted her and their child six
months before he “absconded,” which
was October 10, 1906.

DR. REITMAN PREDICTS
POLICE CHIEF'S DEATH

Anafchist Says San Diegan Will
Be Assassinated

SPOKANE, Wash., June 20.—Dr. Ben
Reitman, anarchist, who recently was
expelled from San Diego and given a
coat of tar and sagebrush, declared to-
day that Chief of Police Wilson of San
Diego would be assassinated.

“As John Sullivan, late Chief of Po-
lice of Spokane, died with a bullet in
his heart,” he sald; “so will Chief
‘Keno' - Wilson of the San Diego de-
partment meet his fate. -In the free
speech fight in Spokane Sullivan caused
many Industrial Workers of the World
to be imprisoned. One of these sought
revenge and Sullivan paid the penalty.
If will be so in San Djego, where hun-
dreds of Industrial Workers have been
beaten and cast into jail.”

Chief Sullivan. was killed January,
1911, by a shot fired through the win-
dow of his home as he sat reading. No
trace of the assassin has been found.

Partner of Late W. C. Whitney
Victim of Brain Tr-uble

LONDON, June 20.—Luther Maynard
Jones, former law partner of the late
Willlam C. Whitney and first secretary
of the Yale Alumni association, was
found today in Streatham infirmary,
after a disappearance of three years,
due to loss of memory caused by ab-
scess on the brain.

Jones came lere several years ago
in connection with an important law-
suit, but was compelled to give up
practice owing to brain trouble. He
afterward became a noted antiquarian.

The muddy
stretches proved quite annoyving and
in Many instances the car sunk some
18 inches in the soft going.

“Our route from Dunsmuir to: Cas-
tella and from' the latter town to Delta
was a series of rough roads, but from
Delta to Kennett traveling was most
agreeable. The 30 miles between Ken-
nett and Redding necessitated some
careful driving, as the mountain road
is narrow and dangerous. From Red-
ding to San Francisco the route was
made up of splendid highways.

“Our entire journey totaled 1,052
miles. During the trip not the slight-
est trouble was experienced with the
‘car, and we were only held up twice
by punctures. This is a splendid rec-
ord, considering the length of the tour
and the hard roads we encountered.”
