Demonstration of progress and activ-
ity in preparation for the Panama-
Pacific exposition, and explanation nf;
the difficulties that have made more'
rapid Jevelopments Impossible were,
combined yesterday in the dedication!|
of the site fof the Kentucky bullding
by commissioners from that state and
the conference of more than 200 su-
pervisors from the various counties of
California.

Assembled as a convention after a
banquet given by the exposition com-
pany at the St. Francis hotel, the su-
pervisors representing 47 of the 58
counties of the state, by an enthusi-
astic and unanimous vote, decided last
night to place the county exhibits in a
state building in the exposition, and
call upon the legislature to take meas-
ures for providing a fund by tax levy
to construct this building.

All of the countdes, especially the
counties of southern California, de-
cided to drop plans for county build-
ings and centralize their exhibits in
the one building. This decision was
reached after an animated discussion
by the county supervisors and ecounty
eommissioners lasting more than an
hour and a half. The condition is that

a general state tax levy be made to
construct a California counties build-
ing to cost in the neighborhood of
$1,000,000. Supervisor H. A. Jastro of

Kern county acted as chairman of the
convention.

After the banquet President C. C.
Moore of the exposition company made
a brief address on the necessity of one
building for all the counties, and on
the Incenvenience which individual
county buildings would create.

Alfred 1. Esberg defined the plans in
detail and then the supervisors decided
to assemble into a convention, electing
Jastro as chairman. *

Following the passage of the first
resolution, a second one was passed
that a committee be appointed of one
member from each county to eampaign
for the legislative action to secure
funds for the building.

The spot at Harber View, which, in
the words of the Xentucky commis-
sioner, H. D. Newcomb, is “expected to
be in 1915 a garden spot blooming with
mint and bluegrass,”™ was accepted by
the three official representatives of the
governor of Kentucky vesterday after-
noon at a cevemony witnessed by the’
California supervisors, at which the
welcome in behalf of California was
extended by Lieutenant Governor A. J.
Wallace in the absence of Governor
Johnson.

A military review of the troops at
the Presidio in honor of the Kentucky
visitors was a feature of the celebra-
tion.

CONFERENCE OF SUPERVISORS

More work-a-day in character, per-
haps, but none the less illustrative of
the work done on the exposition and
the results expected, was the confer-
ence of supervisors held@ in the morn-
ing at the St. Francis. This session
was continued in the evening at a din-
ner at the St. Francis at which the
visiting county officials were the guests
of the exposition officials.

Plans and prospects for the exposi-
tion were subjects dealt with at the
mtrning session of the supervisors'
conference. R. J. Taussig, secretary
of the exposition company, presided
and introduced the various gpeakers.
The women’s board of the exposition
was represented by Mrs, P, G. San-
born, Mrs. Willlam T. Sesnon, Mrs.
Galllard Stoney, Mrs, Abbie E. Krebs,
Mrs. Ayvlet R. Cotton and Mrs. Laura
McKinstry. Several of this board also
acted as escorts to the wives of the
Kentucky commisgsioners during the
afternoon.

DIFFICULTIES EXPLAINED

Judge Curtis H. Lindley opened the
discussion of the morning by stating
that he believed there had been much
apprehension in regard to the motives
of the exposition apd that he wished
to clear the matter up, at the same
time explaining some of the difieulties
under which the directors had labored.

“We feel that there is a misappre-
hension in certain parts of the state
regarding the work,” said Un,dloy.
“Because buildings are not seen aris-
ing right now it is thought that work
is not progressing. Such an’ opinion
does not take Into account the care:
necessary in Delecﬁn‘ sites

“Because we can't see everything
with out own eyes we think things are
wrong. The preblems are innumer-
able and we can not start one buiiding
until the whole scheme is completed.
We desire sympathy and «'o-operatiqn
and we want to have you know the
difficulties we have to meet and the
things which make for success.”
MOORE ASKS FOR SUPPORT

President C. C. Moore took up the
history of the exposition to date, out-
lining the scheme under which directors
were chosen and the work begun,; and
made a plea for hearty support of the
great project.

