I'OWER IN SCHOOLROOM

The main address of the morning was
by Prof. Maria L. Sanford of the Uni-
versity of Minnesota, who has won i
highly merited honors in the intellect- |
ual world, and who spoke on "Moral
Power in the Schoolroom.'*

"It is claimed," she said in opening,
"that the immense outlay for educa-
tion makes for higher citizenship?and

this is true. Education makes for the
development of higher instincts, but j
this is not the only privilege of the
schoolroom.

"Education is not only a means of
livelihood but of life. The money
value, of education we know but the
?value to the soul is immeasurable, and
this we are too apt to overlook and
?underestimate. The highest power in

the land is for many tne school, taking

children at the time when they are be-
ginning to think and molding their
characters."
AGAINST SECTARIAN TRAINING

Sectarian training of any kind Pro-
fessor Sanford condemned in the school,
but justice, truth, honor, kindness, the
things that are lovely and the thhigs

that are of good report, were oommon
to all faiths, she said, and parents

were glad to have their children taught

them.
"Nothing," she said, "should hinder

the teaching of morals." She thought
that too many demands were made for
Intellectual strength of teachers and
not enough for the creative gift of
moral power that glorified all other at-
tributes.

"If we want teachers of moral
power." she said, "we must create the
demand for them and see that no oth-
ers gain the positions. We should
know the teachers of our children from
the kindergarten up."

She spoke of the grave dangers that
accompanied the blessings of advanced
education, among them the glamour cast
by contact with riches that might lead
the young man or woman going to col-
lege from the country town into false
estimates of life. "This," she said,
"is due frequently to the carelessness
and indifference of the instructors, who
fee! that intellectual standards are all

are required and are lax In their
Views of morality.

"It is better for a youth to graduate

the crossroads schoolhouse than
from a university that mars his ideals."

V" CONSERVATION

Department Heads Discuss
Policies to Be Presented

to General Federation

That even without the nation wide
Iballot the women of America were

preparing to obtain through congress

laws aimed to Improve the conditions
of farm life became evident yesterday,

:when policies for the conservation de-
jpartment of the General Federation of

!Women's Clubs were discussed by the
jheads of the various departments at a

|meeting at the St. Francis hotel. The
meeting was closed to the general dele-
gates and Incidentally was the first in
the history of the general federation
called to consider systematizatlon of
the various departments. Owing to the
important results expected from this
new council of department chairmen
the meeting aroused great Interest and
a little pique as to who was responsi-
ble for the innovation.

Mrs. Emmons Crocker of Fitchburg,

|Mass., chairman of the department of
[conservation and a national leader of
prominence in the federation, presided
lat the meeting, which was attended by

iMrs. Everett W. Pattison of St. Louis,
chairman of the department of art.

TWO CLAIM DISTIXCTTON
The consideration of business was

dropped for a moment when Mrs.
Crocker, in outlining some of the pro-
posed methods, said:

"I hardly know why I should have
been chosen to lead thla meeting, unless
it was because I brought up the idea at
the last biennial convention."

"I beg your pardon," interposed Mrs.
Pattison, "but I believe it was I who
made the motion for this conference."

The other members had varying ex-
planations of the way In which the con-
ference was called. Then Mrs. Crocker
cut the Gordian knot by saying:

"Really, I will gladly concede that I
am chairman of the meeting for no spe-
cial reason at all. Let us proceed to
business." 4

The purpose of the new conference Is
to eliminate duplication of effort and
spur to greater activity the chairmen
of the departments by providing a
council of those officers, that shall be
closed to the general delegates, in or-
der that only matters of weightiest im-
port shall come up. Scores of delegates
were turned away frqm yesterday's
conference. All took the matter in
good part, as the necessity for concen-
tration of effort was apparent.

ORIGIX OF DEPARTMENTS
Great progress has been made since

the last biennial convention, when the
various committees were transformed
into departments, each with a definite
line of activity and with greater powers
of initiative than the old committees
had.

In keeping with this idea, what was
the forestry committee has expanded

|into the conservation department.

