convention.

Comservation of publie health in its
varkius‘phases of a national program
‘for public health, social hygiene, pure
food 4nd school hygiene was taken up
by the women of the federation last

night in the Sutter street pavilion at a
meeting conducted under the auspices
of the department of health by the fed-
eration. - o

The evening’'s program was preceded
by several vocal and instrumental se-
lections. Mra. Eiugene Reilley, former
president of the North Carolina federa-
tion, was ‘the presiding officer.

Mrs. 8. 8. Crockett of Nashville, Tenn,,
was scheduled to read a paper on “A
National Program for Public Health,”
but in her absence the paper was read
by Mrs, 1. F. Edson of Los Angeles.

The activities of the federal govern-
ment in sanitation in the canal zone,
the work of the mariné hesp.iiais n
stamping out contagious diseases and
the eradication: of yellow fever in New
Orleans, the bubonic plague in San
Francisco and typhoid fever in the state
of Washington were all cited as fore-
runners and aids to the establishhment

By MARY-ASHE MILLER-
‘Conservation in its variety, from en-
érgy: to sodil and*“back again through
the .forests to mother “love, made up
most of the morning's proceedings at
the biennial ronyentihn of the General

Federation of Women's Clubs yester-
day, with a ‘preliminary mixture of
the president's recommendations and
proposed amendments "to’ be ‘discussed
and voted upon.

Mrs. Emmons Crocker of Massachu-
setts is chairman of the department of
conservation and she is an enthusiast.
To help her out im specific lines - she
had Mrs. Lovell White of San Fran-
c¢isco, whose motto is ‘““Woodman,
spare that tree,” and who backs up the
admonition with congressipnal author-
ity whenever it ‘iz necegsary; Mrs. J.
D, Wilkinson of Louisiana, who can
f®1l more uses for water .than. are
dreamed of in the philosophy of nine-
tenths of the world; H. H. Gross, pres-
ident of the National Soll Fertility
league, who !{s going to have farmers
taught to farm so that*®hey will make
more money with less effort, and the
teaching will be sufficiently untechnical
to be practical at first sight: Miss Myra
Dock of Pennsylvania, who gave a
wonderful exposition of the things-that
Pennsylvania is doing to make new
forests where there is waste land, to
purify its water system and sources,
and other equally interesting and com-
mendable measures. ;

Likewise Mrs. Crocker herself (n
closing the program of her department
gave a history of good roads from the
earlier periods of-history and showed
why the issué is a vital one.

FIRE CHITF’S ULTIMATUM

There were greetings. scattered
through the morning, a report or two,
several annoyncements, of which’' the
two most startling were an ultimatum
from the chief of the fire department
that he would. sweep the entire conven.-
tion -bodily from the pavilion if the
women didn’'t stop moving their chairs
into the aisles, and a call to the nomi-
nating committee to meet Wednesday
morning at_the Hotel Normandie at. 7
o’clock. This had been arranged be-
fore—the: matter of meeting at this
early hour—but it had not been pub-
ilcly announced that there were some

murmurs of astonishment among . the
clubwomen. One woman said ~ she
didn’t think it was dignified.

The meéasure providing that ' the
autditor shall examine all bills and
sign all vouchers ’before payment is
made by the treasurer and Kkeep a

record of all bills presented was passed.

The president of each state ghall be
included in the voting body of each
biennial, whether shoe be a delegate or
not, according to another ameéndment
passed vesterday. snd a penalty of 50
cents shall be added to the dues of
these one month late in:- making pay-
ment, another measure passed declares.
NEW YOTING PLAN TABLED

Pennsylvania's proposed reorganiza-
tion planp providing for a new method
of managing the voting body of the
biennial was laid on the table without
any.consideration.

One has a -feeling that it wlil con-
tinue to adorn .the table with the per-
gistence displayed in olden  times in
rural districts by the family album of
portraits.

The president’s rocommendatmnn as
embodied in her annual report, read on
the opening day of the convention.
were printed in a neat list and unani-
mous vote: was to the effect that every
effort be used to enforce them. gen-
erally. .

They were as follows: Continue the
bureau of information; continue man-
ager and work to the falf board meet-
ing: substitute artistic and humerous
sheets for present SBunday comic supple-
ment; discuss rearrangement of depart-
ments; bring in plan’ for effective
changes in 1914; one member of legis-
lative committee in Washington, chair-
man in center of country. members to
be composed of chairmen of depart-
ments in which legislation is ordered:
place subject of peace in subcommittee
under education: place drama under
literature department; complete endow-
ment fund; indorse General Federation
Bulletin.

Mrs. Philip (arpenter, chairmon of
the committee on Outlook, reported that
her committee was a sort of waste-
basket where the president sent her
“crank’ letters and where the board of
directors. sent thomse communications
about which it was \mcertaln as to
value.

In view of ‘the Httle use which this
committee had grown to:be gince the
world at Jarge had xamed a better
knowledge of the woman’s. club move-
ment and. asked fewer irrelevant and
foolish  questions, Mrs.  Carpenter
moved that it be discontinued.
