Major Woodward suggested
that Governor Foss would be willing
to invade Vermont in Governor WIN
son's interest.

"W\u03b2 believe," he said, "that if Gov-
ernors Wilson and Foss speak in Ver-
mont we will carry the state at the
September election."

The democratic national committee
arrived in Seagirt shortly before 2
o'clock this afternoon and went to
Governor Wilson's cottage, where
luncheon was awaiting the members.

The committee decided after lunch-
eon to meet with Governor Wilson in
Chicago, on July 15, to elect a chairman
and other officers. Otherwise the visit
had no political significance as it has
been the custom for years for the
national committee to make a call on
the party nominee just after the con-
vention. While the campaign came is
for informal discussion, no plans were
reached or policies outlined.

OYSTER BAY, R. T.t July 4.?"This

is groin? to be a hot campaign and we

believe the people will win," was the
fourth of July declaration of Theodore

Roosevelt on the outcome of the next
o-umpaign.

"Neither platform of the two old

parties shows the slightest compre-

hension or understanding of the social
and industrial movements that are
pbaking the very foundations of this
government. The democrats, as well
as the republicans, have taken up with
the same old timeworn policies and the
enme battle cries. They have no un-
derstanding of the kind of movements
that all serious thinking people ar«:>
dwelling upon in these times of social
and industrial unrest," the former
president said.
AIMS OF XEW PARTY

?What the new progressive party Is
aiming to get is better conditions of
life for the ordinary wage earner and
the mass of tollers. Neither the re-
publican nor the democratic party by

its platform shows any disposition to
?ret fit one of the greatest problems of
the time?the bight cost of living?or

to make any effort to understand the
conditions or to ascertain the facts
that are responsible for such an un-
exampled pmnomic condition.

?"One of the principal aims of the
new party, which will convene next
month in Chieag". will h* to make
pledges -with the people really to ascer-
tain what the fart? are and to promise
faithfully 10 remedy conditions."

Colonel Roosevelt sai'i that some
honestly believe trusts are responsible
for hish prices. Others think the tariff
la responsible, and stiip lay the blame
on various contributing causes, point-
Ing to countries, where free trade is
practically in operation, but where the
price of commodities has risen almost

in proportion with those of other coun-
tries. He indicated that the emphasis
of th» new party would be laid not so
much on the tariff n'lestions. as upon
the gri»at underlying needs of the wage
earners.
WHX STIMP DOUBTFUL STATES

It Is pretty evident that Roosevelt
\u25a0will take the stump in doubtful states
and make steady drives with all his old
time vigr>r. He will attack the record
of the democrats and will call atten-
tion of the people to the hopeless split

in the political alignment of the party.
"Since Governor Wilson was nomi-

nated." said the third party candidate,
"more than 1,644 letters and telegrams
have reached me from all parts of the
country, 19 out of 20 of these urging
me to fight for the cans* harder than I
have ever fought before."

The candidate voluntarily spoke of
the financial obligations that his party
movement entails. Money, hp s>»iri. Is
already coming in from people all over
the country?checks from $lo and up.

MANAGERS IV THE FIELD

Charles H. Thompson of Vermont,
who took charge of the Roosevelt pri- i
marjes in his state and later in New
Hampshire and Massachusetts, has for
the time being taken supervision of the
third party movement in the New Eng-
land states. Flinn and Van Valkenberg
will be in charge in Pennsylvania. In
Maryland, Colonel Carrington, former
national committeeman. and Charles
B'lnaparte. former attorney general; in
West Virginia. Governor Glasscock is
solid as ever, and recruits include At-
torney General Elliot Dawson. The
fight in Ohio is in the hands of 'Jimmy"
Garfleld. In Nebraska Governor Al-
dricb is solid, and Governor Stubbs is
leading the fight in Kansas.

Rennie was born in England and
! came to the Pacific coast nearly a, quarter df a century ago as store-
? keeper on the White Star liner Belglc.
:He then became freight clerk on the
< Occidental and Oriental liner Coptic,
lof which Captain John Kinder, now
! living In Berkeley, was master.

Rennie was later raised to the rank
of purser, and when R. P. Schwerln
of the Pacific Mail serif Captain
Kinder east to bring the newly built
Mongolia to the Pacific coast, he was
made H\u03b2 purser.

This position he gave up several
years ago to become assistant gen-
eral paesenger agent of the Pacific
Mall company, resigning this about
a year and a half ago to take the
office of general passenger agent for
the Toyo Kisen Kaisha, which he held
until a few months ago. when failing
health forced him to retire.

Rennie had the reputation of being
the most successful purser that sailed
out of San Francisco, and numbered
nearly a thousand friends among
commercial men, tea shippers and
globe trotters who would sail on no
other ship but his.

He was known not only as a man of
great business ability and force, but
also as a person who made many
strong friendships by his personal
qualities. The funeral will probably
be held Sunday.

CRAZED SOLDIER
KILLS HIS FAMILY

Artilleryman Shoots Former
Wife, Son and Daughter, and

Then Kills Himself

WALLA WALLA, Wash., July 4.
Seised with a murderous mania late
today. Sergeant John Proctor of the
«fne hundred and twenty-sixth company,

coast artillery corps, at Fort Worden,

Port Towneend. Wash., shot and killed
his former wife, hie eon and daughter,
and then turned the gun upon himself,

dying en hour and on«rhalf later from
a wound In hie head. The shooting oc.
curred In a lodging house of which Mrs.
Proctor had been proprietress since her
divorce last December. The dead:

J. Procter, age about 46.
Ada Procter, divorced wif*. age 28.
*>llic Proctor, daughter, 14.
Kverett Proctor, son, 9.
Mother and eon were asleep in the

mothers room and it is believed the
crazed father killed them while they
slept. The daughter fled from the room
Into that rented by the father, where
he later sent a bullet through her brain
and took his own life.

Proctor was a gun sighter with h-
troop and secured a month's leave of
absence about two weeks ago. He came
to Walla Walla and put up at his for-
mer wife's lodging house, paying room
rent as a regular patron.

Proctor and hie daugnter took dinner
at a downtown restaurant yesterday

and afterward he sent the girl home
while he mingled with the crowds on
the streets. He used an automatic re-
volver and but four shots were fired.

Mrs. Proctor had been in constant
fear of her husband since their divorce,
according to friends.
