Estate of Late Warren Parlin
Involved in Alleged

Agreement

ART IN AMERICA
HIGHLY DEVELOPED

Prof. Maria L. Sanford Likens
Conditions to Those in An-

cient Athens

BERKELEY, July B.?"Great art

comes to a people after great effort.
We have in America a high develop-

ment of art. We hardly realize the
interest and power there is among

Americans in artistic things, for we
have here every element in its devel-
opment, including freedom and taste."

This was said this evening in a lec-
ture on Greek art given at the Univer-
sity of California by Maria L Sanford,
professor emeritus of the University

of Minnesota.
"American mural artists are equal

to. if not ahead of those of all other
nations," continued the lecturer. "The
same conditions for the development
of great art prevail in America as
were in Athens."

The lecture was a relation of the
history of Greek art. divided into five
periods of growth. The reference to
American art was parenthetically de-
livered.

Professor Sanford will lecture again
Wednesday and Friday evenings at
Hearst hall, her two other subjects to
be "Floreme and Florentine Galleries"
and "Venice and Venetian Painters."

For 25 years she was professor of
rhetoric and ? public speaking at
the University of Minnesota, re-
signing three years ago on a
Carnegie pension. Though 75 years
old. she speaks with eloquence and a
clear voice. She has made a life study
of art and has a large collection of
slides with which her lectures are il-
lustrated.

OAKLAND, July B.?The town lockup
at Hayward has aided plans for the
celebration of the sixtieth anniversary
of its founding by a series of repro-
ductions of old times in the hills. Con-
stable W. J. Ramage informed the board
of supervisors today that in one of the
prisoners at the jail he recognized a
man who drove a 21-mule team over
the canyon roads to Livermore, and
that the old timer will be held under
surveillance to have him ready to drive
one of the ancient stages wihich will
be featured.

Ramage asked for $600 to aid in the
celebration. He was told that the fund
was exhausted. He said that the gov-
ernment would be asked for 50 Indians:
from Arizona and that the Indians
would be in evidence in realistic fash-
ion when the old stages, loaded with
passengers, were taken into the out-
lying districts.

The committees in charge plan to sell
moving picture rights for the carnival
and hope to clear expenses through
concessions.
