Bell Heir Seeks InquiryInto Wife-Poison Charge
HUSBAND DENIES

ACCUSATIONS OF
MOTHER IN LAW

"Family of Mysteries" Is Involved
In Another Peculiar and

Tragic Affair

MRS. FREDERICK BELL'S STOMACH IS
ANALYZED BY CHEMISTS FOR POISON

Investigation of Death Begun at Instigation
Of Mrs. Theresa Bell, Executrix of

$3,000,000 Estate

SURROUNDING
the death of Mrs. Fred Bell, once a beautiful and

popular society girl of Alameda, who died Sunday morning in a private,

sanatorium for inebriates in Page street, there is being raised another
of the mysteries that for 20 years have given the widow and children

of the late millionaire, Thomas Bell, the name of the "family of mysteries."
Mrs. Fred Bell died, according to the report of the attending physicians,

from the effects of alcoholic poisoning, or acute alcoholism, from which she
had been a sufferer at intervals for several years.

Mrs. Theresa Bell, her mother in law, estranged from her stepson through
years of litigation over the $3,000,000 estate, has urged a police investigation
of the death, asserting that Fred Bell had a motive in getting his wife out

of the way.
Bell, who lives at the Holland hotel in Ellis street, indignantly denies

the charge, and, realizing a month ago that he was under suspicion of poison-
ing his wife, he called in a number of physicians to consult with Dr. R. E.
Bering, in whose charge he had placed her. Since Sunday an examination of
the dead woman's stomach and brain has been made by a chemist, who will
make a report at the inquest to be held in a few days.

BELL CONFIDENT OF BEING CLEARED
The circumstances of Mrs. Bell's death, together with what they call

her extraordinary disappearance three months ago, have led several of her
friends to share the suspicions of the mother in law, it is said, but Bell
insists that the inquest will clear him completely and put a quick end to

the ugliest, if not the deepest, of the Bell family mysteries-
Early in January Mrs. Fred Bell, who had not lived with her husband

for several months, went to make her home with the family of Mrs. Mary

C. Scott, 4416 Twentieth street. Only a short time before she had taken
a cure for the drink habit, which had commenced to wreck her life shortly

after her marriage.
?She evinced a desire to live quietly and to overcome her craving for

alcohol and reluctantly the Scotts took her beneath their roof. She was
constantly under the care of Dr. John F. Sullivan, 434 Guerrero street, and
saw him as often as three or four times a week. She had improved rapidly
in health and spirits, according to the Scotts, and seemed to be recovering
completely.

On the morning of April 10 she left to keep an appointment with a
dentist. When she did not return at noon, one of the members of the family

telephoned to the dentist, who said Mrs. Bell had started home. Late in
the afternoon the telephone bell at the Scotts home called them, and a femi-
nine voice said Mrs. Bell was not in condition to come home. When asked

where Mrs Bell had been taken, the
voice refused to answer
Scotts Find Her After Death

Though a diligent search was made,
with the assistance of Doctor Sulli-
van, the woman could not be found,
and gradually the family came to be-
lieve that she had been made the
victim of foul play Less than two
weeks ago they heard indirectly that
she was at Doctor Bering's sana-
torium, but they were not allowed to
see her until after her death.

Mrs Scott declined last night to
discuss the case other than to tell the
circumstances of Mrs. Bell's unusual
disappearance from beneath her roof.
Doctor Sullivan, who is now on a va-
cation Crip to the Yellowstone, is
quoted as having said that Mrs. Bell
was in the best of health at the time
he last saw her, early in April.

They knew that because of her wild
dissipation she was without friends
and had estranged her family to such
an extent that she was practically an
outcast.

She lived almost entirely on funds
borrowed from Daniel McColgan, a
money lender, to whom her husband
had had frequent recourse pending
the settlement of the Bell estate.

