Big Gutterson of Vermont ambled out
on the field and at the first attempt not
only won the running broad jump, but
smashed to bits the Olympic record of
1908 and scored three points for America.
He jumped 24 feet 11 inches and a frac-
tion. The previous record was 24 feet
61% inches. Then Uncle Sam grinned
again. This fime it was partly in amuse-
ment, for word had been brought to t
stadium that the engineers of the Fin-
land had struck because of frequent
transmission of the athletes to shore.
The engineers wanted to see the games
themselves. The team will have to live
ashore in hotels.

In the first heat of the semifinals for
the 400 meter race Charles Reidpath of
Syracuse university won. Then in the
second heat Edward F. Lindberg, Chi-
cago Athletic association, won. It was
in the third heat that Meredith, the
schoolboy wonder, made his great show-
ing. It was a great day for America.

F. W. Kelly, who was first in the
hurdles, came within a tenth of a sec-
ond of tying the world's record. Iiis
time was 151-5 seconds. His was a
wonderful victory, and all the boys are
proud of the Californian.

There was another splendid per-
formance. Kolehmainen, the Finn, ran
the best 3,000 meters ever recorded.
Kolehmainen and Kiviat, I. A. A. C,
battled for seven laps. In the last lap
the Finn spurted away with seeming
ease and finished 50 yards ahead of
Kliviat.

Mercersburg school boy, paced by the
veteran Melvin Sheppard, reduced the
Olympic mark to 48 seconds, a few min-
utes after Charles Reidpath of Syra-
cuse university had broken the same
record by running the distance in
48 7-10 seconds.

In the running broad jump, Albert
L. Gutterson, the Vermont leaper, with
a jump of 7 meters 60 centimeters (24
feet 11 inches and a fraction), beat the
previous Olympie record of 24 feet 6%
inches.

The discus event was something of a
disappointment for the American team,
who met a powerful opponent in the
Finn, A. H. Taipale, but they made him
break a world’s record with a throw
of 148 feet 1% inches to get first place.
Two of the United States team, % L.
Byrd and James H. Duncan, were sec-
ynd and third respectively.

The games opened this morning with
the prospect of providing a more in-
teresting =ession than that of yester-
day. Delightful weather prevailed and
the temperature was favorable to the
American competitors,

Farly this morning a large group of
big men, those from the northern na-
tions forming the majority, gathered
for the finishing rounds of discus
throwing. best hand, Shortly after-
ward the 90 runners, entered for the
406 meters flat race, turned out te com-
pete in the ‘15 heats of that event,
the semifinal heats of which were also
get for decision today.

Lieutenant George 8. Patton Jr., U.
S. A., a tall, slim, fair man took the
regulation sprinter's start. He got off
more like a runner than meost of the
starters and was given a hearty cheer.
He was the ninth to be sent off.

The first four officers to start re-
entered the stadium in the following
order:

Brulle, France; Godfree,

Bernhart, Austria, and Stranne,
Sweden. Then came Haagstrom,  a
swede; Jollier, a Dane, and Wersaell,
2 Swede, in order, but Durant, Eng-
land, who started fifth, finished
eighth. Lieutenant Patton had a lead
of 20 yards in front of Asbrink, Sweden,
when he re-entered the stadium,
but lost ground in the last 50
vards and finished tenth.’ The Swedish
officer, who started tenth, passed him
two yards from the tape. Lieutenant
Patton threw himself forward and
fell at the finish. After a few minutes
he was able to walk off holding the
arm of a friend.

The remained of the officers re-en-
tered the stadium practically in thelr
starting order, but Lilliehook, Sweden,
passed Hohenthal, Russia, on the home
stretch.

The winners in the modern pentath-
lon are reckoned according to lowest
number of points made by them during
the whole of the five events. The first
in each event is credited with one, the
second with two, etc.

When the announcement of the re-

sult of the rhodern penthathlon was
made and three Swedish flags rose at
the same moment to the top of the
flagstaffs at the end of the stadium,
the whole assembly of 25,000 persons
rose to their feet, uncovered thelr
heads and sang the Swedish national
anthem. Then with a mighty Troar
they gave three cheers for the win-
ners, while the American competitors
gave an American yell followed b
“Sweden” three ‘times, after whie
the Swedes applauded Lieutenant Pat-
ton.
The outcome of the discus throwing
was a disappointment to the Ameri-
cans who had counted upon & clean
sweep in that event. The stocky Finn,
A. Taipale, was too much for them.

