After treating Mrs. Honsinger for
several days, it is alleged that the
physician placed her in the Irving
sanatorium, at 906 BEddy street, July 8.
Doctor Dwight admits having treated
the ‘woman, but afirms that he per-
formed no operatfon and that perito-
nitis set in as the natural result of her
condition The woman was the wife
of a carpenter.

A sale of 183,000,000 feet of timber
at a price of $409,960 at the head of
the north fork of the Trinity river has
just been completed by the United
States forest service.

own railroad from Castella in Shasta
county to bring the logs out.

STEAMER. ARRIVES
FROM FAR NORTH

Homer Brings No Further News
of Recent Volcanic Disturb-
ances in Alaska

The steamer Homer, Captain Wall, ar-
rived here late yesterday afternoon from
Alaska, but brought no news of tha re-
cent volcanic disturbances in that part
of the world. "The Homer left St. Paul
island June 28 and Unalaska July 2. The
steamer came here for supplies for the
government sealing stations on the isl-
ands of St. Paul and St. George, but
brought no sealskins, having left there
before the time for killing. |

James Judge, government agent at St.

Paul, who was a passenger on_the
Homer, reports everything quiet in the
seal nurseries. There is a wireless sta-
tion now at St. George, and the people
stationed there have been kept in touch
with the outside world through the me-
dium of a daily aerogram furnished by
the navy department

Colonel McGettigan of this city was a
passenger on the Homer from Dutch
Harbor. He has been prospecting in the
vicinity of Makushan bay, and after
seven years of searching thinks he has
struck it rich at last. He brought back
with him samples of rich gold and cop-
per ore. He heard the detonations that
accompanied the volcanic activity on
Katmal, but did not know anything of
their cause until he arrived at Dutech
Harbor.

“As a matter of fact,” he said, “we
thought the explosions were blasts set
off by prospectors on the other side of
the range.”

Two Aleut women, one blind and the
other threatened with loss of sight,
were brought down on the Homer for
treatment. The Homer also brought
down 11 members of the crew of the
schooner Salvator who left that vessel
at Nelson’s Lagoon because the captain
refused to let them use the donkey
engine in discharging cargo. They were
taken to Dutch Harbor on the revenue
cutter McCulloch,

Judge and wife, Colonel McGettigan,
Mrs. A. H. Proctor, wife of the govern-
ment agent at St. George; Mrs. H C.
Mills, wife of the doctor at St. George;
N. C. Davenport and wife, school teach-
ers at Unalaska, and Captain Dahlquist,
who went north. with one of the Alaska
Commercial company's vessels.

‘Terribly Beaten by Friends -
* of Man He Slugged

. “Jimmy” Lawler, the notorious up
derloin character who has been sen-
tenced to serve six months in the county
jail for battery and has his liberty on
account of an appeal, and who has more
recently been charged by the police with
white slaving, was considerably bat-
tered up last night in a free for all fist
fight in a cafe in Mason street.

Though cut and bleeding from many
injuries in parts of his head and body,
Lawler succeeded in avoiding arrest
through the efforts of some of his
friends. He was taken from the place
to a waiting taxicab and rushed from

the scene. It is probable that he will
again be arrested. g

Lawler entered the cafe, whieh is in
Mason street near Eddy, shortly after
11 o'clock, and, according to those in
the place, began to insult people about
him. A young man giving the name of
Bert Andrews, who says he is employed
4in the business office of the Bulletin,
‘took exception to the remarks of Law-
ler. The young man also charged Law-
:r with betraying his 15 year old cou-

n. 3 .
The two were engaged in argument
‘for several minutes and then Lawler,
according to witnesses, struck Andrews
in the face with his fist. The two- be-
gan fighting all around the place, up-
setting tables and causing the fre-
quenters of the cafe to seek refuge be-
hind the pillars. The music was brought
to a stop and the waiters all ran out.
Finally, after several minutes’ of bat-
tling, the friends of Lawler shoved the
two fighters into a closet and locked
the door, Sof

There was a terrific struggle in the
dark closet, for those on the outside
heard wild groans and curses.

