East Favorable to President Mo
Mahan's Proposal for Fed-

eration to Meet Here

Great Interest in the plans for hold-
ing the convention of the National
Association of Real Estate Exchanges

ln either Los Angreles or San Fran-
cisco in 1915 is reported among the

real estate men of the entire country,
by James G. Stafford of Los Angreles,

secretary of the California State Realty

federation, who went to Louisville to

attend this year's gathering of the
realty fraternity.

Mabry -tlcMahan of San Francisco,
president of the state organization,

extended the invitation of San Fran-
cisco to the national association to
hold Its 1915 gathering beside the
Golden gate, receiving the second of
Mayor James Rolph Jr. of the bay city.

The invitation was greeted with ap-
plause.

Philip D. Wilson, secretary of the
Los Angeles Realty board, the largest
organization of real estate men in the
United States, presented the claim of
Los Angeles as a meeting place, and
read letters from Mayor George Alex-
ander and the several civic bodies of
Los Angeles, showing that the far
famed California hospitality will be
lavishly dispensed in the Angel city
during the proposed gathering. .

The time is yet far in advance, and
will not be decided until 1914. Next
year's session of the national associa-
tion will be held in Wlnnepeg, Can-
ada, ln compliment to the energy dis-
played by the northern delegates in
attending regularly to so many recent
conventions. It Is probable that the
1914 gathering will be at Tampa.

Fla.. and then will come the de-
cision as to which of the two Cali-
fornia cities will be selected.

News of Art and Artists
PORTER GARNETT

AMEDB-J JOULLIN is at work.
He is at work ln the sand dunes
near the park. He is painting

them; that ia to say. he is painting
pictures of them. He intends painting
a series of sand dune pictures, some
14 In all. Three of them are finished
and a fourth is under way.

It is only necessary to recall some of
JoulWn's pictures, painted years ago, to
recognize his ability in this particular
variety of landscape. One of his very
best pictures was of a sandbank cov-
ered with sparse vegetation. The vein
Is on« in whiph he is particularly
happy. This fact calls for special re-
mark when It is remembered that the
attempts of a great many artists at
painting sand are far from successful.
Stated bluntly, their sand is not sand.
It has tha color, but not the quality.
While not contending that Joullln is
th© only successful painter of sand
pictures?there are others, Brewer, for
example?his work in that line is dis-
tinctly able and admirable. To go still
farther with these considerations, the
"quality" in Joullln's sand pictures is
evidenced by the fact that one can al-
ways distinguish in them between drift
sand and packed sand.

The three canvases that Joullln has
finished are In his best manner; they
are charming, it might be argued from
them that he has entered upon a streak
of good painting. It Is to be hoped
that the streak of good painting (and
Industry) will keep up until the 14 can-
vases that he purposes to paint are
finished. If the standard set by the
first examples Is maintained, the series
will be notable. There Is no Indication
in these of monotony. The painter has
expressed three phases of gray day, and
each has Its distinguishing character-
istics, ln spite of the uniformity of the
subjects. The compositions are inter-
estingly varied and are in all cases
admirable in arrangement.

One of the most Interesting features
of these canvases Is the admirable man-
agement of the foregrounds?the de-
spair of bo many capable painters. It
is ln his foregrounds as much as ln any
other phase of his painting that Joullln
makes his "knowledge" apparent. How-
ever he may at times fall below the
standard of his best work, there Is no
gainsaying his knowlodge. He Is thor-
oughly grounded ln the elements of
drawing, and he knows how to use his
tools ? fundamental requirements that
are only too often ignored by landscape
painters. Added to this is the artistic
Intelligence that expresses Itself in
composition, and, as I have already said,
in the management of foregrounds?the

co-ordination of the foreground with
the rest of the picture?the display of
judgment In what is to be eliminated,
what Included.

Ifpreference Is to be given to any one
of Joullln's recent canvases, it should
fall upon one in whlc,h he has caught a
silvery gray tone. In making this pic-

ture he stopped painting at just the
right moment. Every artist knows how
fatal It often is to work on a picture

too long. It Is a fatal mistake that
some pictures should ever have been

I saw one of these, too, at Joul-
lln's studio ?a study of trees. The best
part of it, however, was that the artist
himself has no delusions about It what-
ever.

MRS. JOULXJN. with whose work
in figure painting we have long

been pleasantly familiar, Is now
working Industriously at landscape. It
is to be hoped that the results of the
out of door studies she is making will
be visible before long. Her charming
sense of color and excellent draft-
manship give promise of Interesting
achievements ln the new field she has
decided to enter. *

BOOKS on art wanted. That is the
situation Just now at the San
Francisco Institute of Art. Much

has been said from time to time about
the pictures that were saved from the
Institute at the time of the flre. It
should be remembered, however, that
the institution then suffered tho loss
of Its library?a loss which it has not
since been able to repair. At present
it possesses but few books, and it has

more pressing needs for the fund ax

Its disposal than devoting them to tha
directors of the Institute are allowing

themselves to hope that some public
spirited citizens will be willing to part
with some books of the sort mentioned,
and will present them to the school.
Small favors will be thankfully re-
ceived.

The building up of a library Is, of
course, an essential part of th© work
of an art school. The schools In some
eastern cities can boast notable col-
lections of this sort. The San Fran-
cisco Institute of Art, which Is ex-
panding all the time, Is destined, in the ?
nature of things, to expand still more.
The relations it may normally be ex-
pected to have with the Panama-Pacific
exposition mean expansion, and the
development of a proper working li-
brary is not the least Important task
that should be undertaken.

ON the score of expansion It is In-
teresting to note the way ln

which the School of Design has

branched out since the days when the
writer was a student there, 24 years
ago. In those days only drawing and
painting were taught, and the num-
ber of students was Inconsiderable.
The school has now grown into an In-
stitution offering courses In almost all
branches of fine and applied art- The
attendance has naturally Increased and
continues to do so. During the term'
that closed in May there were 100 more
students in the school than during the
preceding term, and the income was ln
the neighborhood of $1,000 in excess of
the previous year.

SPEAKING of modern tendencies in
art, it is interesting to find Walter

Slckert coming to the defense of

the "Futurist" school in the English
Review. No one else has had anything,
but ridicule for these militant fantas-

tics. but Slckert makes a conscientious
effort to do them critical justice. He

even goes so far as to essay an esti-

mate of the relative merits of various
members of the group. The inevitable
verdict from other sources has been,

unqualified condemnation of their
paintings as the vagaries of a band or
lunatics. Walter Sickerfs reputation
as an artist stands on the firm founda-
tion of 25 years of recognition as a

teacher. A portrait of George Moore
and other pictures by him may be re-

membered as appearing in the early

numbers of "The Yellow Book."
Whether one agrees with him or not,

his opinion is worthy of respect, par-
ticularly when it expresses a critical
Judgment that negatives the opinions of
others.
