
GREAT FRENCH
FESTIVAL DAY
IS REMEMBERED

Anniversary of Fall of Bastile
Observed With Speeches,

Music and Dance

Two Celebrations Are Held, at
Scottish Rite Hall and

at Pavilion Rink

Marked with the taste and dignity

with which the sons of France have

ever been famed in such matters, two

interesting programs in celebration of
the one hundred and twenty-third an-

niversary of the Fall of the Bastille and
the birth of liberty, equality and fra-

ternity as recognized factors in human

progress were given in this city yes-

terday by citizens of the local French
colony.

One was conducted by the Society

Francaise dv 14 Jillet, the object of

which is expressly to perpetuate the
obervanoe of the first fete day of the
French republic. The other was organ-
ized by a committee of leading French
residents of San Francisco. The for-
mer was held at Scottish Rite hall. Van
Ness avenue and Batter street, the lat-
ter at the pavilon rink, Sutter and

Pierce strets.
Henri Merou, consul general t>l

France in this city, was the honorary
president of both gathering's, but he
did not attend either, although each
had his hearty wishes for a pleasant

and successful celebration.
At the former celebration, after

the overture by the orchestra,
Charles Carpy. as president of the
day, made an address of welcome.
Mayor Rolph was introduced to the
assemblage and complimented the
French people of the city upon the oc-
casion, expressing his pleasure at being
called upon to participate in their re-
joicing:.

J. STITT WILSOX SPEAKS
After a solo. Schubert's "Serenade,"

by Mile. .1. Gustin. J. Stitt Wilson,
mayor of Berkeley, spoke. His theme
was the part played by France in the
advancement of liberty, led by Voltaire,
Rousseau and the other great minds of
the eighteenth century. The singing of
the "Star Spansr'ed Banner" by Mme. B.
M. Stich completed the first part of the
program.

The second part began afcer the over-
ture, "Raymond." with the "Dance of
the Terror," produced under the diiee-
tion of its author, A. T. Schleicher. It
was a costume representation if the
parlous days of the revolution, the
vivandieres and sans culottes being
played by Mme. Edward Owens, Bessie
"Wilnert, Huttie Wiess, Irene Fitzpat-
rick. E. A. Lowe and George Jaescke.

Miss Irene Delsol gave an allegory
entitled "A Salute to France," which
was much applauded, as was the solo
from "The Bells of Corneville" by A.
Ferrier. Mile. J. Gustin and A. Ferrier
then sang a duo from "Love Tales cf
Hoffman." Prof. E. J. Dupuy of the
girls* h'gh school de!iv-re.l a discourse
in his native language. Then Mile.
Gustin and A. Ferrier presented a corn-
fly in one act by Jean Bertoc, entitled
"The Marriage of Columbine." The
program was concluded with a stirring
solo of "La Marseillaise" by P. Reiter.

The officials of the fete were the
officers of the society, consisting of
President Charles Carpy, First Vice

The celebration at the Pavilion rink
was under the presidency of Jules S.
Godeau, and had for its presidents of
honor beside the consul general,
Raphael Weill Judge W. W. Morrow,
Judge J. V. Coffey, Supervisor Henry
Payot, Joseph Redding and Samuel M.
Shortridge.

The speaker of the day was formerMayor Edward R. Taylor, who evoked
prolonged cheers for his sentiments on
behalf of the French people. Prof.
Adolphe T. de Vilers made an address
in French, and Prof. E. Larcher, first
vice president, delivered a lecture on
the "Declaration of the Rights of
Man," enunciated by the great phil-
osophers in 1789. A feature of the pro-
gram was the singing of "Le Chant dv
Depart'" in tableaux by Mmes. Val-
mont, Richard Rees, Miles. Cotte and
Perron, Espa-Carie. Coigllo, Valmont,
Perron and Feret. The celebration
concluded with a concert and ball In
the evening.

FIRE FIGHTERS WANT
AN EIGHT HOUR DAY

If Successful 1,400 Additional
Men Will Be Necessary

The city's fire fighters want an eight
hour day, and a committee from the
members of the department will meet
today to discuss ways and means to
secure it. Under the prejsent conditions
the firemen work 24 hours a day, being
forced to livfat the firohouse, and they
nave every fifth day off.

