
SUPERVISORS TALK
OF MANY THINGS

Routine Matters, From Sabbaths
to Sewers, Occupy the

City Dads

A short session to discuss routine
matters was held by the board of
supervisors yesterday afternoon, the

principal business being the sale of

$34,000 of 3% per cent b° n(se of the

issue of 1904 to the State Construction
company for the completion of the
Stanyan street sewer.

Supervisor Andrew Gallagher intro-

duced a resolution calling attention to

the fact that in the police, health and
public w'crks department the statute
providing for one day's rest in seven

was not bring' obeyed. The resolution
was referred jointly to the finance and
public welfare committees. The resolu-
tion reads:

'"Whereas, the commissioner of labor
of the state of California has called
the attention of the city officials to the
fact that in several departments the

statute providing: for 'one day's rest in

seven' is not being obeyed;

"Resolved, that the finance and ef-
ficiency committees jointly are re-
quested to report to this board the
procedure and appropriation as may be
necessary to bring: all departments

under the operation of said law, and
the employes thereof into the enjoy-

ment of one day's rest in seven, since
this municipality should set an example

in obedience to these measures."
BILLS AXD APPROPRIATIONS

Expenditures out of different ac-
counts to various claimants were al-
lowed, among: them being a second
payment for track construction on the
Geary street railway to Mahoney Broth-
ers of $37,160. and $25,392 to William

H. Henning as the eighth installment
for general construction of the girls'
high school.

A large list of expenditures for pay-
ments to individual claimants and for

construction of public improvements

'was passed to print.
The board ratified a resolution

awarding the following, bonds: Issue of
190S. fire protection bonds, J6S0.000;
sewer bonds. $400,000; school * bonds.
$400,000; hospital bonds, $lS0,000; city

hall bonds. $2,640,000, and exposition

bonds. $1,000,000.
A previous appropriation of $500,000

for the removal of refugee shacks within
the fire limits was made available and
a new list of shacks wiil be destroyed.

MISMOX PARK IMPROVEMENTS
B\u03b2] ervisor Murdock. who presided at

the meeting in the absence of Mayor
Holph, made a report regarding the
recent meeiing: of the National Munici-
pal leagrue in Los Angeles, at which 79
pictures were exhibited, showing ex-
amples of municipal art in San Fran-
cisco as exemplified in the school and
other public buildings, reservoirs and
public imporovements generally.

The park and playgrounds commit-
tee of the Mission Promotion associa-
tion has decided to petition the board
of supervisors to apportion the
J15,000 appropriated in the tax budget
for a convenience station and other
improvements in Mission park, as fol-
lows: For the erection of a convenience
station, $6,000: for completion of the
Nineteenth street boulevard, $7,500; for
erection of electroliers donated by the
Supervisors. $1,200.

The property owners in Gates street
between Eugenia avenue and Powhatan
ttreet have filed a petition to lower the
gr%de of the street three feet, as the
prtsent grade of the roadway is higher
than sower grade.

The communication
states that there are only two lights
for the 5,000 .feet of streets In the
district, and that when these lights
give out they expect they will have to
return to the colonial methods of using
a torch to light the way home.

The Seals seem unable to get going.
even though the team has undergone
many changes, which were expected to
bolster up the weak spots. Another bad
session in the north against the Bea-
vers threw the Seals back in the ruck,
and they are just out of the cellar.

According to reports the Beavers are
going well again, and while their rush
seems to be a bit belated, McCredie
must be congratulated for his sincerity
in giving his town a good ball team.
There is hardly a chance for the north-
erners to win the pennant, but they
have a good chance of getting into the
second division before the season ends.

The Vernon club has a lead of about
13 Vi games over Portland, and this is
too big an advantage to expect the
Beavers to overcome. Hogans club
is playing great ball despite a lot of
hard luck. He has moit of his utility
men working and even then he man-
ages to hold first place.

As half of the season is over the fans
have a pretty good line on the re-
spective merits of the six teams which
form the Pacific Coast league. Some
of the clubs have strengthened their
lineups recently and these new men
who have been added undoubtedly will
help some of the clubs.

Vernon is composed of practically the
same players that started off with the
club at the commencement of the sea-
son. Oakland has strengthened its
pitching staff, which appeared weak,
and Manager Sharpe has apparent ly
picked up some fiingers that will prove
of valuable assistance to him. He
needed these men, as the club looked to
be strong in other departments.

UMPIRES LIKENED
TO MRS. J. CAESAR

President Lynch of Nationals
Expatiates Concerning

Abused Cult

[Specter Dispatch to The Call]
CHICAGO, July 15.?Umpires, like

the wife of the old timer of sainted
memory, can do no wrong. They can,
however, like other characters, both
ancient and modern, make mistakes.

This somewhat ambiguous statement
combines the thoughts and experiences

of Tom Lynch, president of the Na-
tional league, and in his earlier connec-
tion with the national game known as
"the iron umpire."

Lynch admits he has made mistakes;

other umpire* have made mistakes;
they still make mistakes, and they will
continue to make mistakes. Despite
the fact that 100 per cent of the players
will agree with Lynch, the former in-
dicator comes right back with the
brazen statement that the umpires,
while making mistakes, can do no
wrong.

Here is how Sis Thomas figures it:
"According to the rules, regulations

and traditions of the national pastime,
umpires can't change their decision on
points of play. In other words. Wes-
tervelt. the man who brought down on
his head the wrath of White Sox en-
thusiasts recently by calling out a Chi-
cago runner on second, was compelled
to stand by his ruling. Even if he had
desired to reverse it, he couldn't and
still live up to the letter of the law,
for it "was a point of play.

"There are instances, however, where
umpires can reverse their decisions.
Say. for instance, a fielder gets a fiy
ball in his hands and immediately drops
it. The official may have waved the
batter out. but the fact that the fielder
fumbled gives the umpire the right?
likewise the fiecessity?of reversing his
first decision.

"Another case was shown recently at
the Sox park, where Harry Lord had a
runner blocked off the base with his
foot. The umpire had called the man
safe, but when Lord pointed to the
man's foot?which was several inches
from the bag?he was declared out.

"Ibelieve, admitting: mistakes of um-
pires, that the decisions are evened up
on a season's average. Nobody ques-
tions the honesty of umpires in the big
leagues, and they scarcely can be
blamed for making blunders, because
players also err frequently, and they
are of the same clay as the blue suited
officials."
