ordinance.

RULING ATTACKED

Tf'xe district attorney openly attacked
the ruling of Judge Treadwell yester-
day, saying that it was iilegal in every
way and that he proposed to test the
deciston in the superior court.

“Ruling or no ruling,” said Fickert,
“these men are violating a city ordi-
nance when they play after 1 o'clock.
Just because they have a few rooms
above their cafes and call it a hotel
does not entitle them to play music
until the small hours of the morning.

“These socalled hotels along the ocean
boulevard are a vicious sort. Young
girls are seen nightly in these places,
assoclating with the hardened women
of the “downtown underworld. Such
conditions must not exist.”

Fickert's tour of the beach resorts
on Sunday morning took the propri-
etors completely by surprise. L’sua.}ly
when a city official is to make an in-
spection the word is passed along from
cafe to cafe and things are quiet when
they arrive. Not so on Sunday morn-
ing, for Fickert found music playing
in several of the resorts and the men
openly defled him to close thein down.
CHIEF AIDING

Chief of Police White is in full
cord with the district attorney.
maintains that he is powerless to
against the men who are running
hotels. Fickert s2ys he will pave
way for the arrests,

White yesterday received a report
from Policeman Martin Hanley of the
park station relative to the wvisit of
District Attorney Fickert and Roland
Becsey, attache of Fickert's office, to
the beach early Sunday morning.

George W. Carroll, Veteran |

For 30 Years He Held
Lives of Patronstof
S.P.in Hand

OAKLAND, July 15.—George W. Car-
roll, veteran locomotive engineer of
the Southern Pacific company, is dead
at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Lena
Nichelson, 32 Loreta avenue, Piedmont,
after 30 years of active service at the
throttie. Though 70 years of age, Car-
roll's health had been good and his

death last night, caused by ‘a sudden
stroke of apoplexy, was unexpected.

Carroll wasg one of the first men to
take charge of the Southern Pacific
company’'s “star” trains, the Sunset
Limited and the Owl. It was onl¥ to
such veterans as Carroll that the com-
pany would intrust the widely adver-
tised trains, :

Carroll entered the empiloy of the
Southern Pacific 33 yvears ago. After
30 years of service he was entitled to
retire on a pension. For the lastMhree
vears the old engineer had been omrthe
retired list.

Despite his long record in the cab,
Carroll was singularly fortunate in the
matter of accidents. In his whole rail-
road career he never was involved In
a wreck of any magnitude.

Carroll was a native of Massachu-
setts, and came to this state in 1867.
He was married in Stockton and moved
to this city in 1876, where he had lived
ever since. He is survived by a widow
and two daughters, Mrs. Nicholson and
Mrs. F. N. Elliot, who lives in Los An-
geles. The funeral will be held at 11
o'clock tomorrow morning from the
James. Taylor company chapel, Fif-
teenth and Jefferson streets. The ser-
vices will be under the direction of
Leland Stanford division No. 283,
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers
of which Carroll was a prominent
member.

Last
week the case of Thomas Cor, a gar-
dener who was annoying Miss Jennie
Crocker, also was reported to the San
