The
increase is largely due to Horner's plan
to equalize the valuation throughout
the county, and shows chiefly in the city
of Oakland, where $127,140,403 for 1312
ghows an increase of $18,016,366 over
the $109,124,037 of.last year. Aristo-
cratic Piedmont was second in the in-
crease, with a gain of $2,123,400 over
last year, and Berkeley third, with an
increase of $1,856,778. The totsl in-
crease inside the incorporated towns of
the county was $24,209,851. The total
increase outside the 1ncorpora!e.d towns
was $4,011,820, Oakland township being
raised by $1,504,175 and Washington

WATER FRONT VALUES INCREASE

All water front properties in Oak-
land were raised, and much up town
commercial property. Valuations in
large districts in West Oakland were
not materially raised.

Berkeley’'s total is now $33,992,053,
against , 135,275 for last year. Pled-
mont's increase followed an assesssment
this vear of $5,676,625 against $3,553,225
on the 1911 valuation, .Alameda city
was raised from $15,701,675 to $16,297,-
700, an increase of $596,025.

Rea) estate in Oakland was appraised
at $77,305,700, in Berkeley at $18,610,-
600, in Piedmont at $3,688,200, in Ala-
meda at $8,059,600, in San Leandro at
$1.469,975 and in Hayward at $1,049,550,
with a total valuation of inside reality
figured at $114,0565,575.

On the strength of this showing theg
tax rate for the county will probably
be cut materially. The present basic
inside rate is $3 cents, and a reduction
of at least 10 cents on the $100 may
be possible. The budgets for the va-
rious county departments have not been
made up.

 Improvements on real property have
an assessed valuation of $62,676,450,
with $38,627,700 of this in Oakland
property. Berkeley has improvements

FEW COMPLAINTS EXPECTED

On receipt of the rolls today the
hoard organized as a board of equaliza-
tion, but adjourned until Thursday,
when it will begin hearings of com-
plaints against the assessments.

‘The increased valuations,” said Su-

sor Daniel J. Murphy today, “will
enable the board to lower the basic tax
rate of the county without doubt. The
budgets have not been made up yet, but
the affairs of the county have been
administered with economy and the
board has all. but completed its plan
to cut the rate. The present basic in-
side rate is 98 cents, and a cut of 10 on
the $100 is within the possibilities. The
rolls as turned over by Assessor Horner
today will probably stand as the basis
of valuations for some years to come,
As a board of egualization we will have
some complaints against individual in-
creases, but we do not anticipate any-
thing serious.™

after 30 years of active service at the |- &

throttle. Though 70 years of age, Car-
roll's health had been good and his

death last night, caused by a sudden
stroke of apoplexy, was unexpected.

Carroll wag one of the first men to
take charge of thé Southern Pacific
company’s “star"” trains, the Sunset
Limited and the Owl. It was only to
such veterans as Carroll that the com-
pany would .intrust the widely asdver-
tised trains,

Carroli entered. the employ of the
Southern Pacific 33 years ago. After
30 years of service he was entitled to
retire on a pension. For the last three
vears the old engineer had been on the
retired list.

Despite- his long record in the cab,
Carroll was singularly fortunate in the
matter of accidents. In his whole rail-
road career he never was involved in
a wreck of any magnitude.

Carroll was a native of Massachu-
setts, and came to this state in 1867.
He was married in Stockton and moved
to this city in 1876, where he had lived
ever since, He is survived by a widow
and two daughters, Mrs. Nicholson and
Mrs, F. N. Elliot, who lives in Los An-
geles. The funeral will be held at 11
o'clock toemorrow morning from the
James Taylor company - chapel, Fif-
teenth and Jefferson streets.

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GARBAGE

Costa Protests

. {‘OAKLAND, July 15.—Much oratory
was indulged in before a contract for
th¢ disposal of the garbage of Gakland,

awarded by the city council today to
the C. A. Hooper company, the lowest
bidders. Among the protestants were
officials of two cities of Contra Costa
county, the district attorney’s ofice and
the board of health of that county.

Steamship cempany appeared to de-
mand that his bid bé accepted Instead
of 'the Hoopar company’s, and Harrison
S. Robinson, Curtiss’ attorney, argued
that the contract should be awarded
to him. : v i

Objection arose because the Hooper
company had stipulated its bid ‘that
the garbage would be barged from
Oakland and qumped on New York Is-
land fn the Sacramento,river. It was
claimed by C. A. Ormsby, assistant dis-

and spokesmen for the protestants of
that section, that the tide  waters
flowed over New York island, and
would wash the garbage into the riyer,
with the result that the water supply
for the’residents of Pittsbur gand An-
tioch would be polluted.

This objection was met by Phil M.
Walsh, attorney for ithe Hooper com-
pany, with the statement that the gar-
bage would be dumped at sea it it was
shown that by taking it to New York
island unsanitary conditions would re-
sult.

Mayor Frank K. Mott said that the
ground for protest was an imaginary
one, and that the council was taking
the only action to be takeh under the
circumstances in awarding the contract
to the Hooper company. iy
- “The charter authorizes the council

‘{to let the bid to the lowest responsible

bidder,” said Mott. “It has no other
course. I do not think it was fair
that the unsuccessful bidders should
have gone to these communities and
stlrrerg up a big protest by misrepre-
sentations.” :

Robinson wanted to know if Mott re-
ferred to the Signal Steamship com-
pany.

“Captain Curtiss told these people.”
Robinson answered, “of the plan on
foot. He was right in doing so. This
council, if it had done its duty, would
have made an investigation as to
whether it was possible - without
menacing health and incurring the dan-
ger of an injunction to carry out this
contract. But the council left that to
chance. ' In notifying these people we
have done a service to the people-of
two cities and we have insured Oak-
land against going into- the* affair
blindly.” . = :

“Well, it wasn't. fair, and I don’t
ke it Mott retorted. -“I think you
went out of your way to make trouble.”

Robinson also objected to awarding
the contract to the Hooper company if
permission was granted to choose some
other dumping place than New ¥York
island.
