RENO DIVORCEES IN

Black and
Clark, acting for L. Barton Case,
lawyer of New York, Mrs. Maryon
Bruguiere filed a lengthy document
yesterday in which she declares, with a
variety of detail, that her husband’'s
Reno divorce from heér is merely a
ghost of a legal separation, obtained
by fraud.

Now sihe asks that Doctor Bruguiere
give her $250 a myonth for her support,
$100 for costs of the suit she has filed,
8500 for counsel fees and $150 a month
for the support of their child, Pedar s
Bruguiere Jr. Doctor Bruguiere has
declared, through his attormey, A. J.
Treat, that it is simply a move to ob-
tain money.

DOCTOR’S FIRST LEAP

Doctor Bruguiere was married’ New
Year's eve, 1897, in an impromptu sort
of a fashion after an ev ening party, to
Madeline McKissick, from whom he was
divorced during the summer of 1902.

The second wife, Ma.r} on, in her cam-
plaint declares that in’ December 1902,
she and Pedar Bruguiere went to Beno
and on the 20th day of that month
were married. On July 24, 1504, she
left him, and February 1, 1905, he went
to Reng to live. This, he says, was done
in good faith, that he might practice
his profession in the mining camps of
Nevada.

Mrs.

Maryon Bruguiere does not be-
Her compilaint says
that e filed his divorce suit in WRshoe
county, Nevada, September 16, 1905, giv-
ing as grounds desertion and cruelty.
Mrs. Bruguierd says she never was
served with the summons and complaint
in her husband's suit and knew nothing
about it until Jong after the decrée was
entered.

The decree of divorce was granted
January 28, 1906, and little Pedar was
given into his mother's custody. Doctor
Brugiiiere returned to-8an Francisco,
and, according to the charges of his
wife, Marvon, has lived here ever since.

She failed to pay very much attention
to the details of the divorece, she ac-
knowledges, and heafing later that Doc~
tor Bruguiere was married again She
took it for granted tha_t she was legally
free. So, July 20, 1907, she married a
second time at Atlantic City, N. J., her
choice on that 6écasion being Stewart
Denning, a New York bond broker.

Not  until January 8§, 1910, did the
supposed Mrs. Denning find that “her
divorce suit in Nevada was only entitled
to re(ognition in its own  territorial
limits.”

She obtained an annulment of her
marriage to Dennming March 14, 1910,
and was trerm.\!.ted to resume what she
najively terms in her complaint her
“matden name” of Maivon Brugulere.

In conclusion her complaint says that
Doctor Brugulere has not provided for
her for mhoré than three years. His
practice is worth, sheé avers;, at least
$300 a month to him, and from his |
motiiers she. alléges that he gets
Out of this she wants $300 for Ihr-elt
and little Pedar.

NO WORD FROM CLAYTON

- Judge Hanford's chief counsel, E. C.
Hughes, said after the resignation that
the judge had desired to resign several
weeks ago, but could-mot well do so
with no evidence heard im the case.
The judge and his friends, according to
counsel, are satisfled with the showing
made by him im the hearing, which
they say did not sustain the charges.

That the judge was anxious to re-
sign wag kept a secret from all persons
in Washington and from everybody in
Seattle except his counsel. Judge Han-
ford’s statement to the public follows:

“The atmost constant strain under
which I have worked for more than 22
vears has taxed, but not exhausted,
my power of endurance. I am not
likely, to. have a vacation or rest, but a
change of occupation will be a wel-
come relief. - I intend to practice law
in Seattle.

“In the investigation which has been
conducted by a subeommittee of the
house of representatives much testi-
mony has been given by witnesses who
know me and by others who do not. I
am. grateful for the commendation of
those who have spoken and written in
my favor, and as for those who have
maligned me I only wish to say that
I would be ashamed of myself if I had
not incurred the enmity of such people
as they are. A judge is never so sure
of being right as when his work has
been criticised unfairly; and without
boasting, in view of all that has been
and may be said of and concerning
myself and my work, I am glad that
my record is what it is.”

INCURRED CITIZENS IRE

Judge Hanford has been much in the
public eye since August 25, 1911, when,
after he had issued an injunection hos-
tile to the position of Seattle citizens
in a 5 cent fare fight against a street-
car company, the judge was denounced
at a great mass meeting and resolu-
tions demanding the impeachment were

The speakers at this meeting were
arrested for interfering with an order
of court, and some of them were kept

once placed on the judgé’s trail, and
that every move he made from morn-
ing until late at night was observed
and written down. Several members of
congress were consulted with a view
to bringing impeachment proceedings
against him. °

SOCIALISTS TAKE UP CUDGEL

In the spring of 1912 the Industrial
Workers of the World caused much
trouble in western Washington by
parades, strikes and threats of strikes,
and Judge Hanford took occasion to
condemn the carrying of the red flag
through the streets. Gn May 10 Judge
Hanford revo the citizéenship papers
of Leonard Qissen of Tacoma, a member
of the socialist labor party and of the
Industrial Workers of the World, be-
cause Olssen, in appearing as witness
for another man séeking cftizenship,
 had said in answer to a question that
' he was .not “devotedly attached” to the
constitution. Before Judge Hanford,

explained that he was not
“jdeolatrgusly  or superstitfouvsly at-
tached”. to the constitution, .and that
he favored abolition of political gov-
ernment and the establishment of in-
dustrial government. -
