Prominent Men Sound Warning

of Danger in Threatened
Socialist Rule

OAKLAND, July 22-—An anti-recall
meeting of the Women's Good Govern-
ment league was held tonight at the
Oakland College of Medicine, Thirty-
first and Grove streets, and was largely
attended. Mayor Frank K. Mott, as
the principal speaker, outlined the rea-
sons why the recall should be de-
feated and explained that the only
jesue was one hetween order and dis-
order, between law and anarchy.

The hall was thronged with women.
Dr. Hayward G. Thomas, president of
the college, presided and introduced
the speakers. among them h_lott.
Charles E. Snook and Miss Ethel
Moore, a member of the playsround
commission.

TRUE STORY OF RECALL

Doctor Thomas. in introducing Mayor
Mott, said:

“This neighborhood meeting is called
to hear the true story of the recall. It
is a vital question for every voter,
every taxpayer, to learn that the injus-
tice of the recall is not so much an
injury to the officials, but a direct in-
jury to us; that we are the ones whao
will suffer. Tht the injury is to the
city, not merely to the officers,

“A recall at this time and for such
insufficient grounds would tend to dis-
credit us in the eves of the world, and
that all our schemes of public improve-
ments would suffer. Consider what we
have done in a few years under the
leadership of these officlals—the pur-

chase and improvements of our park
system, the great improvements of our
water front under way, and of our

splendid public buildings.

“We might better have never started
these improvements than to turn over
our municipal government to the recall
proponents now.”

Mott's address was closely listened
to. He spoke in part as follows:

“Oakland, the city of which we are

was made, as in this case, by a lot of
disappointed, sore headed candidates for
office, for the purpose of overthrowing
the administration of public affairs,

“The recall, rightfully used for the
purpose of eliminating from public life
men who are abusing their positions
for personal gain, by corrupt methods,
is an admirable instrument as’a check
ipon the representative form of gov-
ernment. But when used to destroy the
administration of the laws of the city,
or for the personal advantages of those
seeking to control the government of
the clity, it is a weapon which imports
serious consequences to the entire com-
munity, if such a weapon is used ef-
fectively.”

Conventlon at Berkeley

BERKELEY, July 22.—Preparations
for the convention here in September
of the California League of Municipal-
ities will be undertaken this week by
city officials. M. L. Hanscom, the city
auditor, in accordance with instruc-
tions from the city councii, will make
up for use during the convention an
exhibit of his methods of accounting.

At the time the new charter went

into effect, Hanscom devised a system
of keeping the city’s accounts, which
he has since perfected, making some
improvements after his return from the
national convention of comptrollers and
accounting officers at Buffalo, N, Y. He
believes the system he uses*can be
applied In cities of any Size.

Health Officer Dr. J. J. Benton and
the members of the board of health are
preparing also for the convention of
the state health officers, whose sessions
will be part of the general meeting.
As soon as the fall term of the Uni-
versity of California opens next month
Prof. Myer E. Jaffa, state pure food
expert, will take up the organization of
the pure food show which will be held
at the mining building during the con-
vention.

The Chamber of Commerce wil] as-
sist Professor Jaffa in preparing this
exhibition, and probably will have
charge also of an industrial show,

The couple lived in San Francisco
after their return from the wedding
journey and the felony warrant was
sworn to in that ecity.
