OF ROSENTHAL
"Jack Sullivan" Charged With

Implication in Murder
of Gambler

Mayor Gaynor's Defense of

Police Is Regarded as
"Political"

NEW YORK, July 25.?"Jack" Sulli-

van, "kins; of the New York newsies,"

was arrested and charged with being

lmplicaed in the murder of Rosenthal,

as he left the coroner's court this after-
noon, where he heard Louis Krese de-

scribe as an eyewitness the killingof

the gambler at the door of the Hotel
Metropole in Longacre square.

"Jack Sullivan" is just an alias for

Jacob Reich. Like the greater number

of the suspects in this case, "Jack's"

ancestors fought under the banner of

Joshua instead of that of Brian.

Krese drew the noose tightly around
the neck of Webber and forged a spare

link or two for the wrists and ankles of

"Jack" (Sullivan) Reich.
He told how he was standing outside

the Metropole on the night of the crime
when a rough looking character jostled
him and asked if he was looking for

trouble. He replied that he was not.
"Then, beat it." advised the unnamed

"roughneck." Before he could comply
two men came out of the hotel. The

first man signaled to waiting allies by

pointing to his hat. Four men, with

their hats pulled down over their eyes,

emptied their revolvers into the second
man ?Rosenthal.

The man who had given the signal

ran hurriedly*away. Krese identified the
runner as Webber, who was in court,
guarded. Webber grew interested in
his boots.

"Rough Neck" Concerns Reich
Detectives admit that Kreise's refer-

ence to the "rough neck" very mate-
rially concerned the prisoner, the Long-

arre'square purveyor of early editions
of the morning papers, who hurried
away to a Long island watering place

just after the murder, and whose mem-
ory failed him when he returned and
was asked to name (as he was reported
to be well able to do) the men who did
the shooting.

In a long letter made public today

Mayor Gaynor told Commissioner Waldo
not to suspend Lieutenant Becker or
place that officer on trial until evidence
was submitted which would seem to
justify his conviction.

"Let his case be carefully investi-
gated." wrote the mayor, "and all the
facts be ascertained.

"Do not bend a single bit to the
clamor chiefly created by the hired
press agents of the gamblers, with
whom you are not to answer."

Mayor Attacks Papers
The mayor paid his respects to "the

corrupt newspapers, which have been
all along and now are at the service of
such gamblers." and, he said, against

honest police control. He extolled Waldo
and took upon his own shoulders re-
sponsibility for certain acts of alleged
oppression charged against Becker and
other police officers.

Gaynor's letter is generally accepted
a* the first shot In Tammany's answer
to the attack of wealthy citizens led by

the highly paid Brims skirmishers. It
is a strong letter and is said to Impress
many persons favorably, and may have
the effect said to be desired by the
silent influences behind him ?to dis-
credit the fierce charges of graft ahd
police corruption.

However, others are repeating Gay-

nor's previous remark about Becker and
the Rosenthal group, "Ican not under,

stand how any man could sit down to
dinner with such scoundrels," and they

can not understand how the mayor can
hope to Justify Becker's tardiness in
facing a fair and full investigation by
the grand jury when his reputation as a
man and as a police officer was openly
impugned in general and specific terms.

MAN RESCUED BY PROMPT
WORK OF LIFE SAVERS

Marine Engineer Near Death in
Heavy Surf

If it had not been for the prompt
work of Captain Nelson and the Gol-
den gate life saving station at the
ocean beach near the Cliffhouse yester-
day afternoon Frank Houston, a ma-
rine engineer living at 226 Thirteenth
street, would have lost his life In the
surf.

Houston. with a party of friends, was
bathing in the breakers when a large
wave hit him, throwing him to the
beach. He was rendered partly un-
conscious and the undertow caught

him and carried his limp body several
hundred yards off shore. His friends
became excited and were unable to
help the drowning man.

A man who was driving an auto-
mobile numbered D 0283, which was
passing at the time, drove to the life
saving station and carried Captain
Nelson and his crew to the scene. One
of the life savers, Crest Olsen, swam
out to the man and succeeded in bring-
ing him to shore.

Houston was taken to the station,
where he recovered after several hours'
labor by the life saving crew. He was
taken home late last night.

TWO BOYS ESCAPE
FROM DETENTION HOME

OAKLAND, July 26.?Charles Prosper
and Thomas Sargeant, both IS years
old, escaped from the detention home
shortly after midnight this morning
and gave Patrolman George Green a
chase of about 14 miles and then made
their escape. Green, when notified that
the boys were gone, boarded a Western
Pacific train to San Leandro, the direc-
tion the boys were supposed to have
taken. He saw the two boys at tho
railway station there and succeeded
in capturing Prosper. He fastened him
to a lamppost with a pair of handcuffs
and then started in pursuit of Sargeant.
When Green returned without Sargeant
he found that the Prosper boy had
managed to wiggle out of the handcuffs
and was gone again.

The "Rodeo days" arranged by the
Salinas committee is to Show the life
of early days In California as* It was
and In a small way Is today In some
sections. It Is to give the people an
idea of the fun of the past, something

that can not be seen in the theater or
is given at a circus and something that
In a few years more. It Is feared, will
pass out of existence and can not be!
reproduced at any cost.

