Duke Kahanamoku and fieaty,

Both Olympic Winners, Ex*

petted to Perform Locally

WILLIAMUNMACK
It is more than probable that swim-

ming enthusiasts of this city will be

enabled to see two of the greatest
swimmers of the world in action in
local tanks about October, when "Duke
Kahanamoku, the speed wizzard from
Honolulu, and Cecil Healy, the Aus-
tralian champion, arrive here on their
way- to their respective homes.

Word was received in the city yes-
terday from Healy to the effect that
lie will visit this country on his way
home to Australia, and that San Fran-
cisco will probably be on his itinerary.

The Hawaiian marvel also will be here
at the same time, and a race between
these two world famous water dogs?

both prize winners at the Olympiad at
Stockholm ?should be an attraction
that would crowd the galleries about
any of the local tanks to their full
seating capacity.

Kahanamoku Is the marvel of the
present century in the swimming world.
Down in the islands he was recognized
as a wonder a year aero, and he estab-
lished American records for both the
100 and 220 yard events. The times an-
nounced, coming as they did from a
then unknown performer, were not
taken seriously by the swimming
public of the world. However, when
the islander went east and competed
in the A. A. U. championships he
jumped from obscurity to world fame
in a night. He showed al! the ear-
marks of the speed burner that he had
been said to be by the officials from the
islands, and besides that he swam the
100 in a world's record time.

Duke Keeps "Doin' If
Going to Stockholm, he again cre-

ated a sensation by establishing a
world's record for the 100 meters in
1 minute 2 4-5 seconds. Not satisfied
with that, last Sunday, in Berlin, he
beat the German cracks and again re-
duced his world's record to 1 minute
1 4-5 seconds for the 100 meters.

When in the east Kahanamoku was
entertained in royal style by the big
New York Athletic club, the Irish-
American Athletic club and various big
clubs in Philadelphia. Ptttsburg and
Boston, and in all these places he made
now records for the respective tanks
in which he swam.

The new Olympic club of this city
has the finest and longest tank in this
country. It is the ideal tank for the
establishment of records, and if the
winged O club can arrange a meeting
between Kahanamoku and Healy there
la every probability that the first
world's record for the Olympic club
tank will be made by either one of
these men.

Healy has been in the limelight foi
three or four years past and is a won-
derful swimmer. At the present time
he holds the following world's records:
One hundred yards vith one turn, 110
yards straightaway, 150 yirds with
two turns and 200 yards with three
turns.

Thorpe Is "In Cor If1

CARLISLE, Pa., July 28.?This to~/n,

Thorpe, accompanied by Lewis Vewa-
nima and Physical Director Glenn War-
ner of the Carlisle Indian school.

The tremendous distinction gained
for himself, the Indian school and
Carlisle by Thorpe has made an im-
pression here that has stirred local
bodies like the Board of Trade, Booster
club, city council, fire companies and
other civic organizations to an effort
to fittingly honor the home coming
heroes.

The celebration will include a formal
reception from the train bringing the
victors at noon on the day set. An
hour later a big parade will move, hav-
ing as its destination Biddle field, Car-
lisle, the use of which has been ten-
dered by Dkkinson college. From one
ff the stands there a short public meet-
ing will be held, in which men promi-
nent in state and national affairs as
well as leading educators will par-
ticipate.

Following the Biddle field reception
athletic sports will take place and in
The evening a reception, dance and a
pretentious fireworks display will fol-
low on the campus of the Indian school.
