A “game” ball club always can win,
just as a game fighter, a game race-
horse or a game sprinter. The Ver-
non team gave a great demonstration
of this truth yesterday afternoon out
in the Mission by putting the rollers
under Oakland and making a parade out
of a close one. Just a single rally
turned this remarkable trick, and just
a few sparks of gameness tumbled the
Oaklanders on their leads.

It would be rather harsh to say that
the transbay club quit when the men
from the south began to muster up
their courage in that great inning—

Fiffy ‘Per Cent or No Jeanette
Fight; Business Life
After That

CHICAGO, July 28.—“Unless Billy
Gibson comes to my terms by tombr-
row at midnight I am done with the
boxing game for all time.” A
This was the dictum handed out by
Jack Johnson, heavy weight champion
of the world, tonight. It was after a
conference that lasted all day yester-
day and late into the night between
Gibson, manager of the Madison square
fight arena in' New York, Johnson and
Dan McKetrick, manager of Joe !
Jeanette, the colored heavy weight, |
who is anxious for a chance to take
away the present champion's title.
Gibson offered Johnson $20,000 for
the 10 rounds. Johmson placed his |
price at $30,000 and refused to drop &
dollaf. Gibson and McKetrick re-
turned to New York this afternoon,’
apparently hopeless of luring Johnson
into the ring at their figures.
“You can make the story of my re-
tirement as strong as you like,” said

Johnson tonight. “I have a paying
business here, and I am going to stick .
to it,  There are no “white hopes”
worthy of attention. I have beaten
Jeanette so many times that I ve !
lost track of the number, Langford
does not want to ﬂght}?l , despite his
repeated challenges. is challenges
are merely to attract attention to his
own person.

“I want at least a month in which to
train, for I do not propose to go into
the. ring unless 1 am in good shape. I
would have to train at least four
weeks, and that would mean an outlay
of $2,000. My business is in its in-
fancy, and if I would leave it for a
month ‘I might feel the loss later on.
I have $30,000 invested here, and it
looks like a good living to me for tHe
rest of my days.

“I traveled around the world to get a
chance at the championship and took
;15.000 for my part in fighting Burns.

e received five or six times as much.
I will not go to the expense of train-
ing and the consequent loss to my
business unless I get at least as much
as Burns did when he gave me a
chance at the title.

“And this is no Patti or Bernhardt
farewell, either. If they don't meet
my terms before midnight tomorrow,
I'm through forever. I won't be any
Jim Jeffries. I have money enough for
the rest of my life, and there isn't
enough in the world to start me train-
ing again after a layoff for a year or so.

“Jeanette and myself would draw at
least $60,000 in ‘Madison Square garden.
I’'m certainly worth 50 per cent of that
amount. Jeanette could not draw
$10,000 with anybody else. There is no
other match in the world that would
draw as much in New York city. Jean-
ette ought to be satisfied with getting
as much out of the match as I received
when I fought for the title. That
would leave the club a handsome profit
for its trouble. Why should I take
one-third of the gate, which is what
$20,000 represents? All champions
nowadays, when they fight with their
title at stake, demand and are paid at
least 50 per cent. I'm asking the guar-
antee because I do not want to be both-
ered with the thousand and one details
that eome up when a man is fighting on
percentage.

“Remember, at midnight tomorrow,
if the word don't come that I've signed
u}) the newspapers can print the story
of my retirement, because that's the
last hour for the battle.”