“A gshort exhibition would pay the
best, but the maximum geod to Cali-
fornia wlll come from a winter to win-

ter affair,” sald Moore. *“We are now
facing a shortage of $2,000,000. It may
be sald, ‘Prune the fair down, but it

can’'t be done. It must be larger in size
than the Paris exposition of 1809, or
foreigners will be disappointed, al-
though it will have less acreage than
St. Lounis’ or Chicago’s fairs. We will
not have near space enough for all
exhibitors, and we must make the fair
selective,

“Mrs. Oelrichs and Mrs. Vanderbilt
gave u$ more trouble than any one
else in regard to getting the site. If
they had been men it would have heen
very easy to get a vigilance commlttee
frem the directors to go after them.”
CONNICK SUMMARIZES COST

Director of - Works H. I. Connick
gave a statistieal summary of the cost
of the exposition and outlihed some of
the plans.

“This is a good kind of a meetln%
this get together conference,” i
Lieutenant Governor A. J. Wallace in
concluding .the speeches of the morn-
ing. These men are working earnestly
to bring about this great world’s fair,
and they need our support to be cer-
tain of success.”

ThomasP. Haydon,
Murdérer, -at Last
Behind Prison Walls

Mendocino County Once Went
Broke Prosecuting Notori-
ous Gun Fighter

The bitter siruggle to save from a
prison term Thomas P. Hayden, con-
vieted more than a year ago at Weaver-
ville of the murder of Morris Norgard
at Round valley in Mendocino county,
ended this week when the defendant

was received at San Quentin peniten-
tiary, the supreme court denying his
application for rehearing on appeal.

The sensational trial of Haydon at
Weaverville in May, 1811, kept the
county seat of Trinity in an uproar for
some three months because of the in-
tense feeling between the prosecution
and the defense, #Haydon has been
twice tried for murder, and figured
prominently in the famous Littlefield
and Ericson trials of 15 years ago.

Haydon was closely allied with John
E. White in his early misadventures in
Covelo and Round valley, and was
known throughout the Long Ridge
country as a gun man. He once bank-
rupted Trinity county in a eriminal
prosecution, escaping a second trial
for the murder of Jack Littlefield. Most
of the expense of his last prosecution
was met by Chris Norgard of Covelo,
cattle king and father of the murdered
boy. Norgard especially retained Dis-
trict Attorney Robert Duncan of Men-
docino county and Attorney Henry J.
Rogers of this city to assist District
Attorney Horace Given of Trinity in
the trial of the case. Haydon was
sentenced to 20 years. His troubles
all grew out of grass fights for cattle
ranges.

RIOT OVER SPITE FENCE
AROUSES STAID ALAMEDA

Two Story Eyesore Brings

Beadle 200 Callers

ALAMEDA, June 20.—A hurry call
for the police checked an incipient riot
in front of the residence of Donald
Beadle at 1200 Sherman street in the
fashionable district of Alamada to-
night. Two hundred indignant citizens
protested against a spite fence erected
by Beadle, which shuts off the light
from the residence of Thomas Turner at
1311 Clinton avenue.

“Pull down the fence! Hang him in
effigy!” and other shouts went up from
the crowd assembled in front of Bea-
dle’'s home. Beadle became so appre-
hensive that damage would be done to
his property and himself that he tele-
phoned for the police and two patrol-
men responded. The riot was promptly
checked ang the crowd dispersed, but
not until after Beadle was given the
ultimatum that he must act before
Monday night in the matter of remov-
ing the fence.

REBEL FORCES TO
SPLIT IF DEFEATED

CHIHUAHUA, Mex., June 20—Defeat
by the federals in the approaching
battle at Bachimba, 46 miles south of
here, will mean incessant guerrilla
warfare by the Mexican rebels, accord-
ing to the declaration today of General
Pascual Orozco.

The rebel army, in case of a reverse,
will be divided into numerous mobile
bands, the heaviest under the immedi-
ate control of the commander in chief,
who would also bear with him the state
officials necessary for the establish-
ment of the state capital at whatever
place General Orozeco may encamp.

The city of Chihuahua will be evacu-
ated by the rebels rather than allow its
residents to be submitted to the dan-
gers of a bombardment, General
Orozco declared today.

BACHIMBA, Mex., June 20.—The reb-
els have changed their minds about en-