INow, in addition to forest conservation,
the women's organization wields power
in legislation for the preservation of
food and game animals, the conserva-
tion of coal and oil, scientific education
of the public in regard to soil culture
iand other affairs. The conservation de-
partment is interesting itself in legis-
lation to better farm conditions.
EFFECT OF WOMEX'S WORK

The effect of the women's work may
be seen in the uassage of the Weeks
bill by congress last February, pro-
viding in a modified form for national
forests in the Appalachian and White
mountains. While the bill is not all
that was desired. It was obtained only
after personal and arduous work in
Washington by Mrs. Crocker.

DARONESS WILL
D SPEAK ON PEACE
Member of Royal Austrian

Family Was Winner
of Nobel Prize

Baroness Bertha yon Suttner, through
whose influence the Nobel peace prize
was founded, the recipient of the honor
in 1905, and one of the most noted
women of the old world, will speak this
evening at a meeting in favor of inter-
national peace at the First Congrega-
tional church, Post and Mason streets.
Rev. Charles F. Aked will be the other
speaker.

The baroness will arrive In San Fran-
cisco this morning and will be given
a reception by tbe Century club this
afternoon at the clubhouse, Sutter and
Franklin streets. She will be a
speaker before the convention of the
Federation of Women's Clubs July 4.

Baroness yon Suttner Is connected
with some of the oldest families In
Austria, and is of royal blood. Before
her marriage she was the countess yon
Klnsky. Her father was imperial field
marshal of Austria, and her grand-
mother the Princess Christine Llchten-
stein. Her cousin, the count Monto-

cuculi, is commander in chief of the
Austrian navy.

She was responsible for the founding
of the Nobel .peace prize, by prevail-
ing on Alfred Nobel, the famous Swed-
ish scientist, to establish it when he
realized that his dream that the dyna-
mite which he had invented would put
an end to war was futile.

Her book, "Lay Down Your Arms,"
was the achievement for which the
prize was awarded to her In 1905 and
jit has since become one of the most:famous literary works of the present
time, having been translated Into prac-
tically every language in the civilized
world.

This novel has been called the "Uncle
Tom's Cabin of the peace movement,"
while she herself has been styled the
"general in chief of the world's peace
army." She founded the Austrian Peace
society and has been Its president. She
Is also a member of the governing
board of the permanent bureau for in-
ternational peace.

The baroness is a great admirer of
American institutions and keeps in
close touch with the life of the United
States. She visited this country in
1904, and says, more in earnest than
in jest, that she hopes by faithfulness
in this life to earn the right in her j
next incarnation to be born an Amerl- j
can woman.

STATE DELEGATIONS HOLD
CAUCUSES ON CANDIDATES

Caucuses by various state delegations

called to name members of the nomi-
nating committee of the convention,

and, in some cases, to pledge the
strength of an entire state delegation

to one of the presidential candidates,

marked the chief political activity of

the General Federation of Women's
Clubs yesterday.

The opening of the business sessions
of the convention and the luncheons
and conferences that occupied the dele-
gates during the day in no wise abated
the bustle of the campaign. Baltimore
hasn't anything on San Francisco this
week, as fjir as the business of politics
Is concerned, but the methods of the
two conventions are at decided vari-
ance.

To begin with, Mrs. Philip H. Car-
penter of New York and Mrs. Percy V.
Pennybacker of Texas are the best of
personal friends and their political

views are strikingly similar. If the
question of equal suffrage Is to be made
a factor In convention politics, as has
been rumored, there is little choice to
be found in the attitude of the two candi-
dates on the subject. Both are ardent
believers in the extension of suffrage
to women, yet neither is willingthat
suffrage should be made a question for
federation action.
TYPES OF CANDIDATES

In a way, both candidates for the
presidency are of the "black horse"
type. Mrs. Josiah Evans Cowles of Ix>s
Angeles was generally looked upon as
the logical candidate for the office, as
she Is now first vice president of the
federation and has been a leader in
general federation affairs, hut she elim-
inated herself from the race. This was
due to the selection of San Francisco
as the meeting place of the present

biennial. She played a big part in
bringing the convention to San Fran-
cisco, but refused to stand for the
presidency on the ground that custom
had decreed that the president should
not be chosen from the convention
state, where a controlling vote might be
secured from local delegates for any
favorite candidate.