All of the associates of the family
knew that at the time'of Fred Bell's
runaway marriage with Elizabeth
Johnston seven years ago, when he
took the attractive Alameda girl, who

The efforts of the state attorney are !
now centered upon finding the man

"higher up" in the case. It is gen-

erally believed that the attorney who,
is said to have acted as the agent In J
the conspiracy was merely working for
Interests which wished to discredit
Funk's testimony in the investigation
of the Lorimer case.

The "man higher up" v.-as partially

Identified as an adherent of Senator
William Lorimer. who took a prominent
part in defending the senator and who
then and since has spent a large for-
tune in fighting Funk, the Harvester

trust man, who started the story of the
$100,000 Lorimer fund, and other ene-
mies of the senator.

Henning Under Surveillance
John C. Henning, the man who was

used as a tool to bring the $25,000

alienation suit against Funk. Is under
ice surveillance and Is said to have

agreed to turn state's evidence with his
\u25a0wife and partake of an immunity bath.

Aside from those reported to be im-

plicated. Miss Eulalia M. Kearney, a
massuese, who became the partial con-

fidant of Mrs. Henning when the latter

was suffering from a nervous break-
down superinduced by the publicity

given her in the case, has become the

central figure. To her is given the
credit of obtaining the first threads of
Mrs. Henning's confession and impart-

ing them to Funk. The latter, co-

operating with the state's attorney, did
the rest.

Those said to be indicted are:

Daniel Donahoe, the lawyer who
brought the suit in behalf of Mrs. Hen-
ning.

Miss Aileen Heppner, who acted as
Intermediary in the exchange of money

by Donahoe to the woman.
Edward Deuter, a former bellboy at

a local hotel, who swore he saw Funk

in Mrs. Henning's company at dinner
in the hotel dining room.

Mrs. Oviatt, who is accused of having
accompanied Mrs. Henning on a trip

east at the instance of Donahoe.
John C. Henning, already under in-

dictment for perjury in the bringing

of the suit. The new indictment is
based on a conspiracy charge.

TWO HOURS BY BANDITS

Nine Dynamite Charges Fail to
Blow Safe; Men Escape

PARSONS. Kan.. July 10.?Missouri.

Kaneas and Texas passenger train No. 9,
known as the Katy Limited, which left
here at 10 o'clock last nlgfht, was- held
up by six masked men near Coffey-
ville, Kan., early today, according to
a report received at the local head-
quarters of the road.

The bandits boarded the train as It
left Coffeyville. When the train was
about 10 miles north of Bartlesville,
Okla., two broke into the express car,
placed a guard over the employes, ;
rolled the safe to the door, thence end
on end to the shallow embankment,

where nine charges of dynamite were
used ineffectually.

Meanwhile others of the gang fired
shots into the air to intimidate train-

men and passengers, few of whom yen- j
tured to peer from the windows. For
more than two hours the robbers

worked before despairing of cracking
i the safe.

THO' U. S. LOSES
2 RACES, EAGLE
STILL IS VICTOR

Point Score on Track and Field
More Than Double That of

Next Competitor

STOCKHOLM, July 10.?To the sur-

prise of everybody, the American
team suffered defeat today in two !
erents, at least one of which, to \

the moment the final started before the
largest crowd yet thronging the sta-

dium here, was believed to be Just aa
good as won. The 5,000 and 1,5001
meters went not to the stars and
stripes, but the first to Finland and the
second to England.

To say that every American kicked j
himself is putting it mildly. It was
mighty hard to lose after such a bril-

liant run of victory. Both races were
nobly lost, and the Americans were
first to admit that victory went to the
best men.

Finn on High Gear
Never did excitement hang upon the

pit-a-pat footbeats on the cinder path

more tensely than when the world's
best distance men started off to decide
the favorite in the 5,000 meter race. It
was the first race of this division ever
run at an Olympic tournament; and
while the mighty prowess of the
speedy Finn, Kolehmalnen, was recog-

nized the Americans had done such
wonders and the two men who qualified
had shown such speed and stamina
that the worst expected wae that the
honors would be split with Finland or
possibly with France.