The United States soon had her turn,
however, when the megaphone an-
nounced that Albert L. Gutterson of
{he University of Vermont at his first
attempt at the running broad ju'mp
which was then beginning, ha;i well
neaten the Olympic record of 24 feet
61% inches, made by Irons of the
United States team in London {n 1908.
Gutterson cleared 24 feet 11 inches and

* 'srhe first tryouts for the 400 meter
flat race were largely formalities. Ixe
several of the heatsethere were qnly
two entries and what races there were
usually took place between the second
and third man.

No attempt was made to run fast
time heats where only two men com-
peted, and it was noticeable that Shep-
pard and E. W. Haley, England. who
ran a dead heat in the second, covered
the course at a jog trot, taking 66 3-5
seconds to cover the 400 meters.

The 3,000 meters team race, the first
heat, was won by the United States
team, consisting of Abel R. Kiviat, 1. A.
A. C.; Tel S. Berna, Cornell university;
Norman 8. Tabor, Brown university;
Louis Scott, South Paterson Y. M. C, A,
and George V. 'Bonhag, I. A. A. C. But
H. Kolehmainen, Finland, came In
first. The American team had four
out of the first five men in the race.

There was a splendid fight between
Kolehmainen and Kiviat, who, for sev-
en laps kept at the Finn's heels. In
the last lap, however, the Finn easily
spurted away and finished 50 yards
ahead. Berna, Tabor and Scott were
next in the order named, while Bon-
hag was the last of the Americans.
The Finnish team numbered onlg four
men. Kolehmainen's time was 8 min-
utes 26 9-10 seconds.

In the second heat Germany won,
outdtstancing the Swedish team, which
was merely giving an exhibition, the
five Swedes running bhreast to breast.
The British team ran alone in the third
heat. South Africa, Russia, Italy and
France had all entered teams, but they
failed to start.

In the fifth heat of the semifinals of
the 400 meters race, Donald B. Young,
Boston A. A., finished first, but was
disqualified on_ the ground of inter-
ference with Hans Braun, Germany,
who was then placed first by the judges
and is entitled to compete in thé finals.

STOCKHOLM, July 12—The Amer-

the Olympic games today. Fred W.
Kelly, University of Southern Cali-
fornia, took the final heat of the 110
metér hurdle race, while Wendell and
Hawkins, also representing the United
States, ran second and tnird, respec-
tively, in this event.

Albert L. Gutterson of the University
of Vermont captured the running broad
jump with a new Olympic record of 24
feet, 11 inches.

The United States finished sécond.and
third in the discus, fifth in the modern
gentathlon and won places in many

eats in other events.

An incident occurred in the last heat
of the semifinals of the 400 meter race
today which for a time stirred up a
small tempest. It was a collision be-
tween Germany and the United States.
An Amherst divinity student, Donald
B. Young, running under the colors of
the Boston Athletic association, finished
two yards in the lead in this race, but
was disqualified, and the heat given to
his fact Teutonie rival, Braun, who
crossed the line second. The circum-
stances led the spectators to think the
United States might protest, but the
American committee, while considering
the judges’ decision in error, accepted
it loyally.

The alleged foul occurred on the first
turn, 50 yards from the start.

The race was for blood, and there was
great rivalry between the two Amer-
icans, Young and Ira N. Davenport,
University of Chicago, and the German,
Braun. Young took the lead on the
first jump. The German attempted to
pass him on the outside at the turn
and was elbowed by Younir. The judges
made an attempt to stop Young at the
next turn, but without success. The
tncident caused great excitement. The
Germans hooted the Americans and
Manager Halpin argued with the
judges. ’

‘When the mixup occurred, Young,
Braun and a Swedish contestant were
bunched. Young had the pole and the
Swede was as close as possible behind
on the inside. with Braun on the out-
side. They were so close together that
they seemed to rub shoulders. The
German sprinted into the lead and
then apparently slowed up. Young
gave him a push with hils right arm.
With that the runners straightened out
and after an inspiring contest came up
the home stretch at a terrific pace with
Young in the lead.

The Amherst boy, who is considered
by all who know him a gentleman and
a clean runner, takes the matter to

heart. In explalnlnf. he said:

“Braun was pushing me back. The
only tning I could do was what I did
or be pushed into the Swede. If they

disqualify me they certainly should dis-
qualify Braun.”

Braun claimed he was fouled, but did
not assert that the foul was intentional.
He said:

“Young pushed me, I could have
won the race if I had not been touched.
Davenport also got too close to me on
the last turn and rubbed me. In a
short race like that a man gets 80
tired that the smallest push may make
him lose two yards.”

Mike Murphy, trainer of the Amer-
ican team, said:

“The German tried to cross in front
and Younf shoved him back. Young
had a perfect right to do what he did.
You can’t cross in front of a man that
way and jostle him.”

The final heat of the 400 meter swim
—breast stroke—was won by Bathe of
Germany In 6 minutes 10 3-5 seconds.