LAWLER TERRIBLY MAULED

At this stage of the proceedings
friends of Andrews, who had been visit-
ing another cafe near by, rushed into
the place. They opened the closet door
and found Andrews on the floor un-
conscious, with Lawler standing over
him kicking him in the face.

Lawler was pulled from the closet
and given a terrific beating by the
friends of the young man. Blow after
blow was rained on his face and he
was forced to seek relief from the
beatimg by lying on the floor. This
trick did not save him, however, as
Andrews’ friends jumped on Lawler and
nearly pulled his clothes from his body.
It was only because they were exhaust-
ed that Lawler was not given a worse
beating. His friends carried his limp
form from the place to the automobile
outside. :

SENTENCED FOR BEATING WOMAN

Lawler was sentenced to serve six
months in the county jail because of
his attack on his companion, Ada Bre-
tagne, séveral months ago. He has
appealed this case, and is now out on
bail. ;

More recently he was arrested by the
police on a white slavery charge. This
case is still pending in the podlice court,
while he enjoys his liberty on bail.

JUDGE SUSTAINED.
“BY COMMITTEE

Incompetency Charges Against
Shortall Declared With-
out Foundation

After several hours of investigation,
in which a number of witnesses were
examined, the police committee of the
grand jury decided yesterday afternoon
to recommend the charges of incom-
petency and improper conduct brought
against Police. Judge Shortall by W,
D. Brown, manager of the Hotel Ellis,
as without foundation.

BRADLEY PROVES
" FORMER GONVICT

Man Who Confessed to Killing
‘Special Policeman Williams
Admits Prison Record

OAKLAND, July 12.—Robert Brad-
ley, confessed murderer of Special Po-
liceman Charles A, Williams, was ar-
raigned for murder before Police Judge
Mortimer Smith today and the pre-
liminary hearing was set for July 17.

Bradley, who served a sentence of 12

During all these years the parents be-
lieved that he was working in San
Francisco. .

Bradley has informed the detectives
that at one time he served in
the United States and British navies.
‘At that time he was the champion
lightweight wrestier in the service.
While the British fleet was in Canadian
waters he bested, he says, all the best
American sailors in his class and later
in Rio Janeiro defeated all comers.

Bradley takes his imprisonmsent in-
differently and showed little interest
in the brief hearing in the police court
today.

SECOND TRACK 1S
 NEARING NEVADA

Contract for Construction of
Line From Truckee to Reno
Awarded by S. P.

“A contract for the construction of 15

miles of second track on the Southern
Pacific that will connect the towns of
Truckee, Cal.,, and Reno, Nev., has been
awarded to the Utah Construction com-
pany. This is the latest part of the
| construction of a second track on the
Harriman lines between Omaha and
San Francisco. Hundreds of men are
employed in clearing away underbrush
along this stretch of 15 miles, and
camps line the track.

A large part of the proposed dou-
ble tracking of the Southern Pacific has
been completed. Between Sacramento
and Colfax the second track is in oper-
ation. The laying of the second track
from Benicia to Sacramento, a distance
of 58 miles, is completed with the ex-
ception of elght miles between Web-
ster and Washington. This stretch of
eight miles involves the raising of the:
roadbed across.the Yolo basin and the
rebuilding of approximately two miles
of bridges. It probably will be com-
pleted about October 1 and then there
will be a double track the entire dis-
tance between Oakland pier and Col+
fax.

Between the Oakland pier and Port
Costa the second track has been in op-
eration for several months. From the
pler to Richmond the company is oper-
ating four tracks continuously. A lit-
tle more than 25 miles of second track
has been laid and is being operated on
the Salt lake division of the road ap-
proximate to the Lucin cutoff.

‘The laying of the second track in
Nevada will not be such a problem as
has been’/the same kind of work in the
mountain districts. By October 1 there
will be about 142 miles of double track
line /in operation. ~The engineers in

Attorney Ailfred*T. Brock, represent-