The move to secure an eight hour
day will be made under the charter
provision that municipal employes shall
not work more than eight hours a day.
The meeting will be held at 2:30 o'clock
this afternoon at the offices of Attorney
Marc Anthony at yo>4 Market street.

The granting of an eight hour day
to firemen would mean the employment
of nearly 1,400 additional men. because

are at present some 700 menworking on a whole day shift, and
three shifts a day would require nearly
three times this number.

PICTURES SHOW UP
WELSH'S DECISION

Telltale "Movies" Prove How
Referee Lifted Wolgast

to His Feet

The moving pictures of the recent

Wolgast-Rivers fight were shown here
yesterday for th? first time at the Pan-
tages theater. They are clear and give

a good id*>a of the sensational finish

that brought down a lot of severe criti-
cism on the shoulders of Referee aJck
Welsh.

The pictures will not vindicate Welsh.
On the other hand, they will help to
convince many who were not at the
ringside that Welsh did not act in ac-
cordance with the rules.

When Rivers went down and Wolgast
sprawled over him a second or two

later Welsh lifted Wolgast to his feet,
it »»as UDTlotUly through the referee's
assistance that the champion managed
to get up. Welsh is shown helping Wol-
gast to his feet with his left hand and
counting out Rivers with the other. The
position of the referee at the time Riv-
ers was on the floor cheated the camera
from catching the referee's right hand
bobbins up and down as he is tolling off
the seconds. There can be detected a
motion ?'. tiii- right shoulder, which in-
dicates the count, and the writer, who
wati hed two performance* of the pic-
tures, caught the count at eight, when
rfi\er3 was on his feet and declared the
loser.. ~(\u25a0 blow that Rivers 'Maimed to be
fuu! is shown plainly on the canvas.
It is a left to the stomach and appears
to be low, but Rivers did not go down
immediately after bfins struck. Wol-
gast followed up the by going into
dose quarters, where be started to bat-
ter Rivers' midsection with rights and
lefts until the Los Angeles boy went
down slowly and deliberately. Wh«B
Rivers went down Wolgast stepped
back a foot or two and then lurched
over his prostrate opponent, when the
referee h- Sped Wolgast to his feet.

The champion limped to his corner,
holding his groin as if he ha<l been in-
jured, while Rivers protested.

There is no apparent reason why
Wolgast went down. He was not
struck, and he appeared to be full of
iight in the thirteenth round. He
knows better than any one else why
he fell over Rivers. Whether he be-
came befuddled when River's seconds
started to claim foul and, realizing that
he had struck a low blow, wanted to
get into the band wagon on the same
play is a matter of conjecture. Wol-
ir,i-t put up a play of being injured In
the groin, too.

Rivers appears to have gone down
of his own aconl more than from the
effects of Wnlsrast's blows, as he went
down deliberately. When Wolgast
landed that low left. Rivers' seconds
put up a cry of foul and the Mexican
<iitl li it KtHsp the situation quickly
enough, as he remained on his feet for
several seconds before he, too, went
down.

The aspect of the battle up to the
end had a Wolgast tinge, as the cham-
pion appeared to be systematically
beating down his man. The last couple
of rounds showed that Rivers was slow-*
ing up. and h*- appeared a bit discour-
aged at the task he had before him.
'lie thirteenth round was decidedly In
favor of Wolgast. as he was reaching
his man with body blows.

VETERAN TURFMAN
CLAIMED BY DEATH

Dominick Roberts Mourned by

Large Circle of
Friends

Doqpinick Roberts, a veteran horse-
man with a wide reputation on the coast

for fairness and integrity and the owner
of the Sea Breeze hotel on the beach
and of other valuable properties, died
yesterday afternoon at his home after a
long illness. Roberts was 60 years old
and has been interested in beach activi-
ties for the last 20 years, acquiring
property there in the hope that prox-
imity to the sea would benefit his
health.

The aged horseman made a fortune
from the operation of a poultry market
in Sansome street, where he is still re-
membered by many of the commission
men for his unswerving devotion to
honorable principles in business trans-
actions.

When he left the commission business
Roberts gradually secured a string of
racing horses, which were the peers of
many of the finest turf animals found
on the coast. He was the owner at the
time of his death of several valuable
trotters and a stable of no mean pro-
portions.