The committee has arranged with
the railroads for special rates from
San Francisco, Oakland and other
points and everything Is being done to

make one big week of it.
Sunday, August 4. will be the big

day, the arrangements made for Oak-
land and San Francisco people to at-

tend being unusually complete.
Frank Griffin, a well known stock-

man of Monterey county and an expert

To get a boy or girl upon a good
bucking horse was their delight. One
was more at home in the saddle than
in a rocking chair.

There is "something doing" from start
to finish. A wild horse race must be
run by horses that have never been
handled except to halter.

Each rider has one
helper. The horses are brought out be-
fore the crowd and at a signal work
begins. It Is a fight between man and
beast from the start.

The "stunt" Is to saddle and bridle
the animal and ride around the track,
the one finishing first being the winner.
The horses are all fighters and go In
whatever direction they choose regard-
less of the wishes of the rider.

Tho whole field and track is a vortex
of whirling horses and entangling
ropes.

CONVENTION ELECTS
INSURANCE HEADS

Stringent Measures Also Are 1
Passed at Meeting in

Spokane

SPOKANE, July 26.?Provisions even

more stringent than those of the Kan-
sas blue sky law were Included In a

measure indorsed by the national con-

vention of insurance commissioners at

their final session today. The bill,

which is to be submitted at the,next

session of all state legislatures, pro-
vides that a bond of $1,000 must be
given by any agent engaged in the
public marketing of securities and pro-

vides' that all circulars aijd advertis-
ing matter issued by companies must
be submitted to the state for approval.
The bill would limit the percentage of
money gained from stock sales that
may be used for promotion expenses,
but would allow each state to deter-
mine that percentage. In other pro-
visions the proposed measure closely

follows the Kansas law.
The convention also Indorsed tire

draft of a bill to be presented to all
legislatures prohibiting rebating, dis-
crimination, "twisting" and embezzle-
ment. The proposed penalty for "twist-
ing" or inducing an insured person to

allow his policy to lapse and take out
a policy in a different company, is dis-
qualification as agent fdr a year or
more.

Action on a proposed law prohibiting
r\re Insurance companies from writing
preferred business and on a uniform
resident agent law was postponed un-
til the next meeting.

The convention elected the following
offlcers:

Massachusetts, presi-
dent; J. R. Young. North Carolina, first
vice president; Wlllard Done, Utah,
second vice president; Fitzhugh McMas-
ters, South Carolina, secretary treas-
urer; C. A. Palmer, Michigan, chairman
of the executive committee.

ASSESSMENT REMOVED

OAKLAND. July 26.?The Spring
Valley Water company aeeks to have
an assessed valuation of $3,000,000 on
riparian rights in Niles canyon re-
moved. The company petitioned the
board ef supervisors, sitting- today as
an equalisation body, to wipe out the
assessment. Attorney A C. Green

PRESIDIO GOLF
LINKS NO MORE

Uncle Sam Denies Use of the
Grounds to Members of Club

Owing to Complaints

Because a number of cltlsens net<
members of the Presidio golf clubs
thought they were being: discriminate-j
against in not being permitted to use
the 18 hole course on the Presidio res-
ervation, the war department has de- j
cided to deny the use of the ground to
the Presidio club. The club, which Is
composed of civilians, laid out the linksI
more than 10 years ago as the result,
of an understanding that the members
would turn back the grounds whenever
asked by the department, A number
of the officers of the post as well as
the civilian members of the club have
played over the course. I

It was believed when the course was
laid out that the nature of the
grounds would obviate any discussion
with the public at large, as only those
of leisure play the game. . The war
department declines to make known
the names of those who registered a;
complaint when told that their presence
was not desired on the links. The
protest has been pending for some
time and has resulted in several tele-
graphic appeals to Washington by the
members of- the club, which Includes
C. G. Moore, Judge M. C. Sloss, Rolla
V. Watt, Tlrey I_ Ford, William J.
Dutton. Bernard Faymonvllle, W. C.
Ralston and others prominent In club
life here.

The official explanation for the with-
drawal of the grounds from the club Is
that the temporary use of some of the
reservation for the Panama-Pacific ex-
position will necessitate the use of
the ground occupied by the course for
military purposes.

PETITIONERS ARE
WARNED BY WEBB

Signatures Can Not Be Added
Within Ninety Day Period,

Says Attorney

In an opinion-directed to Secretary of
State Frank C. Jordan by Attorney
General U. S. Webb, it is held that cer-
tified Initiative petitions for new laws
or amendments to the state constitu-
tion must be filed with the secretary of
state at least 90 days prior to the ap-
proaching general election if the pro-
posed measures are to he submitted to
the electors at that election.

Under the construction placed upon
the political code by Attorney Webb,

petitions completed after the 90 day

period and within the time allowed by
the constitution can not be submitted
at the first election, but being vital are
to be put before the electors at the next
election following.