Mrs. Cowles' self-sacrifice left the
field open, and Mrs. Carpenter and Mrs.
Pennybacker were injected into the
fight hy their respective states. Both
have made brilliant records in general

federation work and each Is looked
upon as being highly deserving of the
honor of the presidency. So the fight

Is neither based upon an essential issue
nor upon the personality of the candi-
dates, but rather upon a question of
geography. Both have strong backing

in certain sections, and the contest is
on strictly friendly lines.
CAUCUSES HELD BY STATES

In most of the states that have cau-
cused thus far for the purpose of nam-
ing members of the nominating com-
mittee the state representatives have
been given no instructions. In most
delegations, too, the choice of member
of the nominating committee has fallen
upon the state president. A few of the
states are openly aligned in favor of
one or the other of the presidential
candidates, but none excepting Texas
and New York is pledged.

Illinois, with its big delegation, is
said to be almost a unit in support of
Mrs. Pennybacker, but is taking prac-
tically no part in the fight. This Is be-
cause the Illinois delegation Is bending

all its energies to secure the 1914 bien-
nial for Chicago.

THREE FOR VICE PRESIDENT

Three candidates are in the field for
the two vice presidencies. Mrs. S. B.
Sneath of Tiffin, 0.. is being boosted
for the first vice presidency by her en-
tire state delegation and is said to have
a strong backing from other states.
Mrs. Ia T* Blankenhurg, wife of the
reform mayor of Philadelphia and a
leader in all federation affairs, is a
favorite for re-election to the second
vice presidency. On the other hand,
Mrs. George A. Bacon of Worcester,
Mass.. is being advanced for one of the
vice presidencies by the New England
delegates.

Mrs. Eugene Rellley of Charlotte,
N. C, Is the most prominently men-
tioned candidate for corresponding sec.
retary of the general federation and
Mrs. Harry t* Keefe of Walthlll, Neb.,
for recording secretary.

CANDIDATES FOR DIRECTORS

Illinois is laying claim to a position
on the board of directors and has two
candidates in the field for the place
that it hopes to obtain. One Is Mrs.
Frances D. Everett, secretary of the
state federation, and the other is Mrs.
Alice Bradford Wiles, Mrs. Minne "Starr
Grainger, the state president, i* said
to be eliminated as a possibility be-

CTATES' LEADERS
M IN CONFERENCE
Problems in Executive De-

partment of Federation
Considered in Detail

State presidents and general federa-
tion secretaries representing 86 states
gathered yesterday afternoon in Doric
hall, Golden Gate Commander}', in con-
ference under the chairmanship of Mrs.
Philip N. Moore, president of the fed-
eration. Many Important questions re-
garding the executive department of
the federation were taken up in gen-
eral discussion.

Among the matters considered were
the avoidance of duplication in gather-
ing the roll of the federation; the need
of a general bureau; districting the
states; the appointment of general fed.
eration secretaries for state work and
the question whether the state federa-
tions should hold biennial sessions.

!DUPLICATE E.VROLLMEXTS
The question of avoiding the dupli-

cation of members in the enrollment
took up much of the time of the con-
ference. This involves the control of
district and city federations by the
state federations. In many cases the
district and city federations, embrac-
ing several clubs already In the state
federation In joining the state federa-
tion, add the roll of the club members
already affiliated with the federation,
and this m-tkes duplication.

Among those who made suggestions
to obviate this were Mrs. Minnie Starr
Grainger, president, and Mrs. Frances
Kverett, vice president of Illinois; Mrs.
Homer Miller, president of Iowa; Mrs.
Thomas Jefferson Smith, president of
Kentucky; Mrs. John L. Ruhl, president,
of West Virginia, and Mrs. R. H. Lacy,
vice president of Kentucky: Definite
action was left to the convention.

Under the present system state fed-
eration secretaries are appointed by
the general federation to act as in-
termediaries between the general fed-
eration and the state federations. There
has been a feeling against this in some
states, and the suggestion that met
with most favor yesterday was that the
president of the state federation auto-
matically should succeed as general
secretary, because she would be In the
best position to hold office.

The need of establishing- a general
bureau for the federation was widely
asserted In the meeting and It is ex-
pected that action will be taken on this
matter in tho convention. The con-
ference was brought to a close by Mrs.
Frank X. Shiek. corresponding secre-
tary, who outlined the methods by
which the records of the federation
were kept.