The actual outcome was that not a
point of this race went to our credit.
The Finlander's speed was terrific. It
seems almost incredible, but he aver-
aged a mile In 4 minutes 10 seconds
and covered the three miles and 188
yards in 14 minutes 36 3-5 seconds. J.
Bouin of France was second and E. \N\
Hutson, the Englishman, third.

Camera Settles Point
We had better luck in the 1,500 me-

ters, but even this was a sore disap-
pointment. Again the running was
desperate, the time of the winner be-
ing 3 minutes 56 4-5 seconds, which is

6 3-5 seconds better than the world's

record made by Mcl Shepard at London
in 1908. A. N. B. Jackson of England

won the race by sheer gameness, with

LISBON'S ARMY IS
AGAIN OUTWITTED

Government Infantry Takes
Town, but Finds Houses

and Streets Empty

LISBON, Portugral, July 10.?The roy-
alist rebels in north Portugal again

outmaneuvered the republican govern-
ment trbops today.

After the sanguinary encounter at

Cabe Ceiras de Basto, where the roy-

alists defeated the Fifth regiment of
infantry, reinforcements of govern-
ment troops were rushed to the scene.

A strong cordon of infantry this
morning advanced slowly on the in-
surrectionary town, pouring In a heavy

fire. A few scattered shots were the
only response, and when the final as-
sault was made with fixed bayonets,
the besiegers found the streets de-
serted and all the houses empty. The
inhabitants had to the
mountains with the royalists and now
are hidden in the passes.

Unless the government decides to

weaken the garrisons of Lisbon and
Oporto, which would be a dangerous
measure to take in view of the possi-
bilityof revolutionary outbreaks in the
bis cities, it seems likely the royalist

warfare In the northern provinces Is
likely to continue for some time.

As the frontier is mountainous, it of-
fers many safe retreats to the royal-

ists, whose roving bands thus are able
to hold in check the superior forces of
the government.

According to last accounts, Captain
Henrique de Paivo Couceiro, the royal-

ist leader, has retired to Spanish ter-
ritory.

The general plan drawn up by the
royalists for the invasion of Portugal
was as follows:

A column of 200 men headed by Lieu-
tenant .Sepulveda was to enter the
country across the river Mino; Captain
Couceiro with another 900 men was to
cross the frontier and enter the prov-
ince of Trash-Os-Montes, which Cap-
tain Acevedo with 200 men was to
reach from Belra and Camacho with
250 men from Abmotejo. Every col-
umn succeeded in entering the prov-
ince, and, with some losses, Captains
Couceiro and Camacho effected a Junc-
tion and fought a battle at Chaves.

AUTO ADDS TRAGEDY
TO SUN'S TORTURES
Woman Killed While Seeking Ice

for Her Dying Child and
Mother

NEW YORK. July 10.?I betook my-

feelf today from the burning pavements

of the region of skyscrapers, got on a

Fifth avenue bus, whereon Iwas done

to a cinder, and at last emerged under

the shade of the trees In Central park.

Under every tree were groups of

twos and threes, some with newspapers
covering their faces?both men and

women?asleep. They were well dressed

and seemingly quite refined, thirsting

for a breath of fresh air and the cool

shades of nature's primal shelter.

It is terrible to see the sufferings of

the poor?especially the sick poor. Out

of one tenement I saw a grandmother

and a 10 months old child removed from
a deathbed, scorched by the burning

breath of squalor, to be laid in the pot-

ters field. The mother of the child had
gone out to beg for some ice and a

little tea. She tottered while crossing

the street a few blocks away, and was

run over and killed by a speeding auto-

mobile.
While she was being examined at

the hospital and giving her name and

address with accents weakened by want

and pain, her mother and her babe
died. There is a world of pathos in
the teeming tenements that crowd the

lower part of the eastside.