Roberts leaves a large family among
the many who mourn his death, three
sons and seven daughters being among
his immediate relatives. The sons have
had charge of his financial and business
interests of late, because of the failing

health of their father.
Funeral arrangements have not been

announced, but it is said that interment
will be in San Francisco. Many friends
of Roberts fxpressed deep regret last
night upon hearing of his death, al-
though it was knoft-n that he might not
recover from his sickness.

STATE PRODUCTS EXHIBITED

JUBILEE SERVICE

Quarter Century Anniversary of
California-Nevada Church

District Is Celebrated

A noteworthy musical service was
given last evening- in St. Paulus church
at Eddy and Gough streets in honor of

the twenty-fifth anniversary of the
founding of the California-Nevada dis-
trict of the Evangelical German Lu-

theran church.
The church was thronged with wor-

The California-
Nevada district is one of the most im-
portant of the 22 districts of the parent

jubilee service was attended by a dis-
tinguished member of the general
synod in the person of Rev. J. Hilgen-

*dorf of Cheyenne. Wyo.. who Is fourth
vice president of the national church
organization.
FINE! CHORUS SELECTIONS

The "A* Capella choir" of the St.
Paulus church, organized and directed
by Professor G. W. A. Beeskow, took,
a prominent part in the program last
evening. This chorus, comprising 50
singers, appeared to advantage in a
number of difficult selections by Con-
cone.

Among the chorus selections were
Concone's "Kyrle," "Gloria in Exceleis,"
"Credo" and "Benedictus."

Miss Lina Hachmeister, the lyric
soprano, sang Gounod's "O Divine
Redeemer."

Professor J. H. F. Hoelter, organist
for St. Paulus, played several solos,
including the "Noel," by Buck, and a
choral study which he composed him-
self.

Yesterday afternoon services were
held In St. Paulus, in the German
tongue, in commemoration of the an-
niversary. Rev. J. T. Theiss, pastor of
the Oakland German Lutheran church,
preached the jubilee sermon, recount-
ing the progress made in the district,
and urging the delegates and others
present to greater activity in the fol-
lowing 25 years. While there are now
60 congregations in the district, in
charge of 55 pastors, there were in
1887, when the district was organized,
but five churches and nine ministers of
the German Lutheran faith. Rev. Mr.
Theiss was a pioneer pastor of the dis-
trict and was chosen as peculiarly well
qualified to preach the jubilee sermon.
GREETINGS OF NATIONAL CHURCH

Rev. Mr. Hilgendorf brought the
greetings of the national church and
spoke highly of the part taken by the
German Lutheran churches of the Pacific
coast in the national religious move-
ment.

The organist at yesterday afternoon's
service was Professor J. G. Theiss of
Oakland, brother of Rev. J. H. Theiss
of that city, and also of Rev. J. W.
Theiss of Los Angeles, whose treatise
on "Prayer" has occupied the attention
of the delegates during the morning ses-
sions of the last week, and will be taken
up for further discussion tomorrow
morning. J. G. Theiss has a wide repu-
tation for his ability as an organist,
and his playing yesterday was appre-
ciated to the fullest extent by the
delegates, both lay and clerical.

Rev. J. W. Theiss, in addition to
being one of the distinguished theo-
logians of the German Lutheran church,
has achieved recognition as a poet.
His religious and lyric verses have
been published in many German peri-,
odicals. His participation in the San
Francisco convention already has been
marked by the appearance of two short
poems, one dedicated to the Pacific
ocean and one on the spiritual gran-
deur of the Yosemite valley.

CONVENTION OPENS TODAY
Yesterday morning the pastor dele-

gates from distant parts of California
and from the state of Nevada supplied
the pulpits of the 10 German Lutheran
churches of the cities about the bay.

The convention this morning will be
called to order at 9:30 o'clock. The
morning session will be devoted to
further" discussion of the paper on
"Prayer," in which Rev. J. W. Theiss
will lead in the debate. The afternoon
will be turned over to the routine
business of the convention.

MANAGER CALLS POLICE

THAW'S LOT MAKES
WOMAN SEEK DEATH

Suffering , from hysteria, caused by
worry over the failure of Harry K.
Thaw to obtain his release from the

New York asylum, Mrs. A. R. Paulson,

who said she was related to a well
known Pittsburg family and a class-
mate of Evelyn Nesblt Thaw, attempted
to commit suicide twice last evening,

Jumping up, the woman ran from the
tracks and dropped in front of a speed-
ing, automobile, but the chauffeur
swerved around her prostrate body.