In the case of petitions Intended to
bring questions before the voters at the
November election, the Intention will
not be carried out unless the petition is
filed in its entirety, with the required
signatures of 8 per cent of all qualified
electors 90 days before election day.

Under the statute bearing upon the
question, additional signatures to peti-
tions may be filed with the county clerk
or registrar within a period of 40 days
after the first portion Is received, but
the completed petition must be filed 30
days before the proposition Is to be
voted upon.

In stating his opinion, which requires
'the completed petition to be filed 90
days before the election, Attorney Gen-
eral Webb says:

' "The periods of time specified in the
constitution for filing supplemental
petitions and certifying the same, if
construed as permitting such supple-
jmental petitions to be filed within 90

\u25a0days prior to a general election might
jso consume the intervening time, If the

\u25a0original petition had been filed on the
ninety-first day as to practically pre-
vent the secretary of state from per-
forming his dutles."

The duties referred to consist of the
formalities of certifying the petitions
when necessary, and placing them be-
;fore the electors. A petition carry-
ing the required percentage of signa-
tures Is deemed filed upon tbe day of
its presentation, the opinion says, the
clerk or registrar filing the paper hav-
ing certified to the number of qualified
electors whose signatures are attached.

A petition presented which carries a
smaller number of names than required
can not be deemed filed and can ac-
complish nothing by presentation, in
the opinion of Webb.

The 90 day period which Webb holds
is applicable In all Instances Is fixed,
he says, by the fact that a petition
must be filed 90 days before the elec-
tion and that the time Is stipulated
by the fact that a distinction can not
be made when additions are filed, as he
holds that the law requires a vital pe-
tition to carry the specified S per cent
of electors' signatures.

A special election may be held for
measures o»_t before the electors by
Initiative petitions which are received
too late to be taken up at the first
election, the opinion saya

work, and the opinions regarding the I
mayor's action expressed by several of,
the supervisors indicate that little-time I
will be lost in authorizing bids when!
the board convenes August 12.

Ctty Engineer Marsden Manson said
the announcement by the mayor was j
not unexpected and that part of the I
plans were ready. "We are. not unpre- Jpared by any means," he said. "Some Jof the material?the rails, for instance!
?are on hand in sufficient quantity to j
do the work. The plans will be ready j
for the supervisors In plenty of time." I

"The city has been bluffed long I
enough," was the opinion of the Jmayor's action expressed by Supervisor 1
Hilmer. "His Idea is the real thing, and
we all favor it heartily.

Supervisor Jennings was of a like
mind. "It's a fine thing," he said, "and
the mayor is right on the Job. The!
only way to get a thing done Is to go
ahead and do it."

Supervisor Payot expressed himself
along the same lines and Supervisor
Murphy said he was glad the mayor
had taken the Initiative ih the work.
LEGAL STATU- OP MATTER

Mayor Rolph was out of town yes-
terday and so further expression of
opinion could not be secured from him.
Supervisor Vogelsang, who proposed a
tentative settlement with the United
Railroads regarding the tracks on
lower Market street, Is out of the city.

The present legal status of the lower
Market street question as outlined by
the city attorney's office is as follows:

So far as extending the tracks of the
Geary street line down Market to Sutr
ter is concerned, there is no litigation
on and no means by which the exten-
sion may be blocked.

The franchise of the Sutter- street
railway for the outer tracks In lower
Market street was declared by Judge
Seawell to be forfeited. A motion for
a new trial was denied and an appeal
from tbe order denying this motion is
pending in the state supreme court.
This question of appeal will be decided
In several months.

No litigation is pending in a federal
court Action was brought by the
United Railroads In the United States
circuit court to restrain the city from
building a railway either In lower Mar-
ket street or in a certain part of Point
Lobos avenue. This was finally, dis-
missed after certain phases of the case
had gone to the United States supreme
court on the ground of lack of juris-
diction.

Section 599 of the civil code pro-
hibited more than two railways under
separate management on the same
streets for more than five blocks. The
city contended In previous suits that j
this did not apply to municipal rail-]
ONLY ONE DOUBT ABOUT IT

A revision of this law by the legls- ]
lature of 1911 gives- the city the right
to own and operate street railways
for any number of blocks, occupying
the same street or track. If desired,
provided that payment Is made to the
other corporation of an equal portion
of the estimated cost of construction
of the tracks.

This would imply tljat the city had
the right to use the tracks of the Sutter
street railway In lower Market street,
but the question then arises, .according
to City Attorney Long, whether this
law will apply to franchisee granted
under the old law.

Supervisor Vogelsang's compromise
proposition was submitted to> the pub-
lic utilities committee in June, but no
action has been taken on It. It pro-
vides for joint use of the lower Market
street tracks by the Geary and Sutter
street cars, a joint use of poles, wires
and current in the disputed territory,
the settlement of pending legislation,
and an exchange of transfers from the
municipal Geary street line to the Fill-
more and Devlsadero street lines of the
United Railroads.

The consummation of this agreement
would result In the horse cars being
taken off Market street and Sutter and
Geary street cars being run to the
ferry. The municipal road would have
at least two transfer lines and could
be extended out Point Lobos avenue
to the beach.
